Chicago, May 14. Wheat was very dull
today and was weak early, bat later firmed
up, closing with again of cent. Corn
closed cent higher, oats cent higher
and provisions, after a lifeless session,
clo-e- d slightly higher throughout the list.

Wheat started weak and weary. The
early weakness was attributed to the
weather, absence of advices from abroad
and the uncertainty attached to the visi-

ble. (Initial transactions showed a loss of
HSt cent, and under fa;r offerings sold
down a fraction more, tallied cent later
on, chanced soma and closed as stated.
There was much leas for sale after the
opening and prices gradually recovered,
the visible showing a fair Mzed decrease,
1.G46.COO bushels which was larger than ex-
pected and tended to strengthen the mar-
ket. It was supposed that ouo of the
leading sellers early was covered later and
this was a stimulating factor. Closing
prices were but cent from the top.

There was not much doing in corn, the
price keeping within & cent range.
The general tone early was weak and
prices ruled lower, but rallied later on
with wheat nnd closed fairly firm aud
with a trifle gain.

In oats there was a good trade and a
firmer feeling existed for May aud June.
The other futures were irregular. June
declined cent and later rallied aceut
iu sympathy with wheat.

With a decline in values for live hog,
the provision market opened slightly
lower. The market was dead during the
balance of the session. It was estimated
that very little if any more than a score of
transactions were recorded for the day.
Compared with Saturday night, Julv
lork, lard and ribs were each 2 cents
higher.

TRAIL THEM HOME

MTJBDEREE3 OF THE MEEK3 PAM--
LLY EUff TO EARTH.

William and George Taylor Tracked
to Their Father's House Jfeav the

Scene of the Brutal Butchery
in Missouri Officers Folio

False Scent Thirty
Miles Away House

Will he Surround-
ed Tonight and
Capture Made.

Beookfield, Mo., May 14 Word was
received here from Browning at 10 o'clock
tonight saying four men tracked William
and George Taylor, the murderers of the
Aleeks family, several miles to the house
of Jim Taylor, their father, three and one-ha- lf

miles southwest of Browning this
afternoon. Jim Taylor refused them
entrance to the house and warned them to
not come around the house tonight. This
word was brought to Browning by Perry
McCollum. a reputable farmer. McCol-lu- m

measured the tracks and they corres-
ponded exactly to the Taylor's feet.

Sheriff Barton of Linn county and Sher-
iff White of Macon county, with large
posses have evidently been misled and are
all searching tho Chariton hills in the
southwest corner of Adair county, which
is fully thirty miles from Jim Taylor's
farm. Most of the available men from
here and the surrounding towns are al-
ready out, bnc a small party will leave
LaClede in a short time to meet a party
from Browning and they expect to meet
near Jim Tavlor's and have tho house sur-
rounded by daylight. Bill Taylor's wife
returned to Browning this afternoon from
Jim Taylor's and was accompanied by a
younger brother of the Taylor brothers.
After getting a few things from Bill Taj
lor's house they started to return home
but were arrested and locked up. It now
seemsjmpossible for the murderers to es-
cape.

ATTEMPTED MTJHDSB.
Special Dispatch to tho Dally Eagle.

Blutf UlTV, Kan., May 14. The people
along the strip line south of this place are
considerably stirred up over the attempted
murder, Friday night, of Mrs. Segerman
by lier husband Louis Segerman, a res-
taurant keeper at Caldwell. The couple
have had considerable trouble on account
of the drinking habits of Segerman, and it
appears that she camo to her son's claim
south of this place to avoid him. He fol-
lowed her, and Friday evening they quar-
reled, after which he shot at her some five
or six times, three of the bullets taking
effect; two in the abdomen and one iu tho
arm. He escaped north but was captured
near Dauvillo and is held by the officers.
Medical aid was hastily summoned from
this city and the lady is now resting easy,
though the case may take a turn for the
worse at any time.

IN A TWINKLING.
AuBUKX, New York, May 14. Lucins P.

Wilson died in the electrocution chair at
the penitentiary in this city at 12:43 today.
He refused to sea a clergyman. Lucius P.
Wilson was electrocuted for the murder of
Detective Harvey July 31, 1S93, at Syra-
cuse. A burglary committed th previous
month had been traced to him, his brother
Charles and a third mau. Detective Har-
vey was shot through the head while try-
ing to arrest Wilson. The two meu were
identified as members of the Hudspeth-Sly- e

gantr. who committed the Glendalo
train robbery threo years ago. Charles
Wilson, who is still awaiting trial, may
also suffer the death penalty.

Wilson's statement was made public
this afternoon. It declared that Charles
Wilson, now confined in the Ouaudagua
county jail on joiut indictment with the
writer, is n brother, and that he is in-

nocent of the charge for which he is held.
He says Charles whs not the man who wns
with him when Detective Harvey wasshot.

ALLEGED EMBEZZLER CONVICTED.
SAX JOSE, Calfornia, May 14. Manager

Leonard, of the Santa Clara bank, which
he is alleged to have relieved of $250 000 iu
various ways, wa-- j sentenced today to
three years iu Folsora, having been con-
victed of embezzling S,000 the day before
the bank closed. His attorney was al-
lowed thirty days to fila a bill of excep-
tions and a writ of probablo cause to have
the entite case reviewed by the supreme
court. Leonard was released on a $0,000
boud.

TABDY JUSTICE.
JEFFEr.SOX CITY, Mo , May 14. The su-

preme court today finally determined the
case of William Spohu against the Mis-
souri Pacific Railroad company for dam-
ages, Spohn being allowed $3,000. This
case was instituted fourteen years ago and
has been before the supreme court four
times. A train crew, in a spirit of fun,
played a Jesse James .act. which so fright-ene- d

tho man that he jumped from the
moving train, losing a leg in so doing.
For this suit was brought, and after four-
teen years he gets damages.

Sprague, living near the bound-
ary line between New and Old Slexico,
have been arrested for interfering with the
Mexican mails.

These officers
are here for the purpose of looking into
the financi'il rantters of the order, which
has some 30,000 tied up iu two of the
brinks which suspended last summer.

PESSIMIST TELLER.

Sees Notbintr that Gives Hops of Belief
from Present Condi- - ions.

PUEBLO. Colo., May 34, Senator Teller
in a letter to a citizen of this city expresses
sympathy for the Coxey army now in
Washington, declares the arrest and trial
of Coxey, Browne and Jones was a farce
and concludes as follows: "It is difficult
to know what to do witb these people who
are here in distress "with thousauds of
others through no fault of theirs. They
know that there is something wrong some-
where, and that there ought to be a rem-
edy and can tbiuk of no other, except
what congress can give. L myself, be-

lieve the present dreadful condition of our
laboring and producing, people is the di-

rect and immediate result of bad. legisla-
tion already on our statute books and
other that is threatened, bnt I have no
hope of immediHte legislation that will
give the required relief. What will hap-
pen in the uear future I cannot see and
believe, for my piece of mind, it Is well I
cannot."
TROOPS TO ASSIST CIVIL OFFICERS.

Washington, Slay 14. Reports of a dis-

quieting nature were received today by
Attorney General Olney respecting the
lawless acts of various "armies" of Coxey-ite- s

in the west In seizing trains and inter-
fering with the Emails. The attorney gen-
eral consulted the secretary of war and it
was decided to adhere to the line of policy
pursued last week iu dealing with these
cases. While geueral instructions had
been sent to the military commanders in
the troubled districts to give all lawful
and necessary assistance to the
officers of the United States
courts in repressing these out-
rages, it was felt proper to seud specific
instructions today to Gen. Otis, of the
Vancouver Jbarracks, and to Gen. Brooke,
commanding the department of i he Platte,
to take active steps 10 hold off the marau
ders in their districts, acting, 01 course,
as auxiliary to the United Slates marshals.
The instructions held special reference to
a party that seized a train of the Oregon
Short Line, to one at Spokane, Wash., nnd
to the Union Pacific train seized uear
Cheyenne. Late iu the day news came
that the last named train had been recap-
tured by the marshal's deputies and that
the leaders of the train siezed had been
arrested. "

MARSHAL WANTS MILITARY.
Washington, May 14. General Scofield

has received a telegram from the United
States marshal at Slontpelier, Idaho, stat-
ing that a gang of Coxeyites have seized
the property of the Union Pacific at that
point with the intention of holdiug it until
transportation is furnished them. Tho
marshal says ho and his men are guarding
the railroad property and usks to be re-

lieved by United States troops. Xo action
has been taken as yet by the authorities
here. t

COXEY MOVED CAMP.
. Washington, Slay 24. The Common-
weal of Christ is now encamped in historic
Bladensburg. a village famous for duels
years ago. Prompted by the protests of
the indignant citizens of Hyattsville,
where the camp was pitched last week,
the army today crossed the eastern branch
of the Potomac and pitched its ten's in
the large yard ail joining the George Wash-
ington hotel. Sir. Coxey said today that
he anticipated no trouble in Bladensburg.
He said:

"Wo are going to stay right in Bladens-
burg unless the approaching Industrials
become so numerous that we will not have
room for them at our new camping spot.
In such a case we will have a rendezvous
camp on Dr. Rogers' property thac we
moved from.

Referrtug to
his" statement made on Saturday, the $400,-00- 0

cash had been paid on account of the
Chicago, Purleni and BatavU railway
company, he said he had found a check
for 5200,000 of that ?400,000. which was
made payable to Charles or D. S.
Wegg, but he conld not find the check fcr
the other 200.000. as it was in auother book
which had been mislaid; did not know who
actnallygotthemoneyforth.it check for

200,000. That money was paid out by the
Oregon aud Transcontinental company
actiug as the financial agent for the Wis-

consin railroad company.
He did not know whether the Oregon

and Transcontinental company, as finan-
cial agent, ever acquired tho station pro
perty in uuicago. .Mr. icttit quoteu irom
the witness' letter, in which he reported
that the cumpuuy had arranged for the
purchase of the station property, ana ask-
ed him on what behaved that statement on.
The witness said he obtained tho informa-
tion from Mr. Hoyt, president of the Ore-
gon Transcontinental company, who un-
doubtedly satisfied him ut the time that
such arrangement had beu made.

Mr. Edes said that $21,090. 47S 'At was
paid for the Chicago and Great Western
railway company. Of that sum a check
for 2,515,45b on the Farmers' Loau aud
Trust company was given to Coiby. Ab-
bott aud Hoyt. A check for S275.000 was
also given to the same person, which latter
check included $100,000 on account of tho
purchase of the Dridgeport aud South
Chicaco Railwuy company. Besides that

100,000 two notes for $373,000 each were
given on account of the Bridgeport aud
South Chicago Railway company. All the
notes mentioned were paid in cash when
due, checks therefor being given to the
Chicago and Great Western company.
The two notes for ?575.000 were paid
with interest by check to D. S Wegg, for
$1,174,910. The Oregon and Transconti-
nental company did not pay anything for
the Chicago and Great Western company,
other than tho 2,940,494 already men-
tioned. He could not fiud any other pay-

ments on the books aud he did not believe
anythiug more was paid.

Charles T. Barney, formerly a Northern
Pacific director, testified that he consid-
ered the lease of the Wisconsin Central a
favorable oue. Ho had objected to the
Dayment of a commission of 2 per cent
and live shares of stock on each $1,000
boud. Sir. Oaken wa3 strongly 111 favor
of the Northern Pacific going to
Chicago and his imuressiou was
that Sir. Villard was also, and the
concensus ot opinion of ail his railroad
friends was in favor of it. The proposed
lease appeared to be the best means of get-

ting there. He had no interest in tho
Rocky Fork and Cook City road prior to
January 1, 1690.

Mr. Pe tit wanted to know why the
Northern Pacific had bought coal from the
Rocky Fork company when it had au
ample supply on its own lauds?

Sir. Barney was not sure, but thought
this was done because the Rocky Fork
prices were cheaper than they could iniue
it on their own laud.

Colonel SlcNaught here interjected the
statement that it had siuce transpired that
the Northern Pacinc road bad no rtgnt to
the land it sold to the Rocky Fork Coal
company, and that it was just that much
ahead today iu tho money received from
the coal company.

Cross-examin- by Colonel SicNaught,
Sir. Barney told of his connection with the
Northern Pacific and expressed his entire
satisfaction in the Villard management
aud Recsivar Oakes, whose energy aud fit-

ness had done much to serve the b-- st

interests of the road. He had bought the
stock of the Rocky Fork roftd without hav
ing any idea that the road was to be bought
in by the Northern Pacific

"I want to put myself right." said Sir.
Barney, with some warmth. "Idou'tmvan
to have any imputations cast on me. .The
facts are just these: Sometime in 1800 Sir.
Villard came to my office in Philndelphla
nud told me that the stock of the Rocky
Fork company wai for sule at forty
and that he thought it a good inveitmeut,
I telegraphed to a friend of mine in Boa-to- n

asking him tu join me in the purchase
of the stock, which be did, taking 400 or
500 shares, I don't remember jmt how
many."

Col. SicNaught having concluded his
u of Sir. Barney, the

latter was again taken iu hami by Sir.
Pettit, who read u letter written by tne
Rocky Fork Coal company agreeiug to
supply the Northern Pacific road with
from 500 to 750 tons of cotl. Is was shown
that tbe coal company did not lire up to
its agreement, owing to its being unable
to mine that many tons a day.

The hearing then adjourned until to-

morrow.

TALMAGE'S TABERNACLE.

Tha Magnificent Edifice Burned Snmday
Just at Closo of Morninr Service.

Brooextn. N. Y., May 14. Just after
service ut noon Sunday, and while Dr. Tal
mage was shakiug hands with members of
his congregation, fire burst out between
the pipes of the organ aud within ten min-

utes the big tabernacle was doomed to
total destruction. Adjoining the church
was the Hotel Regent, eight stories high,
with a frontage of ninety feet on Clinton
svenne and extending back 200 feet to
Waverly avenue. The fire spread from the
tabernacle to this hotel nnd then to the
dwelling houses on Greene and Waverly
avenues, opposite the tabernacle.

The winu carried the blazing cindtri in
such quantities in a southeasterly direc-
tion that dwelling houses on Washington
avenue, two squares away, aud also the
Summerfield Sfethodint church, were set
ou fire by them, bnt the greatest loss ou
any of these structures did not exceed
?15,000. The total loss, however, reaches
over $1,000,000.

The trusteesof tho Tabernacle met to-

night aud decided to rebuild the church,
but not on the same site. The inaurnace
receipts and the inouey realized from
the sale of present site would enable them
to piy off all their debts.

Then, according to the plan, they would
raise $200,000 and within a year would be-

gin to rebuild. About 70.000. it was
thought, would be sufficient to pay for a
site and a .less expensive building would
be erected.

Auother meeting of the trustees of the
Brooklyn Tabernacle was held this even-iu- g

at tho residence of Dr. Talmugc A
committee was appointed to adjust the in
burauce, and another to select u place of
worship for the congregation, pendlnc the
erection of a new cburch. The further
statement was made that after a complete
settlement there would still remain $30,-00- 0

to the credit of the tabern.-tcl- fund.
No definite action was taken concerning the
rebuilding of tbe tabernacle. Dr. Tulmago
did not tender his resignation and it is un-
derstood he will remain pattor of tho tab-
ernacle congregation, at leatt until the
question of rebuilding the church has been
definitely settled.
