HIS TAIL. RUNS INTO THE SKY.

Rev. Myron Keed, tho sensational
Denver divine "who lost bis pulpitfor
preaching Pop politics instead of relig-

ion, declared the other day that Christ
was an anarchist. Ths wild words of
a minister, bent more on saying start-
ling things than of fulfilling his mission
by inoculating the doctrines of peace
that were ever taught by the meek
Master, will liardly affect the fact that
Christ was anything but an anarchist.
"While His kingdom was not of this
world yet when confronted with a
proposition involving human govern-

ment, its rights and prerogatives,he dis-

tinctly proclaimedr "Bender unto Cajsar
the things that arc Cxesar's, and unto
God tho things that are God's." Myron
Reed and all his ilk will be knocked ont
by their own bombs. The mLsies of
destruction which he and they are
promiscuously hurling into the ranks of
a distressed and distracted people will
rebound and explode beneath their own
feet. It is blasphemy, bold and hor-
rible blasphemy, in the face of His char-
acter and all of His teachings and inno-fensiv- o

life to liken Christ to Ben-Mos- t,

who openly urges the assassin's
knife.

In gaining a proper view of imme-
diate surroundings and a right under-
standing of tho real relations of things
so much depends upon the perspective,
especially those of the back ground and
the horizon. Vision and consequent
judgment 'are bo easily distorted by
almost imperceptible line3 of tho per-
spective. "We own an oil painting
whose figures and foreground, whose
distant horizon and calm blue sky
flecked with floatanir clouds, seem the
perfection of artistic conception and
touch. It is of a high bred "pointer'
at the moment he "sets"' hi3 bird which
he is intently eyeing. His tail is long,
tapering, rigid, and erecr, not too long
as measured by the body of dog or by
the near foreground, but when viewed
in connection with the distant o

of horizon and sky it penetrates
the clouds that arc at least seven miles
high and pierces the ambient blue far in
the direction of Uranus and tho fixed
stars. Tiio artist, in some way, had
made a fatal stroke with his brush in
the perspective, and the lack of conso-
nance in the real relations of the thing
force3 tiio beholder to laugh wheie oth-
erwise he would only have admired.

How differently, how sharp the con- -
rtrast between the views of tho present
unhappy troubles is the one given to tho
American people by Archbishop Ireland,
tho patriot, and Myron Reed, tho
mountebank. Ono with a broad faith
and comprehensive conservatism grasps
botli the present and future in which he
grounds the anchor of loyally, liberty,
Christianity and love for a humanity
that is undergoing the trials of an

ordeal, while the other
simply blasphemes and spews out an
insanity while urging the methods of
Most, Spie? and the Assassin Santo.

Mahomet drew Islam's sword and
treachery and degradation has over fol-

lowed its bloody wake. Christ taught
only love and peace and at the last mo-

ment when facing the fatal hour com-
manded his foremost apostlo and de-

fender to put up his sword.

WHO IS THE TRAITOSP

Just now there is crimination and re-

crimination on tho question of loyalty
to the government, The word "traitor"
has como into great play, has been
Haunted about, and waved and jerked
through tho air with great gusto.

Who are the traitors in this country?
The man who defies the government is,
to bo sure. But the man wiio with a
torch or a dagger goes out Lent upon
murder and destruction is not the dan
ger in this couutry. The foiceof the
law and the government can ride him
down. But the force of the law and the
government can not ride down the man
who does not vote.

Tho mild-eye- pleasant gentleman
who hasn't time !o vote or who doesn't
cure to mix up in politics is the enemy
this government has to fear. He can
not be coerced into voting bv law. But
his own intelligence should drive him to
the primaries and to the polls on elec-
tion day.

There is no business man. no artisan,
no member of tho profession who can
be loyal to the government which gives
him protection and not vote.

Tho people of this land have been
given the privilege of individual voice
in all public matters. No other nation
has it so completely as the United States.
It is tho greatest privilege a man can
have. As a privilege it has been abused,
but not so much abused as ignored. To
ignore it is a ciime. To fail to vote is
treason against your government. JSo
business is so urgent that it can rightly
preclude this duty of voting.

The idler and the ignorant always
vote. Tiio business man is too often too
busy to leave his store, ne ignores his
franchise and the day may come when
he will have no store in which to be
busy and no franchise to ignore. He
wi!l then kick himself. But it will do
him no good.

The busy man also has the excuse that
the vote is manipulated and declares he
is unwilling to be dupd. Tst is a
weak excuse. If the business man mid
the busy man believes that there is cor-
ruption in politico he must know
that it has its origin inside the
bcoth at the primaries or at the elec-
tion. It is his duty if he believes
that, to become a judge or a clerk in the
booth m his ward, drop his business fora
day and nip the corrupt manipulation
in the bud. ll is not a difficult matter
to become a judge or a clerk.

There is no earthly reason why a man
should not vote, not alooe at the elec-
tion but at the primary. No man in this
country has a right to feel above the
ballot. He has no right to lot bosfneas
or personal matters interfere with the
exercise of that right. This wealth
that he has, the employment he has, the
home that ho has is dependent upon it.
If he ignores it he will sooner or later
lose his wealth, his employment and his
home.

THE LIFE GUARDS.
1'rom Chamber's Journal.

After the Peninsula, the Life Guards
proceeded to the Netherlands, and there
took part in the crowning victory of
"Waterloo. The charge of the House-
hold Cavalry with whom were the
First Dragoon Guards is an event oi
history and will be remembered as long
as history lasts.

Then ensued a long interval of sev-
enty years, occupied with the peaceful
duties of state ceremonials, ana tho
only changes which took place were
those of dress and equipment. In 1S17
steel helmets supersededtho brass ones,
which in 1S12 had replaced the cocked
hats, and in 1S21, at the coronation of
George IV., these in their, turn gave
way to bearskin caps, similar to those
of the Grenadiers, with a white plume
on the left side passing over the crown.
For this function, also, steel cuirasses
were again issued, and have never since
been discarded. The present carbines
were adopted at the same time as the
helmets, and the long muskets, with
bayonets and large horse pistols, were
deposited in the Tower.
. And now we arrive at the last act
up to date in the history of the Life
Guards. In 153:J the, in conjunction
with the rest of the household troops,
were ordered to Egypt, and croakers
were found who prophesied that the
long interval of peace would have
spoiled tho eilicacy of the Guards, and
foretold the failure of the "drawing
room soldiers." Jlow entirely wrong
these prophets of evil were the results
soon showed: aud not only by the fa-

mous midnight charge atlvassassin, but
by their whole record throughout tha
campaign, tho Guards proved that they
were, as they had ever been, "first rate
fighting men," and that, whenever
called upon, they might be relied on to
do their duty as valiant men and true.

RULES OF TBE KOAD AT SEA.
From tho New Tortc Tribune.

With only few exceptions, the regu-
lar steamship lines pursue well-define- d

paths, both in coming and going across
the Atlantic.and this not only averts tho
danger of collision, but is an element
of safety in case of disaster, as a ship,
if in the "lane," is reasonably sure of
being sighted, if not by one of her
sister ships, by one of some other line.
The closely calculated sailing direc-
tions under which captains guide their
crafts across the water provide for
reaching specified meridians of longi-
tude while on certain parallels of lati-
tude, the meridian 50 degrees west be-
ing mostly used as a basis for reckon-
ing. Coming westward the Cunarders
will cross that lino in latitude 43 north,
or less than that vfigurc; the Whito
Star line divides the year into two
parts, and from February to August
runs even with the Cunard steamers;
from August to February, however, its
vessels keep further north, and the
limit for crossing the meridian is 45 de
grees 50 minutes north. The American
line gets one egree nearer the equator,
and strikes 50 degrees west on the fort3r-secon- d

parallel, while the North Gar-ma- n

Lloyd captains sail under
orders, crossing tho merid-

ian of 50, however, about eighty miles
south of the Virgin Rocks, or a little
to the north of the forty-fourt- h paral-
lel. Going eastward, however, tho fig-
ures change slightly, and the Cunard
line readies the mark of 50 degrees
west one degree south of its westward
crossing point, while the White Star
line drops its division of the year and
sticks to a course still nearer the equa-
tor than its rival, making
the fortj--nrs- t parallel the objective
point of junction with tho meridiaa
throughout the year.

One great danger of the transatlan-
tic voyage is in passing the Newfound-
land and Georges fishing banks. Little
two-maste-d cockleshells swarm over
the places where the fish are knoxrn to
congregate, and, blow high or blow-low-,

poke their noses up into the wind
and let it keep on blowing, while the
guiding spirits of the frail craft are out
in their dories chasing a school of cod
or haddock. When fog settles down on
the water and a damp, gray blanket of
mist shuts out from view everything
but the tumbling wave that happens to
be right under the boat, there they
stay until they are either loaded with
fish or short of provisions, when they
"up killick" and away for home. At
night it is the same as in fog, and
while it sometimes happens that the
schooner itself is smashed to splinters
or cut in two and sunk, it is more often
the case that a boat a short distance
from her is cut down and two or more
men added to the long and

list of "missing from the fishing
fleet."

The new rules of the rood revive the
old article of the law of 155, whieh
provides that open boats and fishing
vessels of less than twenty tons shall
i,ave a lantern with two glasses, one
showing a red and the other a green
nght. which shall be shown on the
orooer &i& of tb boat when at- -

proached by another vessel, and an-

other section provides that roaming
boats, whether under sail or oars, shall
carry a lantern showing a white light,
which mts; be exhibited as a warning
to approaching craft. With these rule
ttricUv enforced and of international

effect, it is hoped that many of the
perils of the sea will "be overcome, for
while the big steamer may come safely
to port and land her passengers all
right, it is not pleasant to think, that
in a rush for a record human lives have
been sacrificed that might have been
saved if strict attention had been given
by all jconcerned to the rules of the
road,

CURaCQA cordiaL.
From the New York WoriU.

Oft the northern coast of Venezuela
lies a little island named Curacoa, or
Curacao, about forty miles long and ten
wide at its widest part, which has cut
quite a figure in history. It was settled
by the Spaniards as earlv as 1527, and
107 years after it was seized by the
Dutch, then at the heightof theii mari-
time glory. In 179S and again ;n 1S06

it fell into the hands of England, hut
was finally ceded hack to Holland in
1SI4.

Since then its only claim to fame or
talisman for the attraction of com-
mercial attention has been the dreamy,
luscious, truly tropical liquor, or
cordial, which bears its name.
The thrifty Dutch planters, after
exporting for many years sugar, cot-
ton, indigo, tobacco and salt, which is
now the main export of the island, dis-

covered that from a species of email,
bitter orange, tho citrus, aurantium
curassuviensis, which grew in wild
abundance and to which no
heed was paid, a peculiarly pleasant
drink was rudely distilled hy the negro
slaves in their hours ofMeisure.

Of course, the Dutch planters, with
superior methods of distilling, im-
proved on the rude invention, and in
process of time only the peel of tbe bit-t- er

orange came to he used, net tho
fruit itself. This peel was cut off in
rings or pendant spirals, and then
dried, after which it became an article
of commerce, tent principaUy to Hol-
land, for it was onlj- - for a few years
that the liquor was made on tho spot
in any large quantity.

To-da- y curacoa is made in Haly,
France, Germany, Spain, England ?.nd
America besides, but still tho Dutch
brand is considered by connoisseur as
far superior. Of this there are several
varieties, but le ruban-ver- t, or green-ribbo- n,

curacoa is accounted the test.
This again is sub-divid- into two
kinds, the red and the white, and of
these there are four "grades, the doux,
or sweet, the demi-dou- the seQ, or
dry. and the triple sec.

The oranges whose peel is preferred
are now mostly grown in the soutb, of
Europe, and a yellow kind as well as a
green is much in vogue- - These oravges
are peeled nowadays in quarters as well
as in spiral strings, or ribbons, but ono
of the principal manufacturers of thia
cordial in this city imports chiefly tho
green-ribbo- n kind, but because therti is
much less waste to it, the peel being
twice sis thin, and therefore half as
leathery
