Sunday the West Side ball park of the
National Xiengue. ilurinn the progress of a

g.tme was licked up by the
Demon, an'l yesterday the big ball park at
Philadelphia went up ill fltuies.

These disistors with the discouraging
attendance recently, makes the national
game totter.

The fire at Philadelphia yesterday
Btarted in the toilet room in the main
pavilion while the Philadelphia and Balti-
more clubs were practicing. The firemen
could not save much of the hit: buildings
and they were speedily licked up. The
loss is about 100.000.

The fire at Chicago. Sunday, was much
more seiious. A pauic followed the dis-
covery of lire and two men were seriously
iujnred and eight men liailly hurt.

The Chicago and Cincinnati baseball
clubs were battling with fnch other and a
corn! of not less than 10,000 crowded into
the grounds to witness the :aine. Every
uvttilrtMe beat in the giand stand and
bleacUers was occupied anil a large crowd
of men ami boys cuutented themselves at
not fiudiug seats, in talcing up their pos-
itions on the field. The game had advanced
to the sevrnih inning with the Cuicauos
leading tne Red Stockings by seven runs,
when it fire cry was heard from the bleach-
ers, aud a thiii veil of sraoko w s seen
creeping through the cracks of the grand
btuiil. The cry of fire was taken up on
all side and in a very short ttmea terribld
pauic ensued.

Tne four exits lending from the grand
Bland were j mmed with anxious men
and bovs aud nJ.-- a sprinkling of women.
Tin exits vere not large euougu to per-
mit the throng to j:0 through aud hun-
dreds of men sought places of safety by
jumping over the barbed wire fence and
Into the ball ground. The four lows of
barbed wire which encircle the stand
proved very disastrous to the people who
attempted to make their way through
them to the groun Is. A j mi of men aud
boys crowded to the barbed wire fences
but. they were not able to get through,
owing to the closeness of the wires, the
firt reaching the fence scaled it success-
fully, but those that followed in their
anxiety to cet to safe quarters tried to
crawl thiough and in nearly every

becunie wedged between the wirrs
and their clothing was torn in shreds and
Lands and legs were lacerated by the sharp
barbs.

CHICAGO, Aug. C The space of the
drouth in the corn belt was agaiu in evi-

dence today and the speculative cereals
were all strong under the lead of corn,
that grain makiug a sensational advance.
It was at one time 2 cents per bushel
higher, for September, and 2 cents
higher for miy than it clostd on Saturday,
aud it left off with a net gain of 3; and
and 21 cents respectively.

t Wheat closed cent up comparad with
i Saturday's fhml quotations. Oats gained

1 cent per bushel and provisions advanced
sligh'ly also for near deliveries, aud 50

ctuts per barrel for January pork.
Wheat was rather quiet aud innctive at

times, with the range for the day 1 cent.
The feeling develope 1, about the whole,
firmer, aud value raue.l firm. The sur-
rounding influences were mainly ot a
bearish nature, aud the strength today
Came from corn. Outside market showed
considerable strength.

Receipis in the northwest were moderate,
but a larger movement is expected, owing
to tho prtmium of September wheat ia
this sectiou. September, c. higher at
54c, sold to 55j. declined to 53JsC., and
Closed at aC.Corn was uervous and unsettled, fluctu-
ations covering 2)7?3c. rauge. The
feeliug developed was ayiiin strouger and
still higher prices were secured. The
strength was due to the weather, there
Leing no rain in the corn belt. The couu-tr- y

w.is agaiu prominent on tho buying
side, the southwest in particular, while
the selling was principally by local profes-
sionals.

Raom traders who usually operate in
wi.eat uere. giviug their attention to corn
aud rattier freely. "Shorts" were in-

clined to cover, some on tne theory that
the various state reports which are ex-

pected daily, will he decidedly "bullish"
and might ciu.se a st impede to prices. The
market opened JX1 cent higher than the
liual ligunsof b.i urday aud sold up
cent more, eased off cent, rallied 2J2X,
declined Q.l cent, l tiled steady uud closed
at 53 clu.s for fceptember.

Up to the present time, however, ho
has probably exulted in thinking that
his uncertain services must be had to
print tho photograph.

But again the old chap has been
given the go-b- says the New York
Advertiser, and ho is not now a neces-
sity at any stage of tho game. He may
sulk and hide his face or pop it out
from behind the clouds momentarily
as much as he pleases, but with pho-
tographers ' he no longer "cuts any
ice.:'

Refore pictures have been taken in
tho daytime by the aid of electric light
and at night by flash light, but to get
a proof printed one had to wait until
the next afternoon anhow and some-
times longer, all according to Old Sol's
humor.
