Otherwise r Men Can-
not Secure "Good StuiL"

Hotr the Secrets of Ercrutive Sessions o'
the Senate Reach the PnJjllc The Alc- -

Kinley KIU "Given Away" by
a CougTessiaan.

Special Washinston Letter.
It is the object of the executive de-

partments to keep a great many nat-
ters secret from the people; and the
same idea of secrecy concerning- execu-

tive business is entertained by the sen-
ate.

i)urinj the administration of Presi-
dent Hayes, one of his annual messages
to congress was purloined from the
government printing-offic- and printed
in a !New York newspaper on the morn-
ing before the message was sent to
congress. It caused a great deal of
comment and excitement in this city,
but the leaky employe of the govern-
ment printing- office was never discov
ered. It was stated at the time that
the newspaper which published the
message paid $.3,000 for the copy.

A little over a year ago the Russian
extradition treatj', which was then be-
ing considered in the senate, was
stolen and given to the public through
the medium of a Chicago newspaper,
and from those columns it was copied
into every paper in the country. The
secretary of the senate and all of his
employes w ere thoroughly investigated j

at the. time, but no evidence could be
obtained to reflect in the slightest de-
gree upon any one of thc-- e employes.

Nearly three years ago, practically
correct reports of the proceedings of
the senate in executive session were
printed in the newspapers of the coun-
try; and the most particular sticklers
for the maintainance of Eecrecy in ex-
ecutive sessions instituted an investi-
gation. But no discovery was ever
made, which would implicate any indi-
vidual connected with the senate.
2Cov ertheless, suspicion was aroused
against the executive clerk of the sen-
ate, Air. James R. Young, by one of tho
senators who personally disliked that
official. Althongh no evidence what-- c

cr was obtained which would in the
slightest degree inculpate Mr. Young,
the pressure brought to btar by tho
senator referred to and by his friends
was so great that Mr. Young- resigned.
The proceedings of the senate in exec-
utive session were published from time
to time just as accurately as they had
been before this enforced and unmer-rite- d

attack upon tho honorable and
popular executive clerk.

A great deal of excitement was oc-

casioned in 1S72 when the New York
Tribune printed, in advance of its rati
fication, the important ashin-to- '

treaty with Great Britain. Hon. Ham-
ilton Fish was secretary of state at
that time and caused his department to
be thoroughly investigated to ascer-
tain if possible whether the leakago
occurred under his own official roof.
At the same time the senate ordered an
investigation and summoned as wit-
nesses the Washington correspondents
of the Tribune. These gentlemen flat-
ly refused to give an3 information con-
cerning the manner or method by
means of which they had obtained tho
treaty. And after having been in tho
custody of the scrgeant-at-arm- s for
inearly two weeks the newspaper men
were finally discharged by a vote of
the senate. All of the newspapers of
tho country at that time indulged in
unstinted raillery of the senate for its
inability to keep state secrets, or to
discover the methods whereby such
secrets were given to the public.

In the United States senate there
is, always has been, and prob-

ably always w ill be, at least one sena-
tor who disagrees with the custom and
belief of the majority of the members
of that body, and who will see to it
that the actual news upon all impor-
tant subjects shall be given to tho pub-
lic at the proper time. The giving out

f
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of news by senators is a matter of
strict confidence bctw een the statesman
and the newspaper representatives
whom they know thoroughly, and in
whom they have absolute confidence.
Unde- - such circumstances the senator
"who gives the information is perfectly
safe in the hands of his friend, for
no newspaper man has ever re-

vealed the source of his informa-
tion here, nor will any corre-
spondent ever divulge the name
of his informant upon any important
matter. In the first place a new spaper
man inust be long in service, personally
well acquainted with the senator, and
known to all of his friends a an hon-
orable and reliable man, or no member
of the senate will repose in him such
confidence. In the second place no
newspaper man can succeed in his. busi-
ness and continue In ashington who
divulges the name of his informant.
Every newspaper man realizes the fact
that after he loses the confidence of
one public man in any grreat matter ht
will lose the confidence of all panic
men. Without personal relations of
the most cordial character and upon
terms of social and intellectual equal-
ity with public men, no newspaper
man in the national capital can reach
the top round of the ladder in his pro-
fession.

will state that this young man, giving-hi- s

If he had
had sense enough to protect the sena-
tor, by refusing to give his name, he
might some day have gotten into my
confidence."'

Two weeks later the young man waa
recalled by the paper which he repre-
sented, and has never since been in
Washington city as a newspaper corre-
spondent. This true story illustrates
somewhat forcibly the situation on
Eomo subjects.

Kinlcy bill in 1S90, every newspaper
man in nasnmgion enueavoreu 1.0 se-

cure a copy of the first proof sheets of
the proposed bill, but the members of
the committee were tinder a pledge of
secrecy that no information concerning
tho bill should be given out until it
tvas reported to the house. Tho day
was finally cet for the chairman of the
committee on ways and means, Maj.
alcKinley, to deliver the report to tho
house and make a speech on the sub
ject of the tariff. On the afternoon
proceeding, one of the members of that
important committee met a newspaper
man who was his particular friend, in
one of the corridors of the capitol, and
said: "After supper I intend
to go to my room and take a smoke and
also a nap for about an hour. I always
leave my overcoat on the rack in the
"hall by tho front door. By tho way, if
you are in my neighborhood
drop in and see my wife. I have no
doubt she will be glad to entertain you
for a little while: and yon have not
called upon us for some time."

The correspondent, knowing the din- - '

ner hour of the distinguished repre--
tentative, called at his house between
seven and eight o'clock, was received

For and many a year now the
members of Italian colonies in and
around New York have counted as a
sort of little Mecca the place on Staten

There are all
sorts of evidence that business, which
is no respecter of relics or anything
else, is crowding the old shrine. But
stiU the garden gate is closed against
the stranger, still you have to get from
the brewery office key to-g- a look
in at tho workshop of Garibaldi and
Meucci, a shadowy little room on the
top floor of the house, with windows
facing the bay.

There are still the tools with which
those two clever men tinkered at vari
ous devices there are fragments of
their handiworir, bits of lumbering ap-

paratus by which Meucci. a man of
most fertile was working out his
discovery of telephone, of which,
ho used solemnly to in his life-
time, he was original inventor.

And just across the way in the brew-
ery yards stands the ruins of the old
plant that the two Italians used in

The "presi-
dent's house," as the new mansion will
be christened, will be erected on the
northwest corner of Lexington avenue
and Fifty-nint- h street, directlv oppo
site the famed midway, and will cost
540,000, exclusive of furnishing- - and
equipment. The building will be three
stories high, and will be constructed of
gray brick and stone. The style will
be gothic, to conform to the general
plan in accordance with which theother
university buildings have been con-
structed.

-room, and a inagniflcent hallway
are all so arranged as to be thrown open
into a spacious whole for reception
and social purposes, which in the uni-
versity are monopolizing a large por
tion of the president's time. The most
interesting feature of the now mansion
is the president's library, a large com--,
partment constructed on a level sev-

eral

feet below the main floor, thus
affording abundant shelf-roo- for tho '

president's private library. To the
north and adjoining the library room is
the study room, from which there is an
outdoor exit. Dr. Harper's present
home at No. 5627 Washington avenue la
utterly inadequate to accommodate tho '

sential to tho prosecution of original '

research in Biblical subjects, for which
Dr. Harper has become famous and to
which he has so persistently and un-

reservedly devoted his life and talent.
The new home will fill u long-fe-lt want,
and will add an attractive ornament to
the four squares of buildings and cam-
pus which are Included between Lex-
ington and Ellis avenues on the east
and west, and Fifty-sevent- h and Fifty-nint- h

streets on the nirth and south.
Tho "president's house" will be built
at the expense of tho university nnd
will, like the national white house, be-

come the onlcial mansion of whomso-
ever may occupy the president's chair.
