RUnjS TALKS OUT

OELEF OP POLICE DOES NOT BE-

LIEVE JACQUES 13 DEAD.

The Missing: Man He Says TYas Slid
and Tory Friendly to Country

Bslles-IT- e Toole Alleged Teach-
ers to Booms to Give Them.

Pointers for Their Ex-

aminations Caught
Ilim in Several

Shady Traus-tion- s.

There is a strange story connected with
the supposed suicide of Wilher A. Jacques,
school teacher of Wichita. Kan., who. it is
believed, threw himself into the Missouri
Jiver. at this city, last Sunday, with his
body weighted with stones.

Frank Jacques, brother of the missing
man, arrived in tha city yesterday and
confirmed all that was exclusively told in
yesterday's Journal concerning the case.
He had no doubt that his brother was dead
and at the bottom of the river.

A deacon in his cbr.rch at Wichita,
superintendent of the Sunday school and
candidate tor superintendent of schools,
Wilber A. Jacques was a prond though
poor man. From his childhood he had
beeu a devoted church man, and when
political enemies started a storv that he
was morally unfit for public position it
preyed deeply on his mind.

It was this, his brother says, and his
failure to secure a school "to tsacn, on ac-
count of the rumor, that drove Jacques to
end his life.

Wilbar A. Jacques was nt one time, a
newspaper writer and many of his poems
have been given publication throughout
Kansas. Accompanying the letter which
he wrote just before his probable suicide,
on Sunday, in a labor employment ollic,
was a poem which Jacques dedicated "To
foes us well ns friends." It is brief ami
tells how man is often misguided, con-
cluding with this stauzt:

Our judgment may bo wrong
Of each one'sgood or ill;

If we can say no good
Silence 1b golden still.

And many a publican.
When God has judged awhile,

Will be "an Israelite
In whom there Is no guile. ''

In his letter Jacques tells with pathos the
story ot his persecution and moralizes on
the deed he is about to commit to forever
elude his enemies.

"I was about to get tho White Water '

school," he wrote, "when those vicious re-
ports were brought by some one from Fur-le- y.

That ended it. The. conclusion to me
was that I'd get no school this year.
Last week I met a man from Kansas City,
who, after some talk, offered me $50 a
mouth with a promiso of more in the
future. I came here on the Suu
day excursion to meet him and
settle matters. I intended to get
home and plan it all over with you, but
Saturday forenoon I grew sick and re-
mained four miles north of Furley until
about 4 o'clock Whon I came
here I was so hopeful; wo would at last
snap our fiugers at our enemies. Butthev
are ahead again, or rather I am disappoint- -

ed. for when I met the man here, I found !

he was a swindler. 1 could not engage in
a doubtful calling. ,

"Again disappointment has come O,
my uoor head! and I have spent hard
earned mouey for nothing. What are we
to do? I only hope my defamors may
never have such experiences.

"IjOss of fortune I have endured mote
than once, and havegouo to work gather-
ing up what I could, and it seemed not
much to do. But, O, ray wife! how am I
to brighten a turuished name? How loug
endure this? Aud you and the children
must suffer, too. It is the bitterness of
death to endure I

"I must stop or these bystauders will
see my passion. For the tears will come
aud the choking sensations. What can I
do?

"I have been to the river the old Big
Muddy, with its eddies and whirls aud
swift curreuts, scurrying and dauciiiL: be-

fore my weary eyes but it was restful to
me. It seemed so like humanity, for some-
times it llowsou swiftly audstraiuht, then
is diverted and turns this way and that,
struugllug to no purpose, till tho river
gathers it up again aud I think, howliko
my own life.

"But the river whispers to me as it has
to many auother, 'Come! Give up what
you cannot remedy and rest.' I'm so sick
and tired aud troubled. I thinlc if I were
gone my family would no longer be the
target of wiiispeiing tongues, but be

sympathized with and assisted.
Aud then those whispering tongues wouid
never again put a soul iu torment as mine
has beeu. Yes, let it end. I'll
joiu the innumerable caravan gone ou
ahead."

Then the writer hints of drowning him-
self with stones tied to his body. "To-
night," ho writes, "you can say to Mrs.
B , I'm iu eternity, carrying ono rock
ou my body for her, and to R one for
him, and . Well, it is euough to say
that I'm determined my poor body bhall
test till destroyed, nor over be exposed to
the eyes of a coiu world." Kansas City
Journal.

Chief Cone, when he heard of the above
article last niulit, smiled. "That man
Jacuues," said he, "is a slick one. I would
not be afraid to wager all 1 have got that
he hasn't drowned himself, and more than
that, hu never thought of such a thiug."

I followed them nndsaw them
going into a house in South Ltwrenca. I
enquired about them and found they had
taken a room. Iu fast I found out every-
thing. He told the proprietor of the hos-
telry that the woman wa bi-- j wife. I was
doubtful about it aud in about two hours
I sent Officer Satton to the place but they
hud jnsi left there. JohnReede patrols
the neighborhood where Jacques lived,
aud I to:d him to inquire Uextday wheth-
er Mrs. Jacques wasdowu town that night.
John misunderstood me aud he wout to
Mrs. Jacques directly for the information
with the rt-u- lt thet he told her the whole
thing. Mr- -. Jacques came directly down
to police headquarters aud me
about it. 1 had to teli her
all 1 know. She doubted it, and thinkiug
1 v!, mistaken she drew from her pocket

then lo'.d me that her husband came down
town the prev.ous day to attend the Pop
convention, and that he didn't return home
till next morning, and thut he said to her
that he weut down to Derby to repair an
old organ, that it was rusty and badly worn
aud he had to work all night with it so as
to be able to get back iu the morning.
Jacques afterwards came to me and want-
ed me to tell his wife that I was uot qoite
sure that he was the man I saw with the
wouiau. I told him I would not do it.
Jacques then explained to me that he was
one of the couuty examiner', of teachers,
that the young womu was a country
school ma'am, and that he took hr to
the room iu the house in qnes'.io
to give her some instructions ou ttie ques-
tions that nould be asked of her.

UTOPIA IN THE BAY STATE.
Many AdTanta;o Knjovert bv Member of

a Brookllne Cooperative Company.
A number of people living in Brook-lin- e,

Mass., are enjoj'ing many of those
ideal advantages that every house-
holder dreams of and, according to tho
New York Evening Post, without any
of the vicious results that certain stu-
dents of social questions warn us are
inherent in cooperative communities.
These people live in houses perfectly
wanned and lighted by outside powers-Th- e

same or similar powers take care
of their sidewalks winter and summer,
wash and sweep the front steps and
look after the lawns and flower beds.
All this is done at a moderate cost.
Each houso has in the rear a grass plot
of its own and in the center of tho
square formed by tho four rows of
houses there is a park with trees and
walks and tennis courts. In this park
,is placed a pretty casino, where tho
members of the community can dance,
bowl or play billiards, except on those
occasions when some member engages
it for a special entertainment. For
such events as a dinner, a dance or a
reception, the entire building with its
conservatories may be rented for SP.

This includes the attendance of a
man from S to 12 o'clock in the even-
ing. Decorations of plants and flowers
are to be had at a moderate additional
cost. The caterer's charge for table
service, crockery, etc., for 100 persons
is 87.50. Small and early parties begin-
ning at S o'clock and with the last
guest gone at 10:30 have the ute of tho
hall for S2.50. Of this plan of coopera-
tion a man who has been a householder
twenty-fiv- e years says: "This commu-
nity of interest in no way trenches up-
on privacy, nnd it is as easy to preserve
seclusion and independence as in a city
block, where neighbors are practically
strangers. I find myself for the first
time, although In the largest house I
have been privileged to occupy, entirely
without the cares of a household."
