hai, dated Aug. 2L General Tio
the Feng Tieii divisiou of the

Chinese forces, telegraphs as follows:
"The Chinese on Faiday attacked the

Japanese forces at Pine Yang, driving
them back with a heavy loss, a distance of
eleven miles to Chung Ho. The Chinese
made a second attack on Saturday and
drove the Japanese from Chung Ho, which
is now in Chinese hand-- . The Japanese
again lost heavily in Saturday's lighting.
Another great battle is expected today."

Admiral Freemantle. the British com
mander, has e&tablisbel tue headquarters
of his fleet provisionally at Che Foo, where
the British, Russian and Italian ministers
now are.

The Chinese fleet is enjoying full posses-
sion of the Gulf of Pe Chi Lie.

The Japanese aie large
numbers of troops at Fusan. Xothiog is
known regarding their destination.

The Chinese torce which occupied
Y"ashan evacuated that place and has
marched eastward in the direction of SpouL
The force, which Is under General Yeh,
has been Tiugmented by the adhesion of
numbers of sympathizing Coreans. The
Chiuesa forces are converging on Ping
Yaug. The telegraph line at the latter
point remains in the possession of the
Chinese. Nine thousand Japanese troops
have left Seoul and murched in the direc-
tion of Ping Yang.

Two German fathers of the Catholic
mif-sio- at Si Xing Cou, in the southern
pnrt of the province of Snan Tung, have
been captured by banditti and held for
ransom. A government posse sent in pur-
suit of the robbers bus been uuublo to
capture them.

HEPOKTS JAPS NOT TO BLAME.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 2L The Japanese

legation here received intelligence stating
that it has been reported iu Tokio on re-

liable authority that the finding of the
British naval court of inquiry, which was
held at Shanghai to investigate the fact of
the sinking of the British steamer Kow
Hmig, when acting as a transport for
Chinese troops at Corea, by the Japanese
steamer !NauIwa aud, is favorable to
Japan. It is alo reported that the British
admiral has officially stated to his govern-
ment that he considers the sinking or the
Kow Shiug under the circumstances as
equivalent to the sinkiug of a Clunass
vessel, and that he has consequently

the British government to make no
claim.

YE SUNG SOO IS OFF.
WASHINGTON, Aug. 2L Minister Ye

secretary, Jaring Whan, left the city to-u- ny

for a visit to his native country, going
ria San Francisco.

The usual amount of
leave of abserce allowed the minister to
the United States is six months. Whether
Mr. Soo will avail aimself of the limit de-
pends upon circumstances.

TO LAND EZETA TODAY.

Refuges is to Get Off the Bennington at
Last.

San Francisco, Aug. 21. The gunboat
Bennington, with General Ezeta and the
Dther San Salvadorian refugees on board,
is still kept at sea beyond the three-mil- e

limit. It is now postiely known that the
warrants for the arrest of the refugee
have beeu in the city since last week, and
that the papers are now In the hnndsof the
local attorneys who are representing the
government of Sm Silvador. Today
i hese attorneys were in consultation with
United States Marshal Buldwiu, but so far
no action seems to have been taken to
brum the Beuuiuton mto port. Mr.
Mitchell, who the San Salv.uionan gov-
ernment's leading counsel in the case,
h ated, this evening, that no action would
In taken until tomorrow morning. It is
generally that the refugees will
be lauded tomorrow.

NEBRASKA RAILROADS TOTTER.

Wholesale Dicherge of Employes Will
ba Necessary.

Omaiia, Neb., Aug. 21. Nebraska ra'ti-ron-

are being reduced iu forces. This
is partly due to the drouth though it has
been goiug on on some lines for some time.
A Burlington official today, in speaking
about the wholesale discharge of em-
ployes now going on, said: I believe it
wouid be a conservative estimate to say
that 1 200 men on the Burlington system
have been discharged siuca June 1. Dur-
ing July the greatest number of employes
were dismissed fiom the service, through
no fault of their ovn, but because busi-
ness would not warrant their further con-
tinuance. Wherever possible forces are
being reduced, section crews being cut
down, train nnd euginemen are giveu
feet vice letters, shop and round house men
are being laid off and clerks in the various
cilices are being required to work addi-
tional time,

"In fact, wherever possible, salaries are
1 emg saved and forces reduced. It is im-
possible jut where to say this wholesale
decapitation will end."

"WANTED THEaTY THOUSAND.

St. Louis Has a Big Sensation, in High
Life.

St. Louis, Aug. 21. A warrant issued
Late this afternoon for the arrest of Philip
Itohan, a wealthy boilermaker here, and
his son, on tin charges of attempted" ab-

duction and highway robbery, is likely to
develoce a sens itiou. James Campbell, a
broker, who secured the issuance of the
warrant, alleges Rohtn met him last Fri-
day, demanded $30,CW0 aud then at the
point of a revolver, forced Campbell to
enter a carriage m which was Rohan's
son. The carriage was driven to
Itohau'a rooms. Campbell alleges that
Rohan then ordered Campbell to go up to
the room. Campbell refused, and then
said he woulu go up if Rohan would hand
over tlie revolver to his toil. Rohan did
so and Campbell leaped out of the car-
riage, the dcor ;ud ran to his
office. Several stories are afloat as to the
cause of Rohan's alleged action. One is
that the boilermaker, who hypothecated
$30,00J worth of bonds with Campbell
through a friend to secure a loan, took
this method of securing their seturu
after ether means had failed. Another
aud more probable story is that Robin
secured the" contract for placing 30,000
worth of boilers iu tae power house ot the
3Iunic!pal Electric Ligiit comp tny. It is
said that Campbell, who became interested
m the company, fouud some fault with the
work, declaring tha boilers defective and
refusted to pay over the money to Rohan.
Immediately after securing the warruut,
Campbell left for New York, accompanied
by his wife.

EIGHT ABE DROWNED.

Yacht is Capsized in a Big: Storm
at Sea.

St. John, N. B., Aug. 21. Today's yacht
race for the corporation cup resulted in
putting mourning iuto at least eight
families. The live yachts started out with
a good stiff breeze. Nothing of im-

portance happened until the yachts h.td
rounded the last buoy aud were homeward
bound, when all were becalmed. To the
westward plain judications of a storm
could be seen.

Iu a short time the storm came up, rain
and a high wind, followed in n few min-
utes by a hail storm. The yachts had
their sails all set when tiie stoun
struck them. Iu a short time the
yachts were all out of sight,
with the btorm raging furiously. The
Maple Leaf was some little distance off
from the others and was the first to receive
the benefit of the squall. The crew made
an effort to tack but before they could ac-

complish this work, the top mast was
carried away. The Primrose was well in
shore when it struck and she lasted but a
few minutes. She was thrown on her
beam's end and in an instant she plunged
bow first to the bottom.

As the storm subsided the people on the
tug boat Lillie discovered the yacht was
missing and immediately got up steam to
seaich for the missing yacht. After going
about a quarter of a mile four men in cloo
proximity were found swimming about in
the still heavy running sea.

I did not believe that
with his fauluudid record for temperance
and his almost leligious hatred of the
whisky business he could ever be induced
to euter a campaign, the expenses of which
arepaid with asltish fund raised bv levy-
ing a tribute on whisky joints. lottery
gamblers, prostitutes and other violators
of law aud common decency.

Kansas Iurder is About to be Finally
Cleared Up.

SEDAN, Kan.. Aug. til. After a lapse of
four years, the cowardly murderers of
John S. Frazer, a prominent cattle dealer
of this county, have baou captured. They
are all prominent farmers or business men
liviuc iu this vicinity aud tho news of
the ir arrest has caused a sensation. Their
name are: Theodore F. Cos, Mark McBee,
William Llcklister, John R. aud Elmer
Cox.

Theodore is a blacksmith of Howard,
Kau.; .McBee a druggist iu the same town;
John Cox, a brother of Theodore, u hard-
ware merchant at Molino, Kau.; Elmer,
another brother, is n promineut citizen of
Clinton, while Licklister hits been work-
ing iu u straw board factory at Muncia
lud.

Tho crime with which the men are
charged was one of the most d

crimes ever committed in Kansas. In 1S30
W.H.Gibsou nud John S. Frazer were part-
ners m an extensive cattle business in
Chautauqua. They imported 1,400 head of
TexH-steer- s, to which neighboring raisers
objected feariug they would spread Texas
fever. Gibson aud Frazer refused to re-
move the cuttle, however, nud in conse-
quence were threatened with death. They
paid no heed to tbe threats, but in May, of
that yer. Gibson was fouuu dead iu a
hotel at Moline, Kan.

Iu Juue Frazer was misled and after a
long search his body, covered with knife
cuts, was found iu a neighboring stream.
Gibson's death was thought to have been
caused by heart disease, but the finding of
Krazer's body led to the murder theory.
Siuce then search has quietly been made
for the muiderers, cnlminatiug today iu
what the authorities believe to be the ar-ro-
