picture play by the kinotogrcph method
of Multiplying views. He seemed quite
staggered at the thought, but finally
sat down and figured out that it would
cost about four hundred thousand dol-

lars to get a play ready by that method,
but he would not venture to estimate
the cost of presentation. He said that
the method would have to bo greatly
simplified for such a purpose. At tho
tame time he seemed to think that his
own method of giving a picture play,
though the only one now practicable,
was but indicative of what may be
done when phonographs and light
transmitters are brought into a work-
ing partnership. The tableaux of
"Miss Jerry," are shown in black and
white, but Mr. Black thinks that
eventuclly such views may be thrown
upon the screen in natural colors.
Present methods of coloring are not
sufficiently naturalistic to be desirably
used.

Mr. Black has explained his plan for
a picture play to a number of man-nger- s,

actors, artists and authors, and
these one and. all have assured him that
it i3 a complete novelty, and have
prophesied its success. A private rep-

resentation will be given in New York
Borne time In September, to which a
number of distinguished people among
authors, artists, and the dramatic pro-

fession will be invited.
The author of "Miss Jerry" was born,

I believe, in New York, of Scottish
parentage. He began reporting for tho
