LAST GEEAT ALAEM.

Dr, Hoffman Left Him in. Apparantly
tlie Best of Heallli and in Twenty-Minute- s

He Was a Corpse-He- art

Di3c;tse Was the
Cause His Family Re-

puted to be One of
tlie Best in Ike

Last night '"Little Jack" answered the
last great alarm.

He dropped dead at the Wichita hospital
without warning.

For about n week he has been on the
sick list and was excused from duty in the
fire department. He was not very sick,
but for all that his friends advised him to
go to the Wichita hospital, more for care
than for treatment. He was not sick
enough to go to bed.

Last night when Dr. Hoffman wen t to
the hospital to see his patients he met
"Jack" who wanted to come uptown with
hun to spend the night with his comrades.
The doctor ndvisea him not to do so as
there was a threatening storm, and his ad-
vice was taken. Scarcely had the doctor
arrived at the offi ce when a telephone mes-
sage was sent to him announcing the death
of "Little Jack." He was never so aston-ihhe- d

in his life as the deceased was well
and heartv a few minutes bsfore.

Cmef Walden was notified and he went
at once to giye directions as to the dispo-
sition of the remains. Thete will be no
coroner's inquest held as the death was
the tesult ot ueart disease.

Jobu Caldwell was the name of the de-

ceased, but everybody knew him as "Little
Jack." He has been with the fire depart-
ment ever since it was organized and was
one of the btst first class firemen iu the
department. Chief Walden mourns his
loss very much aud was struck speechless
almost at the tidings of bis sudden death.
He i the first mn that has died iu the dc
partment since its organization except the
young man who was killed on duty live
years ago. He was a splendid little fellow
and was very popular among all who
know him. His parents live at Engle-ivoo- d,

111., and he is said to belong to one
of the best families in that state. He was
fascinated with fire department work aud
could not be kept at home. Colonel
Jocelyn and others knew his people very
well. Arrangements for the funeral will
not be made till his father is heard from
and it is very likely the remains will bs
taken home for burial.

HIS BODY CRUSHED

EATAL FALL OP A MAK PROM A

SAKTA PE PfiEIGHT TEAUT,

A. C. Colbert, Without Warning is
Hurled. From a Bapiclly Moving

Train Between Wichita aud
Sedgwick He is Taken to

the Latter Place in a Dy-

ing Condition His
Home at Kansas

City, Missouri,

Details.

Late last night A. C. Colbert of Kansas
City was fatally injured between Wichita
and Sedgwick by falling from a freight
train while going under a full bead of
steam. Nobody knows exactly why he
fell.

A young man named Cook who was on
the train saw the man fall and from his
statement last night a Teporter for the
Eagle learned the following details in
substance:

Colbert was in a box carand was seen to
fall out. He thinks he was thrown out
by the swift motion of the car while the
train was passing over a sharp curve. Ho
rolled over two or three times and showed
no life. The tram was stopped and the
young man was picked up in

condition. He was barely able
to tell his name and where his borne was.
He was terribly bruised about the breast
and the indication was that he could not
live an hour. It was suggested that he
be brought to Wichita, but the only hope
for hituseemed to be the immediate atten-
tion of a physician aud he was taken
to Sedgwick for that purpose. Mr. Cook
said that the man could not possibly live
as he was terribly crashed about the heart
and lungs and was evidently bleeding pro-
fusely internally.

ITALY'S POPULAR WAR SONG.
Originating In m Danes Hall, It Comes V

Stand for National Protection.
The popular "Daghela Avanti un

Passo" is a striking illustration of the
fortuitous manner in which some airs
acquire a national renown. In 1553
Milan was a hotbed of Italian conspir-
acy and intrigue against the Austrian,
rule in Lombardy, say Laura A. Smith
in Lippincott's. At tho teatro della
Cannobiana a ballot dancer was re-

ceived by the spectators with mingled
applause and hisses. This gavo rise io
disorder; "the police interfered and
took the part of the majority, who'
were adverse to the dansense. At once
tlie popular sympathies were enlisted
in her favor, and her cause was hence-
forth identified with patriotic aspira-
tions. Further disturbances followed,
and the run of the ballet was stopped;
but the tune to which the ballet girl
danced her passo a solo passed into the
streets of ililan and was heard every-
where. The words, partly Italian,
partlj Milanese, were a hybrid melange
of love and war, with tho refrain:
"Daghela avanti un passo." meaning
"Move a step forward." And this was
received by tho public as an exhorta-
tion to patriotic action, while by the
.Austrians both tune and word were
deemed an insoleut challenge and were
not forgotten a few months later when
war was declared between Austria and
the kingdom of Piedmont. "Daghela
avanti' was then played in derision by
the Austrian miHtary bands as they
advanced into Piedmont, but Austria
was soon obliged to evacuate this dis-

trict, and her retreating armies heard
the same strains Enng by the advanc
ing soldiers of Italy. Province after j

province was annexea to .ricamoni,
and with eech snccessiTe annexation
the popularity of this strange son
Increased nutil it was heard all over
Italj.

""" Transparent Srlclcs.
A new departure has been made in

France in the employment of glass
bricks for building purposes. The
bricks are hollow, being blown like
bottles, and are given tlie shape that is
most readily laid, cubic, hexagonal or
otherwise, in the particular style of
building for which they arc intended.
They are made secure by tho use of a
bituminous cement, with a base of
asphalt. A singular feature of these
bricks is that they do away with the
necessity of windows. They are good
insulators of humidity and noise, giv-
ing proteotion against both cold and
heat, and by tho modification of their
form and color they can be made to
harmonise readily with the decocra-tion- s

of any building. They are used
Jargely in meat markets in preference
to marble, and they are found specially
adapted for bath halls, hothouses,
hospitals, refrigerating establishments,
and, in fact, all buildings in which the
pbsence of windows would be an ad
vantage.
