LOVING TRIBUTES.

Few public men have enjoyed the con-

fidence and love of their neighbors as
the late Governor Kirkwood of Iowa.
Ee was known and trusted, not only for
his sterling, homely virtues, bet for his
tender sympathies and disinterested
charities. Said A. N. Greer, an old
neighbor and friend: "He was one of
best and most ioveablo of men. A
peculiarly touching phase of his
character was his love for little children.
"While he had no children of his own he
was as a father or grandfather of scores
of them. Circus day he would gather a
dozen or more little fellows about him
and say: 'Come, let's go to the show.'
His enjoyment was in the enjoyment of
his little friends.1'

Prof. A. X. Currier, dean of the col-

legiate department of the Iowa state
university, said: "He was an energetic,
honest man. possessed of a great store of
common sense. I remember him when
he first came to the university in 1SG7.

He would come into the regents' room
right from his work. His whip would
be in his hand and his pants in his boots.
He seemed right in his element when
attired as a son of toil, and it was in that
garb that he made many of his political
speeches and won votes by hundreds.
Men vt ho heard him were moved by his
apparent equality with them, and then
convinced by the plain, unvarnished
truths he told them. His eloquence was
not bombast, but straightforward state-

ments of facts in language forceful as
an orator's, but easily understood as a
child's.1'

Larabee reports a con-

versation, in which Governor Kirkwood
told him of his first meeting with Lin-

coln. " 'I wanted,' said Kirkwood, 'to
find out what sort of a man we had
elected president, so I called on him at
Springfield. I discussed the gloomy
situation with him and came away im-

pressed with the fact that I had seen
the greatest man whom I had ever met
in my life.' I consider that Governor
Kirkwood was a truly great man far
above the ordinary. He could get a
little nearer the common people than
any other man."

irrigation. Ha Is the guest of Mr. Tom
Best and sister, to whose efforts the suc-
cess of the convention was largely due, aud
the writer can vouch for the true English
cordiality and the excellence of the cull
nery department of. the Best homestead.
There were displayed at the convention
hall, sample3 of irrigated products; there
were Dtaches rivaling those of California,
potatoes equal to the finest productions of
Utah and Colorado, onions fifteen inches
in circumference, und other fruits and
vegetables of like phenominal size. The
preliminary organization ot a farmer's in-

stitute was effected, the purpose of which
will be to provide those who conduct ex-
periments in irrigation with the best liter-
ature on the subject and to keep accurate
records of experiments conducted through-
out the county.

The cypsum plaster factory is running
on full time and is producing the finest
and highest priced grade of fliiishinc plas-
ter raauufacturea in the United States.
They are filling orders from Chicairo. St.
Louis, Baltimore, Cincinnati, New York
City and other eastern points. The sugar
mill, contrary to reports of recent date, is
running day and night and is having by
far the most successful season in its his-
tory. The daily output of sugar is 12,000 to
lG.COO pouuds. The tests exceed that of
the susttr plantation of the south, and the
quality the finest ever produced. The
average price paid for cane is about $2.00
per ton which allows a net profit of about
$10 acre, besides twenty to 'thirty bushels
ot seed wljich has an equal value. The
supply is sufficeut to run the plant on full
time till November 1st, aud should no ac-

cidents occur, the management are confi-
dent of making a handsome profit on the
season's run despite the fact that the gov-
ernment bouuty has been cut off. Barber
county has an excellent fruit crop. Over
1000 bushels of pesches have been shipped
from Medicine Lodfie, and Sharon, a sta-
tion ten miles east, has made the heaviest
shipment of peaches or any one point in the
state.

FOREIGN GOSSIP.

Mr. n. Weld-Blunde- ll has just re-

turned from a complete round, of tho
oases of the Libyan desert, including
that of Siwah, where are the ruins of
the temple of Jupiter Ammon, which
Alexander the Great visited.

with 3,000 down to 100. The grand total
reaches 521,000 shells.

FOR PROLONGING HUMAN LIFE.
Fiomihe BiIdgeportStaudariL

All that a man hath, will ho give for bis life.
This thought has found expression in

rarlous phrases through all time. The
wisdom of this age has added much
life. These bodies are cared for par-
ticularly in externals as neTver before.
Hygiene and sanitary measures are
constantly being improved and per-
fected. We have, however, much to
learn and apply before life in the body
will yield all that it has in store for us.
Tiiere are chemical laws relating to
the living organism of which we aro
ignorant. There are chemical needs
which the body has at different periods
of lifo for its integrity with which we
are not wholly familiar, and in tho
causes which precede and accompany
decay we yet stand in the shadow of a
great ignorance. Here is the ground
npon which science is to gather her
forces and do battle for truth and life.

The subject of life preservation is a
large one and enn be viewed from
chemical, pln'sical and mental stand-
points; but it is only the purpose at
this time to inquire into one item from
the chemical side namely, water.
Does water in its natural conditions
and ordinary purity contain substances
which are deleterious, and their ac-

cumulation in the system impair tissue
and function?

Is there a form of water that can be
used that is free from such injurious
substances and the uso of which will
assist in removing substances already
accumulated?

To both of these queries some
thoughtful men in these days are giving
an affirmative answer.

An analysis of water shows, besida
the organic impurities which it may
contain, a more or less constant con-
stituency of inorganic substances.
These are dissolved out of the earth by
the action of the water and, being held
in solution, aro taken into the system,
with the water used. The chief of
these inorganic constituents is lime,
and it is believed that this substance
accumulates in the system and assists
in bringing about those changes char-
acteristic of advanced .life. That this
accumulation of lime with other sub-

stances obtained from the food and de-

posited in the various tisanes takes the
place of normal tissue and gives rigid-
ity to the system. Muscles loue elas-
ticity, ligaments and tendons becoma
thickened, nerve tissues lose sensibil-
ity, and the walls of blood vessels be-

come thickened, their lumen lessened
and nutrition impaired.

The eye, by changes in its es&ential
tissues and by lessened sensibility, ha9
its function impaired, and the ear suf-
fers in like manner. In early life the
earthy substances are necessary for the J

building up and the solidifying- of the
skeleton, but, this accomplished, their
accumulation in the system works de-

struction. We have been accustomed
to think of these changes as the result
of old age, but we are beginning to ask
if these changes are not the cause of
old age rather than the consequence
and are looking for some method for
their prevention.

Dr. De Lacy Evans, of London, has
published a book oa "How to Prolong
Life-- In it he gives elaborate tables.
showing the constituency of ordinary j

foods and suggesting a variety of foods
which may be eaten with safety, and
also those to be avoided. Dr. ErBn
believes that the free use of distilled
water would be followed by relief from
some of the diseased conditions which
have hitherto proved intractable to!

attention of all phvsiciaas and scien
tists who desire to place medicine upon
a true scientific basis. The use 01 uis-tiU-

water has already been tested ia
the treatment of rheumatism and dis

eases of the kidneys with satisfactory-- 1

results." From experience already
its use seems destinedto play an

important part in the therapeutical
measures of the future.

From its solvent properties it is be-

lieved that it will remove the earthy
deposits in the system, and in any case
will prevent their accumulation. So
great are the solvent properties of dis
tiUed water that it wiU dissolve small
quantities of substance of a glass or
earthenware vessel in which it is con-
densed. It should be drank freely
when the stomach is empty, on rising
in the morning and before going to
bed. The time may come when the
drinking of undistiBed water wiU be
considered, a filthy habit. I think that
a knowledge of the chemistry of the
bodj at the different periods of life,
and the food necessary at such periods,
and the chemical treatment of disease,
will constitute the next step in th
progress of medicine.

According to Dr. Evans old age, as
we observe it, is the result of the dis-

position within the organism of sub-
stances from food and drink supplied,
and maybe changed and life be greatly
lengthened and perfected. If man is
the fruit of this planet, not to be suc-
ceeded by a higher organism or species,
we may expect the perfecting of this
organism and bow in harmony with
nature's methods, that the intelligence
evolved should discover means and
methods by which life might be

of the multitude, and can observe un-
disturbed the different phases of the
seafaring life and cogitate upon the in-

evitable decline that has taken place
during the past quarter of a century in
our shipping traffic.

One dreary, drizzling day partly to
escape the inclement weather and
partly to gratify my curiosity I took
refuge in a ship chandler's store near
one of these wharves. It was a curious
old place. At the windows were sus-
pended from the low studded ceiling
bulbous shaped lanterns that reminded
one of the pictures of Aladdin's famous
lamp in the old treasured book ip the
Arabian nights idea.
t Models of ships, barques, brigs and
schooners decorate the waUs of the lit-
tle counting room; these forms serving
as pathetic little monuments to the
memories si the original vessels, which
have nearly all long since been either
lost at sea or have met even a worse
fate in being made into coal barges
and mud scrows.

This store was opened in 1849 by its
present owner. That magic year, when
so many found fortunes in the far
west gave a decided impetts to the
shipbuilding and ship chandlers busi-
ness. Strictlj- - speaking, ship chand
lery furnishes what the ship requires
to wear, such as duck for sails, paints
and oils, rigging, blocks, hooks, tin-
ware, glassware, crockeryware, etc
One thing on the list of supplies with
an extremely unpleasant association
was handcuffs.

Ship "stores consist of everything
eatable for the sailors, and what a
change in their diet has taken place in
the tlast forty years. Then canned
fruits and meats were almost unknown;
ice was a great luxury; salted meat and
pork were the staple articles of food.

In these days a brisk trade was done
by the coasting vessels from Maine;
laden with haj. lumber or stone, they
would arrive in this port, carrying a
cargo of molasses, sugar, coffee, tea
and other provisions to supply the
needs of their country villages. Now
that traffic is entirely done by the rail-
roads and steamers, diminishing not a
little the profits of the ship chandler's
business.

It is almost in the scene of memory
of the 3ounger generation that the
birth of the fruit trade in our southern
states took place. The long, tedious
voyages to the Mediterranean sea will
soon be a thing of the past; or else, if
that commerce be not abolished, it will
be carried on by the fast freight steam-el'- s,

whose rates arc low and whose
calculation of time is almost exact.

There is a vast dtfference in the reg-
ulations or laws with which the
freight steamers and ships have to con
form. No better illustration could be
given of this than the following fact:

Not many weeks since a gtcamcr fly-

ing the English flag arrived at this
port with a cargo of twelve hundred
tons, in three days time she had dis-

charged her freight and was undr full
steam down the bay with a return car-
go of sixty-fou- r hundred tons! "

If, instead, ships had been sent here
with the same cargo, four ships, with
from twety to twenty-fiv- e men in
each, would have been required, prob-
ably twenty days spent in unloading
and reloading the freight, and the trip
across the ocean occuping thirty days,
while the fast freighter would make
the passage ia seven days.

Had sailing vessels arrived with this
immense freight more delay in unload-woul- d

have been caused; for the steam-
ers with their huge boilers demanding
tons of coal a day, command im-

mediate attention, and get it,
while a ship is practically under
no expense after arriving in
port The building of vessels at the
present time is almost wholly confined
to those rigged schooner , with
three or four masts. Steam is utilized
for the handling of the sails, and only
one-thir- d of the former number of
sailors arc now required to man a ves-

sel.
There is something- - almost tragic,

and at least pathetic, in the knowledge
that these noble ships, costing over a
hundred thousand dollars, are dis-
mantled of their splendid masts and
rigging, shorn of their iozsaer splendor
and beanty, and while stiU in their
prime sold for the sum of eighteen or
twenty thousand dollars to be used a
coal barcev And so with the old ship
chandlers stores once famous rendez-
vous they will soon be only a memory.
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the general improvement of their children.

for its offspring, yet this feeling
of compassion quick' gave way to the
object of the adventure, the value of
the prize and the exciting joy of the
capture.

The fidelity of the male andemale
whale to each other exceeds that of
most animals. Anderson, in his "His-
tory of Greenland," mentions that some
fishermen, having struck one or two
whales, a male and female that were in
company together, the wounded crea
ture made a long and terrible resist-
ance. VTith a single blow of it tail it
iput a boat containing three men. by

which they all went to the bottom.
When another boat came up the other
whale still remained by its companion
and lent it every assistance, till at last
the wounded victim sank under the
number and severity of its wounds,
whilo its faithful partner, unable to
survive itf losu, stretched herself upon
the body of her mate and calmly shared
its fate.

To the Greenlanders, as well as to
the natives of southern climates, the
whalelsan animal of vast importance;
and these people devote much of their
time to fishing fo it. When they net
out on their whale-catchin- g expedi-
tion they dress themselves fn their
besfc apparel, imagining that, if they
are not cleanly and ncatlr clothed. th;
whale, which detests a dirty, slovenly
garb, would ccrtainlv avoid thm.
In this manner about fifty person,
men and women, set out together in
one of their large boats. The women
take with them their nrcdJcs. thread
and other implements, to mend their
husbands clothes, in case they should
be torn, and to repair the boat If it
should happen to receive any damage.
"When the men discover a whale they
strike at it with their harpoons, to
which are fastened tnbes two or three
fathoms long, made of sealskin inflated
with air.

The huge animal, by means of thla
kind of bag, is in some degree com-pelc- d

to keep near the surface of the
water. When he is fatigued and rivia,
the men attack him with their spears
till he i killed. Then they put oa
their spring jacket, made all of one
piece, of a dressed sealskin, with their
boots, glove and cap, which are laced
so tightly to each other that no water
can penetrate them. Thus attired thy
plunge into the sea and begin to slice
off the fat ail arooad the animal's
"body, even from thovr parts that are
under water, for. their jacket being
full of air. the men do not &ink. and

His strug-
gles to free himMjlf are tremendous, but
all in vain; struggling as a fish out of
water, he is hopelessly in th power of
his liliputian foes.
