OLI7EE WENDELL HOLMES PASSES

f --PEACEFULLY AWAY.

Great Poet, Novelist, Essayist and
Ham rist Succumbs at an Ad
vancecl Age Quietly Falling
Asleep Last of tlic Quintette of
America's Greater Poelst

BOSTOK. Mass., Oct. S. Oliver "Wendell
Holmes, famous as n poet aud author, died
at his reiddetice on Beacon street yester-
day from n complication of diseases. With-
out the assemblance of a struggle, be
passed away as he bad lived, peacefully
and beautifully. The end came at 12; 10
I his afternoon. He was surrounded by
bis children and visibly conscious of their
presence up to within a few minutes of'ihe
last, though unable to speak. Then he
slosed bis eyes we trily and seemed to fall
sslsep, as indeed he did. the sleep of death,
at which the whole world will mourn.

Dr. Holmes returned from his home at
Beverly ten days ago and while not quite
(n his usual health, did uot regard him-
self as ill, nor was he o regarded by his
ihildreu and friends. For heveral years
be bad been a sufferer from insomnia and
the dy after bis return to Boston he bud
a particularly severe attnek of this mala-
dy. This greatly fatigued him and it is
thought hastened the eud. The family
residence was darkened and apparently
deserted today and few knew Dr. Holmes
whs in Boston. The uews of his death
was kept quiet until a late hour touiirht.

Oliver Wendell Holmes wus horu at
Cambridge, Ma-s.- . August 9, 18U9. Ho
WHsthe ton ofSnrah Weudell and Abiel
Holmes, who wa- - a graduate of Yale col-
lege in 17S3 and for forty years pxstor of
the first church in Cambridge. Through
Ills mother llr. Holmes was of Distin
guished Dutch aud English descent and I

throntch his father was descended from

English ancestors quite as worthy.
Through bis mother be was related to th
Wendells, Quincvs and Jacksons. The
Quinoys were among the first settlers of
Boston and gave a president to Harvard.

Dr. Holmes went to school at Cambridge
port for about five years and then at Phil-
lips Academy at Andover. Mass. Ha was
Bentto Andover to be prepsred for the
ministry. At this old New England town
lie made his first attempt at versification.
He translated the first book ot the Aeneid
In heroic couplets. Afterward be weut to
Harvard college where ho graduated In
18U9. During his college course he coutrib- - j
uted twenty-liv- e poems to the Collegian, a
Harvard periodical. Some of thes are & lid
lo be superior to many of bis later pro-
ductions. He was ona of the --ixteen mem-
ber eUcted to the Phi Beta Kappa societ y.
In 1830 be wrote the celebrated poem "Old
Irnni-ides- " when it whs proposed to break
up the old frigate. Constitution. This was
tvidely copied. It. saved the ship and cave
Its author a wide reputation. He studied
Irw for a yearafier leaving college at

law school under Judge Stoiy and
Mr. Aehmun.

While law Dr. Holmes pro-
duced ninny famous hnnmrotis pieces, in-

cluding "Eveninc hy a Tailor" and "The
Height of the Ridiculous." Later he
;tudied medicine under Dr. James Jack-io- n.

Iu 1838 he went abroad and continu-
ed his study of medicine, cbi' fly in Paris.
He returned to America in 1835.

His Phi Beta Kppa
of 1830, ilelivered with a clenr, riugiug
enunciation, which imparted to the
hearers bis own t of his thoughis
and expressions, dengnied a cultured au-

dience to a degree." In 1836 he alo pub-
lished Abraham Liucolu's favorite poem,
"The Last Leaf."

Dr. Holmes wns appointed professor of
auatotuy and phyMology t Dartmouth
college. He was married in 1840 to Amelia
Lee, daughter of Judye Cbailes Jcksuu.
He then retired fr-u- his professorship at
Dartmouth and srttled in Bobton to prac-

tice meiicine. He ws appointed proftssor
of uatomy andpny-iolo- y at the Harvard
Medical iu 1847. Five years later
he fielivered in severl cities a course of
lectures on "Eiiulisb Poets of the Nine-
teenth Century."

On the establishment of the Atlantic
.Mouthlv in 1S57 he became one of its con-
tributors. His first contribution whs a
series of conversational pipers, "The Aut-
ocrat of the BieakfaFt Table." Ot the pi-
pers a celebrated critic sys:

"Pcsihly his near friends had no just
idea of his versatile talent until he put
forth the m si taking serial in prose that
ever established the prestiire of a uew mig-nziu- e.

At 48 he begun a new career as if it
were grautel him to live lite over again
with the wisdom of middle age iu his fa-

vor at the start. Coming, iu a sen-- e, like
i he author's first book, The Autocrat or
the Breakfast Table,' naturally was twice
as clever as auy 'first hook' of ihe perio 1."

This was followed by a similar
"The Ptofe-so- r ht the Breakfast Table,"
and after quite an interval, 'The Poet at
the Breakfast Table."

Wealth Accumulating Occupations.
Inquiry has been made into the relative

opportuuities of accumulating wealth of-

fered by different trades and professions,
basing its figures upon tho schedules of es-

tates, which in England havo to bo record-
ed by tho heirs or executors. The class to
which tho most recently published part of
this iuqulry relates includes coal operators,
iron makers, engineers and contractors,
and taking a list of these, extending over
several years, it is found that tho averago
amount oC wealth in this class has exceed-
ed that of any other, with tho exception
of foreign and merchant bankers. Tho
amount credited to thoso in tho list reached
nn average cf about 1,200,000 each, whllo
tho bankers footed up nearly ?2, 600,000
apiece. Thi. lower amount is a very respect-
able fortune, however, and thoso who can
accumulate that amount to leave behind
them ougks to satisfy their heirs.

Ono cannot but pity tho Korean woman,

if what is said of her position bo truo.

She has no home. In childhood Eho re-

ceives Indeed a surnamo by which she Is
known In the family and by nnr friends,
but to all others sho Is "the sister" of such
a one or 4,thu daughter" of So atid-tO- .

After her marriage her name is buried.
She Is absolutely nameless. Her own par-

ents allude to her by employing tho name
of the district or ward in which sho has
married. Her parents-in-la- speak of her
by the name of the placo iu which sho
lived before marriage, rj women rarely
marry in the same village with their hus-

bands.
When a woman appears for trial befow

a magistrate, in order to save time and
trouhlo sho receives a special name tor uii
time being,

At nn early ago boys aro withdrawn
from the companionship of the femalo
members of tho household and are whipped
on tho shin bones if they dare to set foot
in tho female part of tho house.

'A Korean of good taste," says ono au-
thority, only occasionally holds conversa
tion with his wife. Though living under
tho samo roof, husband anuwue are widely
separated."

And yet nowhere is tho chastity of
woman moro highly esteemed or more jeal- -

ously guarded. Ives or maids of mar--

rlageable ago are confined to their compart- -
ments as though they wero objects of
sacred adoration.

Tho apartments of
women aro inviolable from tho intrusion
of tho law's officers, A criminal of tho
higher classes may not bo seized or sought
in his wife's chamber. By some trick ho
must bo enticed out of the nuptial sanc-
tuary beforo ho can bo legally arrested.
