HADINNHfG LAST NIGHT.

After an All Day Strangle 111 e Grand
Lodge Admits Them "by a Vote of
1 7G to 129 Appeal Taken to Sov-

ereign Grand X.oilge History o

the Trouble.

The tliirty-seven- th annual meeting of

the Gnmd Lodge of Odd IVslIrws of the
State of Kansas met at the Garfield hall iu
Ibis city sesterday morniug with Grand
Master Campbell presiding. It was prob-
ably the hottest meeting of the order ever
held in the state of Kansas. The De
Bois-sier- home matter was the bone of
contention

Prior to May 11, 1SD2. E. V. De BoiFsieie
was the owner of 3,150 aires of land in
franklin county, Kansas, fifty-fo- head
fof borces, 4:!7 head of cuttle, SOO head of
hogs, farniiug implements, household
furniture, notes accounts, bank stock and
cash on baud, all of the estimated value of
S100.0CO, together with a ljbraiy of 2,500

volumes. Mr. Boissiere was well advanced
in years, and having no near relatives de-

sired to transfer all his property, both
real aud personal, to some benevolent in
etitutiou to be used for charitable pur
poses.

After having become well advised in the
premise0, he determined to transfer all his
property to the Independent Order of Odd
Fellow, to create a home for the orphans
of deceased Odd Fellows of K:uisa. With
this purpo-- e in view and a willingness on
his part to make the transfer, the details
and conditions ouly remaining to be agreed
upon. Several methods were suggested
by the parties representing the order, but
none of them seemed to be entirely .satis
fiictora to him. It was finally agreed that
a corporation should be created, known as
The D J3ois-ier- e Odd Fellows' Orphans'
Home and industrial School association.
to carry out his purpose aud should all be
transferred to this corporation in trust for
the independent Order of Odd Fellow-.- , to
be d aa a home for the orphans of

meinhers. Jt vis runner agreed,
that five persons, to be named by the
donor, should aci as trustees iu the admin-
istration of this trust. With the details
agreed upon and the corporation formed,
Mr. Dd BoUsiere, on May 11, 1S92, trans-
ferred his entire esiate to this corporation,
iu trust for the Independent Order of
Odd Fellows, to be u-- as a home for the
orphans of deceased memhers.

Five trustees were appointed aud a per
capita lax nf ?1 50 on each member in the
btute was ordered for the maiutaiuance of
the home. Several lodges refused to nay
this p- -r capita tax aud the case went into
the civil courts, as well al-- o as to the
sovereign giand lodge, all decisions being
ULiniiisL the lodges that would uot pay.
Seveial of them were Their
representatives appeared at the grand
loJge and would uot be admitted.

"A- - to those lodges delinquent for
Orphans Home tax, some of them appear
lo hac been in arrear.s simply (mm in-
ability to meet the payment; some have
paid a portion and have oders drawn to
p iy the balance, but have withheld the
bame until they bad learned the decision
of the courts. Keaily all of these
lodges, we believe, intend to
pav the balm ce due
in the statements made by representatives.
Had not the deci-io- n of the supreme court
been so late in announcement, it is proba-
ble that the balance due uoud have lit en
paid by all that weieablc toilo-- o aud those
who not aide to pav at present wi!L do so
as soon as they can get the money.

Tne
change will add materially to Wichita as
a raihoad center or rather a centsr for rail-
roaders, for it is already the greatest rail-
road center in the state.
