BRIGADES GENERAL IPCOOKMADE

A MAJOR GENERAL

' Appointed to Succeed General How-

ard Kecently Retired One of the
Famous Figntinff ilcCooks Forty
sevea Years of an Unblemished
Military Career Hid Successor.

"WASHINGTON. Nov. 9. Brigadier Gen-

eral McCook, who become a major gen
era!, is at present commanding the de-

partment of Colorado. He ha-- been forty-seve- n

years in the militiry aud is
one of the famous family of warriors, the
"fightinz .McCook?." He Is a graduate of
West Point militnry academy, which be
entered as a cadet in 1S47. He was a cap-ta- iu

in the regular army at tbe outbreak
of the war, from which he emered as
lieutenant colonel. But in addition to
this he had at the beginning a volunteer
commission as colonel of the First Ohio
iufantry and one year later received his
Voluntt-- f r commission as a major general.

For gallant service during the war he
was hreveid a mjor in the reg-

ular army in 1SC3. thus anticipating by
twenty-nin- e pars, the good fortune which
has fallen to bim by the appointment of
todny. The rncf for tho plnce vacated by
M"jor General Howard's retirem-n- t. was
between Generals McCook and Ruger, the
latter commanding the department of Cal-
ifornia and the former was peculiarly for-
tunate in the appointment. ov?r
General Rimer, who stands at the head of
the list of brigadier generals, became he
would otherwise retire in a few imnths
with the rank of brigadier
As it i5, Geuerd Ruger's promotion
will probably only be delayed for
n short, time. Colonel Jnme Forsyth, who
will became a briiradier general, is one of
the nio-- t distinguished ravalry officers in
ihe army, and has behind bim a. notable
recoid of service in the Indian cnnpiigin.
At present he is colonel of the Seventh cav-
alry aud in command of the artillery
school at Fort Riley, Kansas. He mNo isa
traduate of Point, from which be
graduated in 1S51. and is a veteran of tbe
late war. He en ered as a liist lieutenant
and emerged a mijor m the regular army,
but in tbe voluuter-- service ho received
bis commission as a brigadier general. He
also was breveted a brigadier general in
1SC5.

FILLED WITH HONORS.

Admiral Ghera-d- l Placed on the Retired
List of the Navy.

Washington, Xov. 0. Tomorrow at
sou theto will be placed on the retired

Jsi the commandant of tbe New York
navy yard. Ad mi nil Bancroft Gherardi,
one of the few old war commanders now
in the naval service, and known iu naval
rnrlance as the "sea-goin- g admiral." He
leaves behind bim a 'career of distinction,
full of hard fighting and severe service,
and without a blemish. His total active
Bervico amounts to forty-eig- years and
five months and twenty-fiv- e years and
eight months of that service wore spent at
sea. Even during the even year- -, lie has
held the ruk of rear admiral, iu a time
when few admirals make more than one
cruise under their own pennant, he has
been at sea about four and a half years.

Admiral Gherardi was born in Louisiana
bixty-tw- o years ago and was appointed to
i he navel service from Massachusetts. June
29. l&ifl, as a midshipman. Ho became a
parsed midshipman in 183'.), a mister in
1853 and Was a lieutenant on the Lancas-
ter, attached to the Pacific squadron, when
the war bioke out. The year 1SC2 saw him
a lieutcoHiitcommander, blockading South
Atlantic ports, not withstinding hissoiuh
ern birth. From that time to tbe end of
the war he was in thetickest of the light-
ing. He was in the engagement at
FortM con, on the Mohican; command-
ed the Chocura on tho west gulf block-
ade; the Port Royal in the -- rrvice in
the battle of Mobile and finally com-
manded the IVquoton tho Nonh Atlantic
blockade at tbe close of hostilities. Ho
was commissioned s commander iu 1SGG,

and captain in 1S74, meanwhile seeing
iti conim-Mid- on the Pacific and

North A'lantic. One particularly gallant
action recorded of bim is pursuiuir iu a
imall tug and ecuriug the destruction of
a. Confederate ram which had succeeded
in running a blockade on the Mississippi.
Admiral Gherdarl became a commodore
in 1SS4 and an admiral in 1SS7. Two years
later be took, command ot the North At-
lantic station.

WILL STAND CLEAR

EOSEBEEY'S POSITION ON THE
PANESE MATTER,

Declares the Government Idea of a

Peace is Honor to Japan and. Safe-

ty to China Acting in Accord

With Russia Butter Understand-
ing With That Power.

LONDON", Nov. 9. Iu accordance with
custom, the new lord mayor of London,
Sir Joseph Reualas, gave a banquet at the
Guild hall tonight. The principal speaker
was Lord Robbery, he said:

"We are determined to maintain a strict
neutrality, hut on the other baud, we can
not forget that we huve shown a striking
aud tangible proof of friendship with
Japan by our receut treaty, while we have
showu friendship to China in attempting
to secure peaca. We acted tborughly
in accord with Russia. We would
still be glad to joiu in any pacific
means to secure a peace honorable
to japan and not disastrous to China.
The newspapers have beeu advising the
government to secure the opportunity now
offered to euter into a cordial eutente with
Russia. That advico the government has
already anticipated. Cheers. Ever since
the government's lelatious with Russia
have beeu more cordial than lever remem-
ber. The frontier difficulties in Asia,
which I hope are almost the last of a dan-
gerous question bttwecii us, are noir
nearly terminated. Tbe removal of this
cause of Auglo-Russia- distrust will be a
great step toward universal peace."

Tnere were at present three elements
eudangeriu!: tbe world's peace enormous
armament.-- , the press aud armed explora-
tions. Hediluot believe that the news-
papers iu their fierce competition suffi-
ciently weighed the effect of their intelli-
gence. It tiad beuu twice announced in
the newspapers that New Zealand desired
or intended to administer tne government
ofSamoi. The British coyerumentdid
not think it lucessary to contradict such
aiiMinl rumors though they could not fail
to prejudicially affect the powers with
which Greit Britalu was in
Samoa.

"Our foreign policy,'' he concluded, "is
distinctly cou&ervative. We covet noth-
ing aliroad aud only waut to maiutaiu tbe
status quo."

INDIAN JUDGES.

The Sioux Hve Three of Them, and They
llae Some Funny Cotes.

Sioux Indians in North Dakota havo a
court of their own, In which threo judges
dispense justice. They bold court in a
large tepco emblazoned with many colored
pictures of horses, owL and eagles. Bif?
Mane, Black Elk and tMm White Bird are
the judges. They wear store clothes, and
Judge Mano Eporfcs a watch and chain.
They are at liberty to call court for any
hour of tho day they see fit. When a ses-

sion of court is called, the Indian agent
sends out Indian policemen to notify wit-
nesses to appear in court at the appointed
time. If, when court meet, it is found
that some of tho witnesses summoned have
failed to put in an appearance, Indian po
lice are again sent out, and they never re-

turn without bringing in tbe person or
persons they were sent after. The judges
themselves examine the witucses, display-
ing considerable ingenuity in drawing
from the reluctant and bashful witness
hi or her testimony.

When tho examination has been com-
pleted, the tent is cleared, and the judges
consult until they arrive at a decision. All
offenses against common law as well a
tribal laws, sun, scalp or war dances and
the practicing of medicine men come be-

fore them for adjudication. A record ot
each case is carefully kept after tho fol-

lowing fashion: "Chasing Crano was ar-
rested by police for stealing Solomon Tel-lo-

days at hard labor."
