MAPLE SUGAR PATTIES.
They Are Possible cn to the Dwell ei

Away from Vermont ltoads.
One can give a maplo sugar party

even if Vermont roads and farmhouses
are inaccessible. A block of pure
sugar, a little butter and some cracked
ice are the necessities.

In the first place you should crack a
quantity of the sugar, but not very
much, for it increases wonderfully as

melts. The young people who are to
enjoy the treat have been, of course,
previously invited; and when you are
breaking the sugar they are sitting
around the dining table playing coun-
try games and waiting to be called

kitchen, where feast is
served.

Put the sugar in a shallow pan, in
which there is not quite enough water
to cover the bottom of the pan, add
a lump butter in the proportion a
butternut to a heaping of the bro-
ken sugar.

WHEAT DEAGS ALL DAY BUT GETS

SPRY AT THE LAST.

Cereals All Higher and Provisions
Close at the bedt Northwestern
Receipts Lighter, as Also Foreign
Exports Liverpool Closes Higher
Corn Traders Nervous.

Chicago, Dec. 12. There was a very
dull session in wheat during the greater
part of the day but it closed with con-
siderable animation. Early weakness
gave place to strength caused by better
closing cables. Compared with yester-
day's closing prices, wheat is cent,
corn cent and oats a small fraction
higher. Pork, lard and ribs were firm.

Wheat opened nerveless and dull.
There were sellers of May at ooG--
cents and few buyers at over 53Vi cnts,
although one "five" brought 59 cents.
The bearish cables were chiefly re-
sponsible for the heaviness but it
arose from the fact of the principal
shorts having covered yesterday, and
lft the open Interests confined to those
who had sold May wheat against their
holdings of cash, and those who had
bought the same. The northwestern
lecelpts were lighter than of late, but
still in excess of those of the year be-
fore. The exports of w"heat from New
York were fairly good but none of the
other Atlantic ports shipped anj thing
to speak of. Primary market receipts
were lighter than usual. The closing
of the foreign markets as reported by
Beerbohm's gave Liverpool 4 to V
pence higher, and the continental mar-
kets holdng the gain asreported of them
at the opening. The price of May
which had gradually worked for 59V4

OaD?3 cents during the first hour had
recovered again by 12 o'clock to 59s2
cents, or to within fcent of the clos-
ing value yesterday. The market be-
came strong in the last fifteen minutes
of the session. May advanced to 59i5
597s cents and that was its value at the
close. The advance in corn and
strength of closing cables were the in-

centives to the buying which closed the
market so firm.

The crowd in the corn pit was larger
than for some time back and there was
u.i apparent nervousness among tne
traders. The small receipts supplied
the motive power for an advance of ;

cent which was recorded for the day.
Only four cars of today's receipts were
of contact quality. New York reported
fix boat loads of new corn taken there
for export. The most of the day's ad-
vance in price occurred In the last
twenty minutes of the session. --way
opened at r,0 cents, sold at 49 ji and ad- -
vanced near the end to 50 cents and
closed at that.

The interest manifested in the oats
market was very meagre and trading
was light. The tone of the. market re-
mained rather firm. The range of
pi ices, however, was very light. May
opened at 32 cents, sold at 32 cents
and back to 32 cents, closing at 22 j8
cents. i
