SAYS HE HAD TO.

Van Houten Still Claims Ho Shot Nov-
ell iu Self Defense,

Cripple Creek, Colo., Dec. 20. The
shooting of Richard Newell, general
superintendent and chief engineer of
the Midland Terminal railroad, by

A. W. Van Houten, a miner, near In-
dependence last night was the result
of a difficulty over a right of way of
the road. It appears that the owners
of the Black Wonder mine could not
agree with the railroad company as
to the damage done to the property
by over it, and so arbitration
was decided upon, which gave to the
Pluck Wonder a verdict for ?I.ri0. Of
this sum it appears that the Midland
Terminal only paid $125. and so the
owners told the men who live in a
cabin standing directly on the right
of way not to let the railroad people
disturb the house under any circum-
stances. The railroad folks were bound
to go ahead, however, and so they
swerved out and around the cabin
with their line, thus making it neces-
sary for all the trains in to

ome almost to the post in question.

Mr. Newell
signalled the engineer to stop, and
jumping off his car he pulled a paper
from his pocket and walked into the
house.

was unarmed. Van Houten had no
interest in the property in dispute.
He has been taken to jail at Colorado

COAL SUIT DECIDED.

Decision Acainst Grape Creek Coal Com
paay Sev raed on Error.

Springfield. 111., Dec. 20. The United
States court of appeals has reversed on
error the decision of the United States
district court, southern district of Illi-
nois, in the case of the Farmers Loan
and Trust company of New York vs.
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the Grape Creek Coal company of Ver-
million county by which valuable coal
properties in ' Vermillion county were
sold by a master in chancery to satisfy
a judgment for $553,350, obtained
against the Grape Creek Coal company.
The lands were purchased by a com-
mittee representing the bondholders
for $200,000. Today the Grape Creek
Coal company filed a bill inthe federal
court here to have the sale declared
null and void and enjoining the com-
mittee from purchasing the property
and from converting the master's
deed to third parties.

Water Tower Now Usrd to I.l:ht Moun-
tain Villages "With Electricity.

"All over the Tyrol, Switzerland, and
the Alpine country generally, you find
to-da- y a curious conjunction of the
modern and the medieval the village
streets, the stores and the inns,'' said a
traveler a New York Sun man re-

cently. "In the smallest, the most re-

mote and the most ancient villages in
the Bavarian Alps, the Tyrol and the
Bernese Oberland you find the streets,
tho stores, the inns, and not infre-
quently the houses, supplied with elec-
tric lights. I revisited last August a
little village back the Tyrolean
mountains, near Innsbruck, which
one of the most chamctcristicaliy
medieval communities one could well
find. The people live in the of
their grandsires, and follow their cus-
toms and ways.

"This year I arrived there in the
evening', and was amazed find the
f treets as brilliantly lighted as Broad-
way, where formerly the only light
was from a swinging horn lantern hero
and there-- There were clusters of in-

candescent lights strung- across the
streets every few yards. The little inn
had a complete installation, and to had
the few little shops. I was prepared

learn that the formerly quiet viUago
had become a fashionable watering
place. But hadn't-- was as quiet
and as slow, antiquated and out of
date as ever. Later, as I wandered
about the Tyrol and Switzerland. I
found the same change everywhere.

"It very natural that should be
too, for all that region there i

The woods of
Central and South America are, per-
haps, the most remarkable as well as
the least known. In thn vit nntnnnhod
forests of this continent are manv
woods far finer than any of those now
in use. These woods range from pure
white to jet black m color, and many
of them are most beautifully marked
and veined.

Lower Flour Bids Overcome
Stronger Foreign Quotations.

Chicago, Dec 20. The wheat market
struggled to gain a little on yesterday's
prices but too many hands went up
against it and It closed i cent lower
than on the day befoie. Com, for May,
sold as high as 49ts-J9'- cents, and for
one small lot as low as 4S"S cents. It
closed at 49 cents bid. Provisions ruled
firm and made a fractional gain in
price.
