CheaperWhy Farmers Underestimate
Their Crops One Farmer After Mature
Deliberation Comes to the Conclusion
Truth is the Best About the Growing
Crops.

"This snow has revived the wheat
wonderfully," said Henry Teachout, a
prominent farmer in the western part
of the county yesterday.

Two weeks ago the farmers in this
section had begun to figure on a light
wheat crop for 1S95, but it is all changed
now. Mr. Teachout said that before the
snow wheat in many places had turned
yellow and that the snow would furn-
ish the much needed moisture. Farm-
ers are now generally expecting a large
wheat crop.

The hope is based on the well known
fact that the most trying time on the
growing plant is March and April. This
is the season when strong minds are
certain to prevail but they never in-

jure the wheat when there is sufficient
moisture to prevent the earth frcm be-in- fr

blown nwnv from thft vountT nlailt.
Mr. Teachout says that when there

is snow at this time of the year and
extending westward, that we are cer-
tain to have plenty of rain In the
spring, which insures a wheat crop in
the Arkansas valley. The farmers are
now in the habit of remarking that
there is no use in raising large crops of
wheat for the reason that it will fur
ther depress prices. A well known far-
mer in. this county said to an Eagle rep-
resentative yesterday:

"I will tell you 'why we farmers
would rather underestimate our crops
than to overestimate them. In the days
when real estate men ruled .Kansas we
used to send out great estimates of our
growing crops and wonderful yields
were predicted. Well, when we organ-
ized the granges the farmers got to-

gether and talked over this matter. We
came to the conclusion that these en-

couraging reports were used to bear
the grain markets anu we uegciu iu

ly
ing outside tnis state Deueve uiai ui
wheat crop in this section was a com-
plete failure the two last years and yet
we have had wheat in abundance to
sell and to feed to our hogs. Now you
see when we over estimated we helped
to bear the markets for our own pro-

ducts and when we under estimate them
we injure the credit of our state.

"I have been giving this subject some
thought for a year or two past and
have come to the conclusion that he
best thing to do is for all parties con-

cerned is to tell the exact truth about
our crops. The fact of the matter is
that we have never had a better pros-
pect for an abundant wheat crop, at
this time of the year. Everybody
knows that we had very little rain
since wheat was sown last fall but
there was an absence of drying winds
and wheat is now In fine shape. I
will be greatly surprised if we do not
have a great wheat crop this year.

price of wheat just as the cotion gin
reduced the price of cotton. These
things cannot be helped and I guess
in the long run it will be better for all
concerned. I would rather raise two
bushels of wheat for one dollar than to
raise one bushel for-th- e dollar if I car!
raise the two bushels just as easy. In
that case I will be just as well off and
people will have more bread to eat.

LAWYERS ARE SUED

BIOHAED POOLE GOING AFTSE THE

COUNTY ATTOBNEY AND OTHEBS.

He Brings a Damage gait Against Wlllard
Boone, I. P. Campbell and R. A. Saakey
for Five Thousand Dollars He Alleges
That They Had Him Arrested la Order
to Scare Him Into Faying Alleged Debt

Yesterday Richard Pool a prominent
farmer of this county, brought suit in
the district court against R. Fulmer.
R. A. Sankey, I. P. Campbell and Wll-
lard Boone. It is a damage suit and
$5,000 is the sum it is placed at O'Bryan
& Gordon are the attorneys for Pool
and the complaint they have drawn Is
a long and detailed one.

Mr. Pool claims that the defendants
tried to extort money from him for an
alleged debt by means of a malicious
criminal proceeding for which there
was no authority under the constitution
or laws. He avers that the county at-
torney and other defendants knew this
all the time but had him arrested by
Constable Green not with any hopes of
nnnvlnHrx, him nf thj nfffnSP hilt With I

the hope of scaring him into paying
the alleged debt rather than go to the
expense of defending it

He was arrested on Dec. 18 and on
Dec. 31 was discharged from the custo-
dy of the court without a charge be-

ing proved against him. He alleges
that he has lived a good many years
in Sedgwick county, that he has al-
ways bore a good reputation until it
was assaulted in this malicious way
by the defendants in the case. He said
that the fact of being arrested for an
alleged debt, put in the form of em-

bezzlement, had damaged his charac-
ter to the extent of the amount prayed
for. He also sues for $250- - which he
paid lawyers to defend him in this ma-
licious prosecution.

The case will be watched with inter-
est by attorneys and people generally,
as some new points of law with refer-
ence to criminal prosecutions will be
brought out

dren take so much interest and de-

light in parties as during the two or
three years previous to entering their
teens while they are yet "children,"
in the full em'ovment of play-lif- e and
its nri-iierr- es.

In Dublin the first-clas- s shops are
managed in the same way as the lead-
ing shops of London, and most of the
first-clas-s journeymen barbers here
hail from London and they are paid
what are called London wages, that is
thirtj'-fiv- e shillings a week, but a bar-
ber in order to get ithose wages must
also be a ladies' hair-dresse- r. The
cheaper shops only pay their journey-
men from thirteen to twenty shillings
a week. The first-clas-s shops charge
six pence, that is twelve cents, for
shaving and the same price for hair
cutting and shampooing. The cheaper
shops charge only two pence, or four
cents, for shaving, hair cutting or
shampooing. Some shops in Cork only
charge one penny for each. The first-cla- ss

shops here turn out a customer
just as well as the barbers in America,
if not a little better, but I would not
let the cheaper barbers shave my dog.

Some of the finest shops in Dublin
have our chairs, and
some have just an upholstered chair
with a headpiece attached. The cheap
shops most of them just use a wooden
chair and the barber waars a dirty
apron, but in the finer shop they wear
white coats and clean white aprons.
London has a great many shops, but
there are only a few really good shops.
Most of the barber shops here aro
called toilet clubs, and they are all lo-

cated on the second floor. They get
three pence for shaving. The journey-
men barbers get about thirty shillings
a week; a few get more, but they de-

pend largely on their customers for
tips The best shave I have had in
London was in a barber shop conduct-
ed by a lady. She employs five other
ladies and charges three pence for
shaving and a little extra for dressing
the hair. There are only about half a
dozen shops in London which have
modern American chairs. Natioaai
Barber.

Beets Grown from Bads.
Everv rrrower of beets has noticed

the small buds that appear near the top
of the root. These are indeed minia-
ture plants, and if cut out and planted,
just as potato eyes are, each will next
reason produce a perfect beet plant
with as large a root downward as one
grown from seed. It may seem that
there can be no practical object in
growing beets thus, for it is always
easy to grow beet seed; but it is found
that when a high grade of sugar beet
lias been secured by sowing strains oi
'the sweetest beets, there is a tendency
to retrograde in quality. Hence some
beet sugar growers in Europe arc ex-

perimenting in growing from the bud.
Having once obtained a root with high
per cent, of sugar, the quality can bo
maintained by growing stock from
buds. It is possible that this process,
it continued long, will tend to estab-
lish a growth of beet roots with many
prongs and shoots. The form of growth
would be objectionable as making the
beet le-- s compact American Culti-

vator.
