A GALLANT KNIGHT.

How Edward, Prince of Wales, Won ths
Sobrigoet of Black Frince.

In the summer of the yeur 1346 Ed-
ward ITL crossed the English ehannel
with thirty thousand men to invade
France. At Creey, not far from the
‘Seine, he was met August 26 by King
Philip with one hundred and thirty
thousand men. The English army was
formed in three lines and occupied a
smull eminence. After the soldiers
had been confessed Edward rode up
and down the ranks, bidding each man
to fight for St. George and the dragon,
and “so sweetly and with so good
leountenance and merry cheer did he
speak that all took courage on hedring
him.”

While the French were coming on in
great disorder there was a total eclipse
of the sun, accompsnied by a terrible
storm, after which the snon came out
brightly, shining directly in the faces
of the French but on the backs of the
Enplish. The first charge was made
by fifteen thousand Genoese bowmen,

ter, who had been ordered to lie flat
