Berlin, Jan. 13. The news of the

great political changes in Paris was re-

ceived in Berlin with less amazement
and disquiet than might have been ex-

pected from the peculiar relations ex-

isting between these two countries.
Emperor "William, as cabled to the

Associated Press at the time, certainly
went to the French embassy on "We-
dnesday last on foot and had a long
conference with the French embassa-
dor, M. Herbette, during which he ex-
pressed his regrets at the resignation
of Casimlr-Perie- r. But Prince Hohen-loh- e,

at the parliamentary reception
held the same evening, discussed the
political situation in France with a
large group of his guests. The chan-
cellor spoke quite freely and in allud-
ing to the chances of the various can-
didates for the presidency, declared
that the crisis was less grave and
alarming than some of those present
believed. Publicly, by leading politi-
cians here, the news from France is
treated in the same manner, the only
exception to the rule being in the case
of the Socialist party, whose members
tried to create the impression that a
great "krack" or collapse had at last
come on France.

MAKES .PICTURES OF SHIPS.
Emperor "William has been exceed-

ingly busy during the past week. A
series of court festivities has been fair-
ly begun. The great coronation festi-
val occurs tomorrow and the great
court reception is fixed for next Wed-
nesday. Then there is the birthday of
the emperor on Sunday, Jan. 27, and
preparations for its celebration are
already under way. A special program
has been arranged for a gala perform-
ance at he Royal opera house where,
among other attractions, the second
act of 'Ttienzi" just as Wagner ori-
ginally wrote it, will be given.

Since the omperor's advent in Berlin
he resides partly at the Royal castle In
his own suit of rooms, and partly in
the small chateau Bellevue in the heart
of the Thoergarten. where his two eld-
est sons, the crown prince and Eitel
Friedrich, are permanently domiciled
with their teachers.

Emperor William has sent a number
of his own drawings, representing war
Ehips of the latest construction, to the
national library of the reichstag. eachflesign being marked "W. I. R." "Wilhelm
Imperator-Re- x.

BUYS HIMSELF A NEW YACHT
The emperon has just ordered from

the Qermania ship yards a twenty-rate- r
racing yacht for the coming season. A.
number'of the yacht clubs of Berlin,
Hawburgjand Stettin have given simi-
lar orders and next summer a great
yachting meeting is to take place. Ber-
lin yachts for the first time "will make
the trip entirely by water, which will
be possible after the opening of the
Baltic canal. The emperor personally,
will offer more than one prize to be com-
peted for by the German yachtsmen.

The demand of Emperor "William that
ten or a dozen fast cruisers be added
to the German navy, will, judging from
the feeling expressed by the members of
the reichstag, be adopted without much
trouble. The Hamburg chamber of
commerce supports the scheme in its
annual report in which it declares that
such an increase is necessary in order
to strengthen German influence abroad
and facilitate the extension of the colo-
nies of Germany.

An imqerial decree has been issued,
Imposing the duty upon each lieuten-
ant in the army to undertake at least
ance every two years a long ride on
horsp Jback. The emperor will tgive
prizes to each army corps for the best
attachment.

PURELY A PERSONAL. MATTER
Considerable comment has been caus-

ed by the particular pains wheih the
emperor took to testify his friendship
for Schouvaloff on the latter leaving
his post as Russian ambassador at Ber-
lin. His majesty gave the general a
cigar case of pure gold incrusted with
diamonds and a fac-simi- le of his signa-
ture' In rubies, the emperor said: "I
give it to you as a friend, not as the
emperor."

On Wednesday last the emperor went
alone and unannounced to the Russian
embassy with the diamond decorations
of the order of the Black Eagle, which
he had bestowed upon Schouvaloff.

During the dinner which the emperor
gave to the diplomatic corps on Tues-
day last, his majesty, who was sitting
epposite Mrs. Runyon, wife of the
United States ambassador, expressed
admiration for her splendid cut dia-
monds.

"They are American cut diamonds,
your majesty," said Mrs. Runyon.

"Yes, I notice," rejoined he, smiling,
"that America Is beginning to beat us
in more ways than one."

Austrian Minister Talks flighty Smooth
But IleiVreans Business.

Washington, Jan. 19. The new Au-
strian minister, Mr. Hengelmuller,, is
a frequent visitor at he state depart-
ment, looking for information respect-
ing the prospects of repeal of the spe-
cial tax on bounty sugar. Although
the formal note in which he presented
the case of his government was couch-
ed in the most friendly terms, there is
reason to believe that he has given the
state department to understand that
if some action in the way of abatement
of the tax is not taken within a short
time, Austria will adopt a measure of
retaliation that will exceed anything
that has been done by Germany or any
other of the European powers. In-
formation has been communicated to
certain senators and members who
have undertaken to forward the repeal
bill in order to stimulate them in their
purposes.

HAWAII

House and Senate Take Notice of the Ha-

waiian Revolution Senator Lodge Calls
Attention to the Forecast of Admiral
"Walker, That the "Withdrawal of the
United States Battlcshipj Would be Un-

derstood as Encouragement by the Boy-- it

alists Mr. Boutelle's Earnestness Lead
Him Into Difficulty in the House.

Washington, Jan. 19 When Senator
Cccrell presented the conference report
of the urgency deficiency bill today he
stated that an agreement had been
reached on all the senate amendments
except two, one of which decreased the
number of income tax special agents
from ten to three, the other being Sen
ator Hill's amendment in regard to the
questions to be asked of income tax
payers. Mr. Cockrell stated that all
of the members of the conference had
been of the opinion that the adoption
of the Hill amendment would serve to
render the law far more inquisitorial
in character than it would be without
it.

Mr. Cockrell moved that the senate
adopt the disagreement, which motion
was agreed to, and then moved that the
senate recede from its disagreeing
amendments.

The Hawaiian incident prevented any
final action on the conference report
and it will come up Monday.

The startling news from Hawaii re-

ceived speedy recognition. Mr. Frye
offered a resolution bristling with in-
dignation at the attitude of the United
States government in such an emer-
gency. This precipitaed a short but
animated debate during which Mr.

Frye arraigned the executive branch
of the government. When the resolu-
tion finally went over through the ob-
jection of Mr. George (Dem. Miss.). Mr.
Frye startled the senate with the de-

claration that while providence might
forgive the senator who made such an
objection, the American people never
would. Mr. Lodge made a vigorous
speech on the same line and Senators
George and Caffery defended the ad-

ministration.
Mr. Lodge (Rep. Mass..) then gave

notice of an intention to call up the res
olution offered by Mr. Aldrich on the
9th instant, saying that such a course
was made necessary by the objection
which had been made to the present
consideration of another resolution.

COCKRELL BREAKS IN.
The resolution is as follows:
Resolved. That the senate of the Unit

ed States, having in view public inter-
ests and those of American citizens re-
siding in the Hawaiian islands, is of the
opinion that our government should be
represented In Hawaiian waters by one
or more ships of its navy.

At this point there was a break in the
discussion of the Hawaiian question
brought about by Mr. Cockrell, chair-
man of the committee on appropria-
tions by the introduction of a report on
the urgenoy deficiency bill.

Finally Mr. Chandler moved a post-
ponement of the conference report until
2 o'clock. Mr. Lodge contended that
the Hawaiian business was of far more
importance than the infliction of the in-
come tax on the country. He could not
refrain from pointing to the verifica-
tion furnished by the uprising reported
in today's papers, of the predicitons
that had been made by Admiral Wal-
ker in his report and by himself in his
remarks made in the senate, based up-
on that report. The admiral had made
the point that the withdrawal of the
American ships from Hawaiian waters
would make the impression upon the
natives mind that this government was
in sympathy with the Royalists and in
favor of the restoration of the queen.

RESULT THE SAME
In his comments Mr. Lodge had point-

ed out that so far as the result had
been affected, it would not matter

whether they were right or wrong in
reaching this conclusion It would in
either case be liable to encourage an
uprising.

Admiral Walker had also expressed
the opinion hat in case of an uprising
the present government would be able
to maintain itself and this prediction
had also ben happily verified.

Mr. Lodge referred to the portion of
the president's message bearing upon
th landng of a British cable on the Ha-
waiian islands as a covert reference
to Admiral Walker .who was his own
witness, and proceeded to comment up-

on the fact that "the intelligent dlplo- -
matte agent to whom he president
had referred, had been so prompt to
disavow the views of the admiral. He
aiso called attention to the statement
in oday's dispatches concerning the al
leged readiness or the lintisn consul
to recognize the revolutionary govern-
ment n case of its going about to hold
the palace for three hours. He did not
mean to imply that the British were
doing more than seeking by the aggres-
siveness which Great Britain shows in
all such matters, to extend the commer-
cial supremacy of that country in Ha-
waii.

AMERICAN POLICY WANTED
He criticized the administration not

only for thewlthdrawalof theAmericaln
ships but for its first fforts to susUn the
Royalists and also complained of what
he considered the efforts of the Demo-

cratic senators to prevent Immediate
consideration of the question, by tech-

nical objections and privileged reports.
In view of the facts developed in to-

day's dispatches the senate should not
longer delay in the expression of sym-

pathy with the Republican course in
Hawaii in extending it congratulations
on the strength which the existing
government had shown, and in declar-
ing for an American policy of adminis-
tration.

Mr. George said he had based his ob-

jection on the grounds that the infor-

mation furnished was insufficient to pro
ceed on in the manner indicated by the
resolutions. He characterized the Ha-
