THE DRYING OF APPLES.

Description of the FProcess by One Wh
Is Enguged la It

The click-clack of the peeler, cries of
“apples” or *‘tray.” and snatches of
song and conversation greet us as we
enter.  All around us apples are piled
in bins and sacks from which the “boy™
fills the boxes he takes to the *‘peel-
ers,” who place an apple on the fork of
the peeler, throw on to the bar the
piece holding the *“*head” that peels,
and the knife that slices and cores the
apple; while they are turning the
wheel that moves this piece along, they

first one and its core, and put the sec-
ond one in its place. The “spreaders™
now take the peeled apple, which
has been thrown on the table, trim off
the little peeling remaining, and Lhol
wormy and rotten parts (this part is
called “high chuck”) and by a dex-
trous movement spread the apple,

| which has been cut down one side, on

! & tray.

When this ‘is filled, the “boy™ |
takes it to the “‘sulphur box" where it |
is “sulphured” until white; then itis
placed in cells which are heated by
pipes connected with a furnace in the |
cellar. After it has been thoroughly
dried, the fruit is taken to a bin and
seraped with a trowel, and afterwards
sent down to the bin in the “packing

| room,” where it is moistened with
water. The *packer” now take-|
a  fifty-pound hox, lines it |
with white paper. places a

layer of “‘samples™ or large slices on
the bottom, fills up the box with fruit,
pressing it down until the scaleson |

New York, Jan. 31—Speculation on the
Stock Exchange was In good tone dur-
ing the greater part of the day owing
to the strength of Amerlcan securities
on the London stock®xchangs, the good
fareign buying in this markest and the
general feeling that the financial situa-
tion would soon be relleved by means
of an issue of government bonds. The
arrival of Assistant Secretary Curtls
and his confercnce with forelgn bank-
©1rs s to the placing of the bhonds added
buoyancy to the already healthy tone
of speculation. Prices advanced sharp-
Iy from the opening, reaching the high-
est point about 1 o'clock, at which time
gainsy had been made in Manhattan,
2% per cent; Pullman 1% per cent; Lead
and Loulsville and Nashville, 1% per
cent; Missourl Pacific, Cotton preferyed
and Denver and Rio Grande preferred
14 per cent; Chicago Gas 1% per cent:
St. Paul Southern preferred Lak® Shore
New Jersey Central and Unlon Paclfic
13 per cent; Norfolk and Western pre-
ferred, lowa Central preferred, Dela-
ware and Hudson, Hocking Valley and
Tobacco (which in the opening dealings
had lost 1 per ¢ent), Canadian Pacific,
Northwest, Rock Island Burlington and
Distilling %y per cent: (leveland, Cin-
cinnatl, Chicago and St. Louls, Susque-
hanna and Western preferred and Pitts
burg, Cincinpati, Cleveland and St
Louis % per cent, and a smaller frac-
tion in the rest of the list. The high
firures induced selling to realize profits
which resulted in a reaction in Man-
hattan, Missourl Pacifie, Lackawanna
and New Jersey Central 1 per cent;
Loulsville and Nashviile % per cent;
Chicago Gas % per cent and the general
list 1%46% per cent, outside of General
Electrie, which broke 21, to 29 per cent,
on rumors of a change of management
of the company. The reactionary ten-
dency was checked at 2:30 and a general
improvement followed led by New Jer-
sey Central and Hocking Valley which
rose 1 per cent making the net gain in
the latter 2 per cent.

Ome paper is published each trip. and
i= usualiy rum off the press when the
steamer is four dsys out and rolling in
the Roaring Forties. On the Paris the
publication is called the Paris Gazette,
while it is the New York Gazette om
the sister ship. The limited printing

apparatus on the steamers makes it |

impossible to turn out a very large
paper. The sheet is about six inches
wide and nine inches long and is a
four-page affair, printed oo manills

MAISING WATER CREsS.

How They Are Cultirated on the Atlaatls
Coast.

Travelers on the Erie road have often
aoticed at the foot of Rutherford hill
five or six diiches, seventy-five feet
long perhaps zod ten feet wide, cov-
ered with water cress. It is one of
two or thres places in this vicinity
where this plant is grown, for as a
rule the market is supplied fromsouth-
srn Pennsylvania, Maryland and Vir-
| ginia. The owner of these beds hasa
| place near Roanoke, Vi, which he
works nearly all the year. The dif-
| fleulty here is that the season is so
short—only about four mouths.
| The demand for the plant is steady
and is growing. There has been a
marked increase, looking back s dozen
| years, though prices have acclined,

’ The growing of water cress is a busi-
ness which is easily managed, bat
which nesds attention. Fure spring
water is required. and it must be
abundant, The last summner was a

| bad season owing to the drought. The
ditches are about ten inches deep, nod

| must be cleaned out each sesson; if
not they become muddy and the wesd

| tastes of it.  As soon as the frost is out
of tie ground in the spring the ac-
cumulations of the preceding vear are
thrown out and new plantsset. These
