"grounded" lines, as a return wire is
becessary.

Among- the greatest improvements
will be positive control of his line by
the subscriber while his 'phone is in
use. It will be impossible for the
operator to "break in" by mistake
while he is talking- or to interrupt be-So- re

a conversation is finished. It will
be unnecessary for the operator to ask
the old familiar question: "Did your
party answer?" Tho operator will
know without asking.

scriber's 'phone is attached to the new
gystem the little crank of the ringing
Apparatus will be removed; there will
be no further need of it, as tho act of
lifting the receiver from the hook rings
the bell t the exchange office and the
subscriber may be sure that it will con-

swers him.

As
long as either of the lamps burns she
knows the-wir- is "bus-"- ' and will not'
w'break in" or allow anyone elso to
jnade connection on that circuit. She
does not need to listen or to ask ques-

ing the little lamp to flash before the
pperator's eyes.

There will be no "ringing up" or
''ringing off." The lifting or replacing
pf tho receiver does it all. In the ap-

plication of the sj'stom to the subscrib-
ers of tho main office a now designation
jf the lines will be made in the direct-
ory. All lines connected with the "Ex-
press" system will be known as "Ma in
Express No. ." "When the new serv-
ice is extended to the branch offices,
Kvhich will be done as soon as possible,
they will be designated in tho same
wanner as, for instance, "Oakland Ex-
press No. ." The new system is not
the invention of anyone in particular,

ut was tho outgrowth of many im-

provements in switch boards. "Vis-
ible" signals were first tried with suc-
cess in San Francisco and the idea has
jeen elaborated until its present appli-
cation for the first time on alnrge scale.

LEFT BY LIGHTNING

Paints Its Own Photograph on tho
Side of a House.

An Elcetrlo Discharge Scares a Clear
Track Behind It, for the Benefit

of the Scientific World, aa
It Would Seem.

Few natural phenomena are so diffi-
cult to observe as lightning. The dis-
tant flash is now often recorded by pho-
tography, but what happens in the
immediate vicinity of a destructive dis-

charge is not generally known. If
there are witnesses they are dazzled
"and deafened, and their impressions
are often confused in the highest de-

gree. Hence, scientific men are always
glad when a discharge leaves its tracks
behind it, and it is rare that discharges
are so clearly left as in a case described
Rnd illustrated in Cosmos, Paris, No-

vember 17, whose account is translated
below:

"On this date (July 22, 1694) a serieB
of thunderstorms occurred in the west
of France, in Belgium, and even in
'Holland. About eleven o'clock at night
one of these was raging over the city of
iNiort, when a violent clap of thunder
was heard, and the lightning struck the
house 60 Avenue de Paris. The electrio
fluid first struck the chimney, then, de-

scending along the roof, it tore off and
threw to the ground a great number of
tiles. This done, it reached the water
pipe and followed it till within about
five feot of the ground. At this point
the phenomenon changed all at oncej
the electrical discharge left the pipe,
jumped across to the iron hinge of a
window-shutte- r, reached the fastening,
on which there are traces of fusion, and
then descended to the grating that pro-
tected a cellar-windo-

"To make its path incontestable it
Jleft its trace on the wall, which had
been recently painted a yellowish
white. The next day it was seen that
the track of the electricity over the
paint had turned brown, as the photo-
graph shows.

"We are, then, in the presence of a
jpositive and undeniable record. It re-

mains to explain the facts.
"M. Sieur, professor of the college of

Niort, to whose courtesy we owe this
interesting photograph, thinks that the
fluid, finding in the water pipe an in-

sufficient outlet to the ground, divided,
and that one part directed itself toward
(the hinges of the shutter in order to
jreach the ground by the cellar. This
explanation, though it seems very nat-
ural, is not in our opinion the most
probable. The gratings, tho hinges
and the fastenings of the shutter form
a mass of metal large enough to assume
by induction a high electric potential.
The difference of potential between the
"hinge and the water pipe at the mo-

ment of the lightning stroke would
have been sufficient to overcome the re-

sistance of the intervening space, pro-'duci- ng

a discharge. It is, in fact, very
remarkable that tho design of the

pa$k, as the photograph shows it,
clinngeS in character about the middle
'of the surface in masonry.

"At the right the lightning is very
much divided, and its different threads

GIGANTIC OIL GEYSER.
Flowed Fourteen and a Half JUllloa Ual- -

lona ia a Ua.
The Kirkbridge No. 1 oil well, of

which we give an illustration, is 'lo-
cated in Madison township, "Sandusky
county, O. The flow of oil commenced
November 18. The spectacle is de-

scribed as one of the most magnificent
ever witnessed in that part of the coun-
try. .First appeared a column of water
S or 10 feet in the air. This was fol-

lowed by a black stream of mud and
sand, which gradually changed to yel-
low. Then, with a deafening roar, tho
gas burst forth in an immense volume,
'hiding the derrick froia view.

As this cleared away a solid golden
column a foot in diameter shot from
the derrick floor 100 feet in the air,
there breaking into fragments and fall-
ing in a shower of yellow rain for a
quarter of a mile around. For a period
of five hours this great column of oil

shot upward. In a very few moments
the field about the well was covered
several inches deep with petroleum.
Within three or four hours the ditches
!for miles around were overflowing with
oiL Dams were constructed in order
that the product might be estimated,
but these were overflowed and swept
awa3 as rapidly as built. Some persons
living in the vicinity, alarmed at the
spectacle, packed their household goods'
and fled. The Buckeye pumping sta-
tion, a mile distant, was compelled to

its fires on account of the
gas, and all other fires within the dis-

trict were put out.
It was a literal flood of oil, the esti-

mated production for the first twenty-fcu- r
hours being 14,560,000 gallons.

About 13,000 barrels per day have been
saved and marketed since the oil has
been brought under full control. Tho
owner has refused an offer of $500,000
for the well, being content with the in-

come of $10,000 per day.

James Searle, of Port Elizabeth, who
intended locating them in the Zwart-kop- s

river, but owing to the unsatis-
factory results of the experiment made
by the government in that stream he
changed his mind, and generously of-

fered them to the agricultural depart-
ment," says the Cape Xews. "The beds
where these exiled natives are to be de-

posited are situated a few hundred
yards from the mouth of the river,
where hospitals, or ambulances, as they
are sometimes called, have been spe-
cially constructed for their reception,
consisting of wooden frames fitted with
galvanized wire, and so arranged as to
furnish adequate protection from the
attacks of a predatory enemy.

"The consignment of oysters brought
out by the Roslin Castle has not turned
out so successfully as was at first an-
ticipated. On careful examination it
was found that of the one thousand
oysters imported by last vessel to the
order of the government, onlj between
three and four hundred had survived
the climatic changes incidental 4o a
long sea voyage, added to the novel
conditions of life in a tank. Last year
two thousand oysters were brought out
under the care of an expert, and of
these, it seems, only one hundred and
fifty were lost on the outward run.
The survivors were planted in the
Zwartkops river, and of these only
four hundred are now alive. The ac-

climatization of oysters in South Africa
evidently requires great patience, as
well as tho highest skill."

TMKD OF THE LINE

JTow in Command of the North
Atlantio Squadron.

Am Gallaat as Officer aa Erer Wore TJacIa
SaaVs Uniform For Elghteea Tear

tk Admiral Haa Been Ac-
tually at Sea.

Hear Admiral Richard Worsam
Meade, whose flag is flying on board
the United States steamship New York,
the flagship of the North Atlantic
squadron, will be shortly in command
of the most important and powerful
fleet of vessels that has been gathered
together under our flag since the war
of the rebellion. And since the re-

juvenation of the American navy, adds
Harper's Weekly, no squadron of evo-
lution has had such an opportunity for
experiment and instruction at sea as
that which will be under his orders.

Richard Worsam Meade, third, cornea
of an ancestry that has been identified
with the founding of the Country and
the furtherance of its prosperity as a
nation. He was born in New York city
on October 9, 18S7, at the residence of
his maternal grandfather, Judge Henry
Meigs, and is the eldest son of the late
Capt, Richard Worsam Meade, second,
cf the United States navy.

In October, ISoO, at the age of thir-
teen, the present admiral was appoint-
ed midshipman from the First district
of California, and during his term at
the naval academy he made his first
practice cruise in the United States
pteamer John Hancock and the sloop of
war Preble. Th n, under Commodores
Morgan and Stringham, he made
cruises in the steam-frigat- e San Jacin-
to in the Mediterranean, being trans-
ferred in 1S33 to the sloop of war St.
Louis.

In 1S.V5 Midshipman Meado was grad-
uated fifth in a class originally fifty-thre- e

in number. After leaving tho
academy he was ordered to the Eu-

ropean squadron, nnd afterwards made
a cruise among the West Indies in the
steam frigate Merriinac. At the age of
nineteen he was appointed acting mas-
ter and navigating officer and ordered
to the Cumberland, the flagship of
Commodore Conover, who was in com-
mand of a squadron on the west coast
of Africa. Tho young officer was pro-
moted to be master in January, ISoS,
and tho same month received his com-
mission as lieutenant, being at the timo
but little over twenty years of age.
Then in succession he served on board
the United States sho Ple. the steam

oaranac, oi ine racinc squan-ro- n,

and the sloop of war Cyane. On
the outbreak of the civil war Lieut.
Meade applied nt once for duty against
the public enemy on the Atlantic coast.

Returning when yet ill of a fever con-
tracted in a Mexican harbor, ho was
assigned to duty as instructor in gun-
nery to volunteer officers on board tho
United States receiving ship Ohio, at
Boston. During the three months that
he held this position ho had as mem-
bers of his class of fifty Acting Master
James R, Wheeler and Eben M. Stod-
dard. These were the men who command-
ed the pivot guns of the Kear-firir- c

when Rhn sunk tha .Uauaraa.

Active service followed the second year
in the war on the steam sloop Dacotah,
of the North Atlantic blockading squau-ro- n,

as executive officer of the United
, States steamer Conemaugh for threo
I months during the summer. IIo was
J commissioned a lieutenant commander
in July of the same year. During this

. period he participated in several affairs
with the confederate batteries on the
Vernon river. In the fall of lfc82 Com-

mander Meade was appointed to
the command of the ironclad
Louisville, of the Mississippi squad-
ron (under Rear Admiral C. IT.

Davis, and afterward under Rear Ad-

miral Porter), and was active in the
vents on the river between Memohis,

nnxn admiral n. w. meade.
Tenn., and Helena, ArK. Iilghly com-

mended in official dispatches, he was
invalided home late in the winter, and
assumed the duties of an inspector of
ordnance in the ports of Xew York and
Boston. With health restored, he was
ordered to the command of the steamer
United States, and afterwards com-

manded the naval battalion in New
York during the July riots. Appointed
to the command of the steam gunboat
Marblehead, he was commended for
gallantry in the affairs on the Stone
river, and from tlT-- time to the close
of the war he was actively in command,
and served with bravery and distinc-
tion in the gulf and along the Atlantic
seaboard. Smee the war Admiral
Meade's sea fcervice lias been great-- fie
made s. cruise of 431 day at tea in the
United Suites steamer Narragaa$tt,
covering nearly GB.&0 miles, and a
cruise of thirty-nin- e months as captain
of the Vaudalia. Bis services at An-

napolis as commandant of the navy
yard at Washington were of great im-

portance to the rebntlding of the navy.
Drnsg this latter period the steel plant
and gun foundry were begun and
finished. The great brick ship Illinois
tt the Columbian exposition was Ad-

miral Meade's idea, and he 'is to be
credited for its successful completion.
On May 5, 1S92. he was commissioned
commodore, and September 7, ISCM. vas
promoted to be rear admiral. Admiral
Mesdc has been eighteen years actually
it sea. and in command for twelve years
of this period.

The air Is
doubtleAb often vocal with the sounds
made by injects of so high a pitch as to
be entirely out of range of man's powr
to hear.
