Sergeant, Ky., Feb. 23. The news
has just reached here to the effect that
three men have been shot to death and
a fourth mortally wounded in a fight
between the Smith-Co- x factions near
Osborn's Gap, Dickinson county,
Virginia, "Wednesday afternoon last.

The men involved in the difficulty
had long been regarded as terrors in
the neighborhood and for years the
families have been, deadly enemies.
According to the best information ob-

tainable. Bob and Sam Smith had been
at the Gap and were on their way home
when they met Ben and Lem Cox on
the road about two miles from town.
All four men were under the influence
of liquor.

The Smiths drew revolvers and com-
manded their enemies to surrender.
Instead, the Cox boys jerked out wea-
pons. Then a general fight was be-
gun. The battle lasted for nearly half
.in hour and when the smoke cleared
nway Bob and Sam Smith and Ben
Cox were dead on the road, while Lem
Cox is so badly wounded that his death
Is expected hourly.

The killing of the men puts an end
to the feud that had long been promin-
ent in ciiminal circles in this cestion of
the country- - There were originally
eight Smith boys and all of them met
their deaths in fights bimilar to the
present one. Two other Coxes were
also killed several years ago in a bat-
tle between men of their stamp. Ben
Cox enjoyed the reputation of having
killed five men and his brother Lem
had twice been tried for murder. They
all lived in the mountains and were re-
garded as dangerous men.

Train Crowded with 3IarillGras Passengers

Wrecked in Alabama.
Greenville, Ala., Feb. L'3. The south

bound passenger train on the Louis-
ville and Nashville passing Greenville
nt S:40 this morning, was derailed three
miles delow here and a fearful wreck
resulted. The cars rolled down an em-
bankment and caught fire. Five of
them were burned, including two pas
senger coaches, the baggage and ex-- -!

press cars and one sleeper. The engine
tore its way along the road for some
distance, tearing up the rails. A large
number of passengers were on board
many of them en route to the Mardi
Gras at Mobile and New Orleans. The
physicians in the city were summoned
in haste and soon reached the wreck
when everything iossihle was done to
relievo the suffering of the victims.

When the extent of the damage was
ascertained it seemed little less than
miracle that only one life was lost
that of an unknown man who was kill-
ed outright His neck was broken.

Several were more or less injured as
follows: Mrs. Armstrong of Buffalo,
IsT. Y., arm broken at shoulder; Mrs.
Schoolcraft of Montgomery, hand and
forehead cut; Irs. Wisdom of Mont
gomery, face severely cut: Mrs.
Thompson of Montgomery, contusion

of kneecap. Four others, including
the porter, were slightly injured.

The man killed purchased a ticket In
Montgomery for Xew Orleans. Hisgrip had the initials "G. 11. A." No

one knew his name. All the passen-
gers except a few who lemained here
were carried by special train to Mont-
gomery. The wounded are being caredfpr at the Elbert house.

The proposi
tion carried in committee of the whole
by a vote of 93 to with an amend
ment to include an extra month's
compensation for the individual clerlis
of members. Notice has been given

ed to the house. The reading of the
deficiency bill was completed with the
exception of a few amendments tem-
porarily passed over, the principal one
of which is the apropriation of 245,000
to pay the Bering sea awards.

The Democrats of the house were
warned that the apropriations were
mounting up to dangerously near the
billion limit and unless a halt was call-
ed they would exceed those of the Fifty--

first congress.
Grosvenor (Rep. Ohio.) taunted

the Democrats with being obliged to sell
bonds at a ruinous rate of interest to
pay the current expenses of the de-
partments.

"Did not Secretary Sherman sell your
four per bonds at par which af ter-war- ds

were worth 129?" acked Mr.
Springer.

"Twelve years after a creat war." re- -
i plied Grosvenor, "Secretary Sher
man sold bonds payable in coin to re-
sume specie payments. But the con-
tract he made with the syndicate pro-
vided that before the bonds should be
taken they should be open to popular
subscription for thirty days. (Loud Re
publican applause.)
