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pany and the train hands. All the La-
tter who survived will be held to strict
accountability under the Mexican law,
although, as of fact, they were
in no way responsible for the disaster.

The most terrible Mexican railroad
accident was the one that occurred on
the night of June 24, 1SS1, when a train
on the San Morelos railway was preci-
pitated by the fall of a bridge into the
river near Cuartlu. About 200 lives
vere lost in that accident.

JURIED IX BRICK AND MORTAR.

Two Bnildlngs In w York City Fall Down
on the Workmen.

Xew York, March 1. Two buildings,
one in course of construction and one
in course of demolition, collapsed in
this city today and killed live men and
fatally injured or maimesd or bruised
nineteen others. The first accident oc-

curred about 9:30 a.m.
A house at the corner of Forty-thir-d

street and Tenth avenue which was
being torn down by some forty labor-
ers, fell with a crash, carrying several
workmen to the basement three floors
below and they were mo?t completely
covered with tons of bricks, dry mor-

tar and iron beams. The dead are:

The building, which was an old one,
had been used as a malt house by M. &
A. E. Schwenfurlh for the past thirty
3 ears, but it has not been occupied for
more than two years.

It was eight stories high and ran back
about sixty feet on West Forty-thir- d

street. Men were tearing down the old
structure ursder the direction of Con-

tractors O'lCeefe and Keegan. The work
had gone on successfully until this
morning, wheal the men had got down
as far as the rear of the third floor,
known as "the old kiln house."

RUMBLING NOISE HEARD.
There were about-eighte-en men on

this floor at the hour mentioned when
suddenly there was a rumbling noise
and the building --rocked as if shaken
by an earthquake. In another moment
the floor gave way and fell with its
human freight to the basement, carry-
ing the other floors with it. In an in-

stant person in the neighborhood
which is filled with tenement houses
felt that something awful had occurred
and men, women and children ran dis-

tractedly in all directions.
Some of the cooler heads turned in

the fire alarm and ambulance calls,
which were quickly responded to. As-

sisted by some laborers who had for-
tunately escaped, and many willing citi-
zens, the firemen began the work of res-
cue It was a hard and very dangerous
task as the waifs were tottering and
the remaining flooring and beams over-
head threatened to topple down every
moment. Besides, the rescuers had to
be very cautious, fearing that the slight
est carelessness on their part might end
the lives of some of the injured, whose
groans and cries for help came from
all directions underneath the stones
and debris, from which heads, arms
and legs protruded.

At J? o'clock John Connor was brought
out but he died in the ambulance on the
way to Roosevelt hospital. Half an
hour later the dead bodies of Culen and
Vicor were extricated. The rescuers
worked desperately and by 12 o'clock
everyone of the laborers had been ac-
counted for. Contractors George "W.
O'Keefe and Patrick Keegan were ar-
rested, but were later admitted to bail
by the coroner.

SECOND ACCIDENT.
The second accident occurred about

S:3o o'clock this afternoon. Without the
slightest warning to the fifty men
that worked near it, the central wall of
the four double tenement houses being
erected at 151 and 157 Orchard street,
crumbled and fell. With the wall went
portions of four floors, leaving a great
rent flfty feet long and thirty feet wide
in the center of the buildings. It was
like a pit at the bottom of which was a
mass of tangled iron and broken wood
that covered many men. From that
heap in an hour had been taken out on'i
man dead and twelve injured. The
dead man Is John Wilson. The injured
are: William Wilkinson, back broken;
Frank Thornton, badly injured:
Gloria, both legs broken; John Thorn-
ton, bodily injuries; Thomas Wilson,
head injured; G. J. Gamble, both legs
broken; Joseph Barbarar left leg broken
Frank Barbara, back injured: Joseph
Mezire, head injured; Patrick Flaherty,
leg injured; Pat Malloy, back injured;
William Malloy, arms bruised.
