McCanless asked him what he would
do If he were turned loose, and he said
he would leave town and try to earn
some money, and when asked if he
would get drunk when he got the mon-
ey. Flynn blandly answered that he
guessed he would.

Flynn said he had been about the
depots but did not know whether he
had over seen Willard Stark.
