The visitor to New Orleans who gees |
thousands of hognheads of sugnr in the
Jong sheds on tha ievee has littie idea
of the picturesquencss of this indnstry.
The crop is “sown™ by *“digging™ it out
of the ground. When the erop has besn
gathered eariy in the fall, before the |
biting frost Les nipped it, the cane is
hewn down fust above tle gronnd, and
roversd over with a gang plow sc that
the roois will keep until spring.

In this genisl climate, necessary to .
eccessful sugur-cane growing, the sea- ]
son begins early in March. The for-
rows are uncovered with gangs of plow-
men, and cane which hes been imbedded
for the past winter is now thrown to
the suriace, end I koown as “seed
tane,” something on the style of bury- |
Ing potztoes over winter for seed.  Fol-
lowing in the footsteps of the ploddieg |
piowman is the hoolding-up brigade.
Euch has a hoe-hendle pole, with a |
hoole on the end, and he hooks or rakes
put the eane. Another gung follosws the
booleers, with carts, into which tha
ranes are thrown and hanled to another
portion of the field, whera they are
pianted. ‘The planters or sowers of
vane @re muinly negro women, who |
lalte from the carts armfols of canes |
pnd plant them at intervals of about
half a foot zlong the furrows. The
pegro men mercly drive the wagons,
beat the mules and swear.

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of from sixty to sevenly pounds to the
square inch. From seventy to eighty-
five or ninety per cent. of the weight of
{ the cane, or ruther the juice, is extract-
ed, dependent mainly upon the efficien-
oy of the croshers. This gives from

| one hundred and fifty to one hundred
| and seventy pounds, or nearly half a

barrel of sugor from one ton of cune.
When the canes come out of the
crusher they are literally chewed into
In some instances the
cane passes throngh twoor three crush-
ers. What remains of the cane is called
bagaase or refoss, which is fed to the
{furnace, by the scores of negro children
whi are glad to work in the mill, so as
1o et their 1ill of sugar and molasses,
The julee of the cune is received in
rubber aprons, and thenece carried to &
will, thenece thromgh 2 trough to a
sirainer whore negro women fish ount
the esnne shreds. These shreds ars
sozin put through the mill. The jnice
i« now pumped into an iron coylinder,
about 100
degrees. It is then run into elarifying

| vats, and all impurities are brought to

the surface by adding slacked quick-
The impurities are skimmed off
and the juice is again heated by means

of loag pipes through the vats Then |

comes o novel spestacle; the women

| with longz paddles whip the heated

fluid until the surface is covered with
ripples bubblesand ahitecapped waves.
This makes the juice form into grains.
After the whipping, the juice is allowed
to “sattle” for about an hour, when it
s run off into a large iron tank, into
which there is an element of animal
hane-black, whish glves it “‘local eolor-
fng." it talces several days forthe juice
to filter throngh into a large oval boiler,
where it is boiled in a vacoum by ex-
Taust stenme.  After this it goesthrough
ancther fillering and bolling process, at
a tempernture of 130,

At this stage grapulating begins,
andwith the boiling the little grains
of sugar become large and larger, like
drops of min inan approaching storm.
Fipally air is admitted, and the graine
nre Tun into a receiver in whkich isa
wire-screen basket, making abont 1,000
revolutions & minute. This aotion
throws the molusses against the screen,
leaving the sugar; and when the soreen

is stopped the sugar falls into a re-
eceiver, whera tho rolored shovelers
scoop it up into a tube, from which it

| runs into s barrel

The molassas is hailed over, clarified,
and shipped to market.

A second grade of sugar is made from
this molasses, also a ‘third grade,
which is mainly sold to colored peo-
ple—just as several grades of wine are
made from the sume grapes.
