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WILL FIGHT SILVER

DATES ALEF1DY SET POE ONE

Secretary Carlisle Will go into the South
to Counteract, in so far as may he, the
Spre.nl of Free Mlcr Ideas Will Frob-abl- y

Speak Once Each In Kentucky and
Tennessee President Cleveland Fixing
up a Good Hot Letter How ho will
Circumvent the Supreme Court on the
Income Tax.

"Washington April 13 The interest the
administration takes in the campaign
against the free silver movement is un-
disguised. The letter which President
Cleveland is preparing to send to the
Chicago business men in reply to their
invitation to deliver an address upon
the currency has been no less emphatic
than he addressed to the Chamber of
Commerce of New York early in 1S92,
although it is probable that he will go
more into details and more explicitly
state the reasons for his opposition to
the free coinage of silver at 16 to 1.

Secretary Carlisle will deliver two
speeches on the subject of currency,
both largely devoted to silver. He will
probably speak once in Kentucky and
once in Tennessee early in May. His
Kentucky speech may be delivered at
Louisville, although there have been
lequests from his old home in Coving-
ton to talk to the people there. In
Tennessee he will speak at Memphis or
Nashville. Other members of the cabi-
net will also speak on the silver ques
tion, although times and places have.
not ueen nxeu.

They believe that a campaign of edu-
cation on the money question will have
the effect of checking the movement
toward free silver which they believe
has become a serious menance to the
integrity of the Democratic party.

INCOME TAX REHEARING.
Informal notice has been given to the

United States supieme court by the
counsel in opposition to the income tax
of a purpose to ask the court for a re-
hearing of the income tax question.

Later information concenring Justice
Jackson would indicate that he did not
expect to return to Washington till Oc-
tober (which would delay a rehearing
until then) and that it was coupled
with the statement that if his health
did no then permit him to resume his
duties he would tender his resignation
to the president.

There is no doubt as to the presi-
dent's views upon the expediency and
constitutionality of the income tax.
His suggestion to congress that a low
rate Income tax should be enacted was
only made after the most careful ex-
amination of all the questions involved
and as a result of this examination he
was and is still convinced that an in-

come tax law is constitutional. It is
understood that his views differ radi-
cally from those of the court on the
rent exemption question as contained
in their opinions of last Monday. Mr.
Cleveland, it is said, holds to the opin-
ion that the taxation of incoms receiv-
ed from rents is not a direct tax within
the meaning of the constitution and
that in case of the retirement of Judge
Jackson during his term of office he
will see that his successor's coincide
with his own on this important ques-
tion.
