Adams Darling, a writer of war letteis.
end one of the foundeis of the Daugh-
ters of the Revolution, is seeking the
indictment of Dr. Francis Navier
Spranger and his wife, who was fomer-l- y

her daughter-in-la- Mrs. Edward I.
Datling, by the grand jury of New
York county.

The cabe Is in the hands of Assistant
District Attorney Battle and is now in
euch a shape that It will probably be
presented to the grand jury the com-
ing week. Mrs. Darling's son, Edward
Irving Darling, died Feb. 13. 1S94, at
Mount Clemens, Mich., from what she
claims to have been slow poison. He
iras a musical composer and a poet of
s me renown. Shortly after his mar-
riage to Beatrice May Klingle In "Wash-
ington in 1SS5 he met with an accident
in falling out of a window and break-
ing several bones of his body. Dr.

For many weeks the young man
lav in plaster of paris casts and it is
alleged now that duiinc this time the
doctor fell in love with his patient's
wife.

There he 'was attend-
ed by Dr. Richard Lochner, who said
the young man had been under the in-
fluence of violent drugs which had de-
stroyed the tissues of the body and that
his death was only a question of time.

The patient did on February 13,
1894, but previous to his death he made
a statement that his wife and Dr.
Spranger had systematically poisoned
him and that he would die from the
effects of the drugs given him. The
body was cremated without a post
mortem examination, at the request of
the patient, who maintained that he
did not want his body to fall into the
hands of his wife.

Mrs. Darling, the mother, had real-
ized, as she claims, that her son had
been murdered and took the matter be-
fore District Attorney Frazier of De-
troit, who said that the suspicions,
while perhaps well founded, were not
sti'ong enough to warrant the arrest of
the doctor and her daughter-in-la-

The motive, according to the dead
man's mother, has now been establish-
ed through the public marriage of Dr.
Spranger to Mrs. Darling in Baltimore
in March of this year. Dr. Spranger
and his wife are now in Southern Cal-
ifornia enjoying their honeymoon.

As soon as the marriage was an-
nounced John Quincy Adams, a brother
of the dead man's mother residing in
this city, took the case before District
Attorney Fellows. He submitted proof,
as he claims.that poison was give to
the son by his wife while they were
stopping in this city in the early part
of 1S93. District Attorney Fellows
assigned the case to Assistant At-
torney George C. Battle, who is mak-
ing a thorough examination of all the
circumstances surrounding the death
of young Darling.

Detroit, Mich., April IS. Inquiry has
been made among a few well-know- n

citizens of Detroitwho are friends of the
parties mentioned In the New York
dispatch, regarding the truth of Mrs.
Darling's allegations. Mr. "Walter B.
Campbell, president of the Detroit and
AVindsor Ferry company, states that
Mrs. Sprangler is a lady above re-
proach; that she had contemplated

divorce proceedings long before Mr.
DaTling died, on account of his al-
leged intemperate habits. Dr. Spran-
gler has several relaitlves here who are
physicians and the family is an emin
ently respected one.

- zSzA -- i a

PARDON IS OFFERED

CAPTAIN GENERAL CAMPOS IS-

SUES A PROCLAMATION.

All but the Leaders in the Cuban Revolu-

tion May A ail Themselves of Its Terms
Insurrectionists Given the Alternative

of Surrender or Vigorous Warfare-Tal- es

Told of Merciless Cruelty on the
Part of the Rebels Li&t ot Leaders and
the Numbers of Their Respective

Incendiary Tactics.

Havana, April 18. Captain General
Martinez de Campos has issued from
Santiago de Cuba proclamation offer-
ing pardon to all insurgents with the

J exception of the leaders, who will lay
down their arms and surrended. He
has made preparations to immediately
pursue the members of the bands who
refuse to come in under the proclama-
tion and the warfare against them will
be waged vigorously.

It is stated here that some of the in- -
j surgent bonds have taken to torturing
neipiess residents or the country dis-
tricts who have incurred their displeas-
ure. At Blanquizal, near Manzanillo,
a grocer named Miguel Laureda, was
surprised at night by Maceo's band.
He was cruelly tortured and horribly
mutilated after which he was tied to
a tree, where he was left for buzzards
to eat. Manuel Iglesia, a grocer of
Buejicto. Manuel Rietos and an old man
named Vivalana, who fought against
the rebels In the last revolution, have
been murdered by roving insurgents.

Senor Dupuy de Lome, the newy ap-
pointed minister to the United States.
arrived at 6 o'clock this evening. It is
expected that he will proceed for New-Yor- k

on Saturday after investigating
the Alliance affair.

LEADERS OF BANDS.
Private advices from the Province of

Santiago de Cuba show that forces of
the insurgents do not amount to nearly
the number claimed by the rebels.

Among the leaders of the various bands
are: Emilio Giral, a white man who
commands 200 men; Alfonso Goulet,
mulatto. 500; Bernardo Comacho. white,
300; "Viotoriano Garzen, white. 100; Louis
Boone, mulatto, 200; Edurado Domin-gue- z,

white. 200; Victorian Hierrezuelo,
mulatto, 200; Quintin Bander, a negro,
1,000. and Perico Perla, white, 1,100; a
total of 3,000 men. Of this number 1,000
are said to be armed with rilles, while
the others use shot guns and machetesas weapons. The rebels do not possess
a single piece of artillery.

Considerable excitement has been
caused by the fact that the rebels are
again resorting to the incendiary tac-
tics that caused such enormous losses
to the planters during the last insur-
rection. The Central plantation, theproperty of Senor Nicholas Costano,
situated on the coast of Manzanillo, has
been burned by the rebels. Two mil-
lion arrobas of sugar cane were de-

stroyed. The advices do not show
whether the machinery of the planta-
tion was destroyed. Should the rebels
bum many of them the loss would be
enormous.

It is stated on good authority that thetroops commanded by Colonel Santo-cild- e
have cooped up a band of insur-

gents in the mountains in the province
of Snatiago de Cuba, and that theircapture is only a question of time. The
rebels are making a stout defense anda very hot fire is being exchanged.

Tampa. Fla., April IS. The Plant
steamer Olivette arrived from Havana
tonight. The passengers bring nfews of
the revolution as follows:

"The Cubans endeavored to capture
Guantanimo early Tuesday the 16th.
The Cuban force was 750 while the
Spaniards numbered 4.500. The Cubans
presented a body of about 200 men and
the balance advanced In ambush on
either side of a defile. The Spanish
threv thembelves into the defile on
the Cubans, killing fourteen. The am-
bushed forces poured a continuous vol-
ley into the Spaniards, completely de-
moralizing them and compelling "them
to form a hollow square. After a lonsr
stand with heavy losses the Spaniards
made a cautious retreat from the defile.
The engagement lasted eight hours.
The Cubans, becoming acquainted with
the Spanish numbers, withdrew.

Six thousand soldiers are now in
Guantinmo and 4.000 more have been
asked for to protect the city against
the insurgents who. the passengers say,
will make another attempt to capture
the town. The Cubans are now subject
to a decree the text of which is: Should
any Cuban or Spaniard propose peace
he will be immediately executed.

WILL ADMIT NO QUESTION.

Great Itritain Is Sure She is Right nnd
Means to Go Ahead.

New York, April IS. The World has
received a private cahle dispatch from
London giving the reply sent by the
British government to Nicaragua,

London. April IS. To the foreign min-
ister of Nicaragua, Managua: I have
had the honor to receive your excel-
lency's telegram of the 11th instant.
My note was deliered to Senor Barrols
on the 26th of February, with the re-
quest that a copy be forwarded to your
excellency by mail March 2.Hpr
majesty's government cannot be re-
sponsible for the delay in your receiving
it Your counter proposal has been
considered and I regret it cannot be ac-
cepted. Her majesty's government can-
not admit there is any doubt as to the
rights of the British subject and must
adhere to the demands in my previous
note.

(Signed KIMBERLY.
The note which the earl of Kimberly,

British secretary for foreign affairs, re-
fers to as having been delivered to
Senor Barrios. Nicaragua's envoy to
Encrland on this special mission. Feb-
ruary .25. was what is known as Great
Britian's ultimatum to Nicaragua.

Great Britian's reply in effect rejects
arbitration of the amount of indemnity
to British subjects for personal in-
juries and insists upon the payment of

Agent Ejects Intruders and the Sheriff Ca

dertake to Prevent the Ejection-Ord- er

of the Federal Court.

Omaha, Neb.. April IS. A special ta
the Bee from Pender, Neb., says: A
new phase of the trouble on the reser-
vation developed today when Sheriff
Mullins was captured by Indian police
with drawn revolvers. At present the
place of his confinement Is known to
none of his friends. The federal court
ordered evictions of settlers on account
of the difference between the Indian
agent and the Flournoy Land company
to cease until a rehearing could be had,
April 22. The India police, however,
have continued to eject settlers from
the reservation. The bherifT of this
county secured a posse yesterday, in-

tending to surprise the Indians as they
were ejecting settlers and arrest them.
This morning he left for the reservation
alone and at noon news of his arrest
was received. Nothing has since ben
heard in regard to the sheriff's arrest.
It Is believed, however, that he has
been taken to Dakota City for a pre-

liminary hearing before United Stater
Commisioner Spencer. No effort Is be-

ing made to release him from the cus-

tody of Captain Heck until word enn ho
received from the attorney of the state,
but in the event of the sheriff being
held by Beck, he will probably be re-

leased tomorrow on a writ of habeas
corpus, that being the first nnd only
procedure now.

HOW HE WAS TAKEN.
There are conflicting rumors regard-

ing the manner in which the sheriff waa
arrested this morning by the Indian
police. One Vumor Is to tho eftect that
they read a warrant to him which had
been Issued several days ngo by United
States Commissioner Spencer at Dako-
ta City, and which the Indian police
have since been carrying around await-
ing a chance to cntch him on the reser-
vation, while another rumor nays that
when the sheriff arrived at Waterman's
place, the man whom the police were
trying to dispossess of his land, nnd at-

tempted to read tho warrant for their
arrest, three or four of the Indians
seized the sheriff and handcuffed him.
while others stood around with drawn
revolvers as a warning for him not to
resist the police.

This story seems to be the most au-

thentic and Is generally accepted aa re-

liable. W hile a good many were today
inclined to censure the sheriff for at-

tempting the arrest alone. It Is now be-

lieved that he acted wisely, for It H
thought that If a posse cf men had
gone there, there would probably have
been several lives lost nnd the sheriff
thought by going alone tho Indian
would submit to arrest. Their actlgit
this morning, however, confirms th
Ftory set ailoat pome time ngo that
Beck had instructed his police to rtHt
arrest by civil authoritlca. Kvurythlwc
is quiet tonight and no move will be
made by the authoritb-- s of this county
or a mob to releane the sheriff through
other than a legal process.

At 10 50 p. m. Tho sheriff returned
at 10 o'clocjt. lie was released on bail
by a Justice of the pence. He at one
secured a posse of six mn nnd lift for
the reservation. It in nald that he will
attempt to arrest Captain Beck and
the Indian police.
