Opinion Prevails Among the 3Iore Worldly
Wise That His Excellency is Entirely
Deceive d if He Thinks That Great Brit-
ain Won't Bring Him Up Standing if He
Don't Watch Out Dr. Guzman Asserts
HI- Country's Confidence in the .Nicara-

gua Canal CompanyJapan-Chin- a Mat-

ters Still Uncertain.

Washington April IS The impression
is growing here that President Zelaya

has taken too optimistic
state of the relations be

tween Great Britain and his own coun
try in assuming that the former has
decided to desist from carrying out
her ultimatum to Xicaragua and that
fehe will agree to allow the claims for
indemnity to go to arbitration.

It is regarded as a significant fact
here the Earl Kimberly, the British
foreign minister, has just returned

suddenly to London and it is believed
that the true explanation of the delay
in action is to be found in the fact that
none of the subordinates in the British
foreign office felt like assuming the re

I sponsibility for action in the absence
of Earl Kimberlv.

J Dr. Guzman, the Xicaraguan minis-- i
ter here, has not heard from his trov- -

' eminent as to Great Britain's purpose
but he is hourly expecting an answer
to his cabie iquiry. From the delay in
answering he believes the Xicaraguan
govenrment is as yet uninformed as to
the latest phases of the situation and
it probably is in communication with

its; representative at London. Sir
Julian Pauncefote, the British ambas-
sador, received no advices on the sub-
ject today.

While there is an absence of official
information, the diplomatic officials

regard it as settled that Great Britain
will proceed to enforce her claims i

against Xicaragua by moderate but '

firm means. The impresison also pre-- t

vails that with parliament in sesison
the government would not risk an ap- - i

peal to that body by moderating or
yielding to the proposals of a minor
power.

OX THE CAXAL QUESTIOX.
Dr. Guzman was asked today con-

cerning a report that Xicaragua de-
sired that the present Xicaraguan
canal company should render the con-
cession under which work has been
done thus far and that the United
States and Xicaragua should jointly
undertake the future work as a govern-
mental enterprise. The minister ex-
plained that the report was due to a
misapprehension. The Xicaraguan gov-
ernment had no wish, he said, that the
company should render its concession.
It had every confidence that the com-
pany would push the enterprise with all
possible dispatch. Under these circum-
stances, Dr. Guzman said, the plan of
joint governmental action was not a
live one and it was needless to specu-
late on a contingency which Xicaragua
did not regard as a remote possibility.
The government wanted to give every
facility and encouragement to the com
pany and did not want the impression
to get abroad that it considered a for-
feiture likely or even possible.

Dr. Guzman says the misapprehen-
sion arose through crediting to him a
statement which he had communicated
to the department as an enclosure. The
statement had been made during an in-

terview between the United States
minister at Xicaragua and the govern-
ment authorities. It was forwarded
to Dr. Guzman and by him sent to the
state department without any purpose
to endorse the view. It has since been
found that the report of the interview
at Managua was very defective. Min-
ister Baker was talking in English and
understood no Spanish. The Xicara-
guan minister was talking in Spanish
and understood no English. There
was naturally some misundertanding,
from which the recent reports have
arisen.

HAS TO BE RATIFIED.
It is stated by diplomatic officials

that extension of the Japanese-Chines- e
armistice to May S is in order that the
peace terms may be ratified by the re-
spective governments. This brings out

peace S4' nitncS. and '

that there is still a possibility of a
failure to ratify the agreement. The
final terms are far short of what the
radical element demanded, and the
agitation In Japan is taken to indicate
tha't there will be some difficulty in get-
ting the terms ratified.

Sir Julian Pauncefote, the British
ambassador, declines to interfere on
behalf of Dr. Robert W. Buchanan,
the Xew York wife murderer, whose
petition for a writ of error to stay his
xecution durincr th wpk ber'nning

next Monday was denied by the su
preme court on Wednesday. He is of
tne opinion that the ca.se is not one
which justifies the interference of the
embassy.

vThree types at least aro observable In

tho fconth of Ireland first, the dark Ital-
ian looking Celt, also found in Devon; sec-
ondly, the tall, yellow haired Danish type,
and, thirdly, the aboriginal Aryan of the
Volga, with red or auburn hair and blue
or green eyes, who may also bo found in
Cornwall.

MOTION.

The Thible aianifestation and the Invisi-
ble Intermolccnlar Vibration.

Let us suppose a stretched cord or wire
fixed ac both ends, and let a sharp blow be
given it. The hand or other instrument
which imparted the blow was set In mo-
tion in order to do so, and its motion was
one of translation, but the cord which had
received tha blo.vand to which some of
the motion has consequently been trans-
ferred cannot change its place, for it is fix-
ed. Wo know well enough what will hap-
pen. It will commence vibrating, more or
less strongly and rapidly, according to the
strength of the blow it lias received. We
have, therefore, here 6cen motion of trans-
lation changed into motion of vibration,
but a similar end quite as familiar trans
formation taKes place which is invisible.

Let us take a coin or any small piece of
metal and rub it well with a cloth or hand- - '

kerchief. In a short time it will becomo
warm, and if the friction be still contin-
ued, even unpleasantly hot. The visible
motion of th hand lias been transformed
into the invisible intermolecular vibration
which we call neat. That "heat is a form
of motion" has now become a scientific
truism, but ii. tvas not so at the commence-
ment of tb present century, when it was
6till supped by many to be some intangi-
ble kind of substance named '"caloric,"
proofs to the contrary lxfing almost simul
taneously given by Davy and Rumford at
the end of the last century, that of the
former consisting in melting two pieces of
ice, carefully insulated from external heat.
by rubbing them together; that of the lat-
ter in causing water to boil by tho solo
means of keeping it in continual motion.

"It Is hardly necessary to add," say3
Rumford, "that nnythingwhich any insu-
lated body or system of bodies can contin-
ue to furnish without limitation cannot
possibly be a material sulstancc, and it ap-
pears to mo exceedingly difficult, if not
quite impossible, to form any distinct idea
of anything capablo of being excited and
communicated In tho manner heat was ex-
cited and communicated, in these experi
ments, except it be motion."

Xow, everybody
favors 'sound money' and a 'safe cur-
rency and a plain and simple state-
ment of what you mean by these
euphonious and universally admired
phrases might dispel the war clouds
and make a 'line of battle" unnecessary.

The note purports to have been exe-
cuted In San Francisco, May 'IS, lSw.
and reads:

"FIe years after date I promise to
pay to the order of Leiand Stanford at
San Franlcsco. without defalcation.
JJOO.QOO, for value received."

The note is signed J&ms G. Fair,
and is endorsed Inland Stanford.
