The uprising of the Creeks has a
Special significance just npw, in view
Of the fact that the Dawes allotment
Negotiations have only recently been
teopened with the five civilized tribes
pf the Indian Territorv.

(their own government, which they haveproudly proclaimed in their own

as a nation equal to and co-
ordinate with that of the United States.The Creek nation has been flourishing
after a fashion. It occupies a tract esti-
mated at about acres, or 4,751
fiquare miles, in area, between the Ca-
nadian and Arkansas rivers. Accord-ing to actual count during the last cen-
sus year there were found to be 3.5S3dwelling houses in the confines of thenation.

CLAIMED FOR COLORED FOLKS
On the other hand, however, this pro-gress haal been credited by CensusAgent Donaldson to "the colored ele-ment of the nation, which fairly con-

trols it." In' the Creek government
Pixty-on- e persons (according to Senator
jjryjiic H. Piatt) have appropriated andolu 1,237,000 acres, practicably all the

ample of land monopoly which may befound, however, amonc- all tho tu-- o

tribes is in direct violation of the aimwnd rteaties by which the federal govern
Inent endowed th Indians with the In-
dian Territory as a region to be held for
communal use and benefit.

There ar but few of the general pub-
lic who acquaint themselves with the
requirements or necessities tor emciens
fire protection, how many who read
this article have informed themselves
how to alarm the department should
their premises be on fire, and yet, how
many unjustly criticise. I believe It to
be the general opinion of our citizens
that we have an efficient organization.

The per capita statement accompany-
ing this communication will show the
relative expenses of departments in
cities of liks population and it will be
seen that we have not been extrava-
gant but on the other hand maintained
our department as a cost necessary to
insure good services The clamor for
retrenchment in public 3ffairs extend
to all sections of our country, and It is
well advised that economy to the extent
that public service is not Impaired
should be used, beyond this, It Is no
economy.

An appropriate estimate of expense
to maintain the department as now or
ganized for the present year will be
about 51S.500, to curtail this expense
and retain as nearly as possible Its
present standard of efficiency, I would
recommend that fire stations number ."!

and 4 be closed during the months of
June, July, August, September and Oc-

tober.
In support of this recommendation, or

plan of reduction. I will state that dur-
ing the summer months the nights arc
shorter, people are not in doors as
much as in winter and more liable to
get prompt notice to the department.
The streets are better, quicker time is
made in respending to an alarm. One
of the most numerous causes of fire and
one that prove most damaging is from
defective flues, but few of the chimneys
being used during the summer months
greately reduces the number of fires
from this cause, and I deem It better
judgment if a reduction In expenses of
the department be made that it be made

I that it be done at a time when the lire
hazzard is not so great.

During the winter season the nights
are longer, people return earlier or re-
main indoors, windows and doors clos-
ed, constant fire In both stoves nnd
furnaces, chimneys In constant use,

stlring about the liability of fires
to be futher advanced. Handling of
frozen hose, roads in bad condition,
makes it necessary that during the
winter season our department should
be fully equipped, hence I have thought
the above method of reduction the most
practical. Those who live In the out-
lying districts may claim that my rec-
ommendation Is adverse to their In-
terest, but I assure all that with the
means at my disposal every effort will
be made in the direction of good ser-
vice.
