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TALE OF THE SOLICITOR OF AID

WERE IK DEED PITIFUL

Emissaries of the Alleged Destitute of Ok-

lahoma, which, by the Way, is a Pretty
Good Sized Country, are Reported in

Kansas City on Behalf of "Oklahoma
and

Bounds of the Stricken Area not well
Defined One Township Wouldn't Slake
a Territory, Anyhow.

Kansas City. Mo., June S For some
time reports of destitution and suffering
among the settlers in parts of Oklaho-
ma reached the public.but for the
most part they are not beleived. It
was thought that the newspaper

of the territory were using
the subject as a means of tiding over
a dull season, and official denials of re-

ported instances lent color to this the-
ory. The Rev. P .Shane and Judge T.
B. Nash of Grant county, Oklahoma,
reached the city today with a story of
the actual condition of affairs mong
the settlers there that is graphic in
its picture of desolution and want.

They come as a committee sent out by
the people of Grant county to solicit
aid for the destitute and hungry.

They have letters from Thomas J.
Lowe, territorial secretary; Governor
E. N. Morrill of Kansas and others
equally well known, vouching for them.
They declare that the condition of af-
fairs among the settlers of Grant coun-
ty is one of desperate want. Gaunt
hunger is their constant companion and
the situation is such that only instant
aid will prevent actual starvation
among those who are trying to hold
their claims which they secured in the
Cherokee strip opening September 1,
18S3.

CAN NEITHER GO NOR STAT.
Owing to the drouths which have pre-

vailed since the opening no crops have
been raised. As a result the settlers
are in actual want. They have no re-
sources to exist on there and to make
the situation more deplorable and
hopeless they cannot get away. The
destitution is so great and
that the county government can fur-
nish no assistance, and the territorial
government has no money for such
purposes.

Slowly, but surely, the settlers ex-
hausted their resources. With actual
starvation in sight the people of Prairie
township held a meeting and started
the movement which resulted in the
county sending out the Rev. Mr. Shane
and Judge Nash to tell the story of
their extreme want to the charitabe
people of Kansas and Missouri, and to
beseech aid. They want provisions,
flour, seeds, food, clothing anything in
fact, that "will cover nakedness and
fight off hunger.

The stories the two messengers tell
of the destitution are affecting in the
extreme.

AN ATTENUATED PENSION.
The Ttev. Mr. Shane, who draws a

pension of $14 a month, tells this story:
For the last three months four rami

lies have been existing on my pension
money. It would do, in ordinary

for the bare wants of my
immediate family, but with four fami
lies you can imagine what it meant
Last Monday I drew $42 for my last
quarter. I paid the grocery bill which
has during the quarter,
and then had ?1.7o. Just before leav
ing on this trip I asked credit for a
sack of flour, but was refused it Then
we had to face immediate want. It
had been customary for the merchants
to credit those who had pensions for
they were sure of getting the money.
But with credit denied the last resource
was cut off. My son-in-la- w and his
wife started in their wagon Tuesday
without a cent and without provisions.
They said they might as well beg and
starve on the road as to stay there and
starve. I haven't heard from them
since."

The Kansas City Live Stock exchange
has appropriated 30 and a movement
has 'been started in this city to send im-
mediate relief to the destitute.

and asked that the Indianapolis so
ciety be suspended until it should take
some action looking to discipline of the
guilty members. The local doctors had
been looking for a coup of some kind
and fought the resolutions until they
were laid on the table. Physicians
from outside Indianapolis declare if
prominent city doctors can advertise
and escape the provided penalties, there
is nothing to prevent all members of
the profession to do likeyase. It is pos-
sible that the disgruntled ones will be
gin to advertise.
