But Oklahomans Frolest Against Being
Hepresented ns Starving.

Round Pond, 0. T., June 11.—(Spec-
fal.)—The Assoclated Press under date
of June 8§, sent out a eolumn of stuff
from Kansas Clty, concerning suffer-
ing among the settlers in Grant coun-
ty and Oklahoma, that does it and lts
Jrople great injustice. The press agent
probably believed the story told him
by AMessrs. Nash and Shane of Prairie
township, this county, while these gen-
tlemen were certalnly drawing upon
very elastic imaginations when telling
the doleful tale. If they speak only for
that township our people would pay no
attention to it, but when they presumsa
o speak for Grant county and all of
the great territory of Oklahoma, our
citizens most earnestly and enthuslas-
tically protest against such assumption
of authority on thelr part.

No one sequainted with the situation
denles the fact that the peaple of this
county are hard up as a rule, nor that
arsitance to carry him through the pre-
went pinching times are not acceplable;
but that they are paupers or dependent
upon charity to keep out of their graves
is a libel that they kick against.

The fact is that many people came in
here September 16, 1893, who were pro-
fessional squatters and aid-absorbers,
They have been in at the opening of
all other parts of Oklahoma and sub-
sist upon ald from other parts of the
county he county poor fund and upon
the cash they expect to get from the |

FAILS TO EHOW UP IN TIME TO EE
TAEKEN T0 JAIL

Five of His Companions are on Hand but
the Last Minute Arrives, the Traln Pulls
Out, and no Debs--iis Absence Per
plexes the Marshal and He Gives His
Deputies Some Strict Orders--Martin
J. Elliots Behnd Time--George W.
Howard mnot Tralning with the Debs
Crowd Any More, Even In Jail

Chicago, June 1L.—Debs and his com
painons were due at the Woodstock
jall this afternoon. Flve of the officers
of the American Rallway unlon re-
turned to the Woodstock jall on the
$:230 trailn thils evening. President Eu- |
genes V. Debs failed to report in time |
for the train. He called on the marsh-
al at noon and was requested to re-|
port at 4 o'clock at the marshal's office
with the others or at the Northwestern |
station at & o'clock. Messrs. Rogers,
Kelliher, Burns, Hogan and Goodwin
saw thelr chief but an instant at noon
and they could not account for his faii-
ure to report. Debs told the marshal
| that he had conziderable business to
iransact but he would be through in
ltlme to take the train. Deputles l_.o-l.
| gan and Curran borded the traln with
| the five men who had reported and
Deputy Clark returned to the mar-

shal's office with the Debs' commit-
| ment papers. The marshal was yexed
at the faflure of Debs to report on
time and he sent three men to ook for |
| Bim. *“Bring him in, wherever you find
him,” was the marshal's orders to his
deputies.

“] do not ti‘.lnk he has purposaly
missed the train,” sald the marshal,
“yet his faflure to report on time is
anpoying.

It is
quite ratural that there would be some
destitution {n the strip as it is the his-
tory of all new countrias.

The city of Enld is flourishing as
much as the circumstances of the pao-
ple will allow, building as fast as ad-
visable. The city is the distributing
point for a vast country lying to the
west, at least 30,000 peopie do their
trading In Enid.

AGENT SENT AFTER FEEEMAN,
| Hoke Smith However Doesn't Think there
is Anything Wrong.

Washington, June 11.—The secrelary
| of the interior decided today to send

| Inspector Falson to the Osage country

to report on the perturbed condition
of affairs in that country. Almost daily
for weeks the seoretary received
latters from people living in the reser-
vition or on the border making com-
plaints agalnst Agent Freeman, who is

| being accused of almost everything, in-

cluding some very serious ones of a
financial character. Charges are also
made of immorality in the reservation
schools due tp some extent to the action
of the agent, as alleged. It s complain-
#d that nearly a year ago Freeman Is-
sued an order forbidding merchants
and business men on the border in Kan-
£as, Oklahoma and the Indian Terri-
tory to collect billa In the Osage coun-
try. Formerly the border people had
I=¢n accorded this privilege and when
the order was issued the Indians and
whites living in the Osage country had
cradlt for over 350,000 in goods and the
order prevents collections for debts
contracted before tt was issued. This
feature Is especially represented as be-
Ing unfair. Some demand that the
azent be compelled to recind this order,
whiie others ask that at least they be
nllowed to collect bills contracted be-

| fore the order was issued. The

agent
Is charged with belng in collusion with
a certain faction of the traders In the
reservation and also with acting in the
interest of the traders in matters per-
taining to securing payments of funds.
In the mean time the Indian officer has
faith in Agent Freeman and thinks

ExCongressman Sibley of Ohio Is ex-
pected to arrive tomorrow morning as
are also Governor Prince of New Mex-
ico, Senator Stewart of Nevada and
Alexander Delmar, the author of sev-
eral well-known colnage works.

Abaclute Ignorance.

Ban Francieeo, June IL—The ecron-
er's inquest into the death of Miss Nel-
lle Harrington, murdered In her own
room ten days ago, was concluded to-
day. The testimony of four additional
witnesses completed a perfeet alibl for
the late Senator Buck. L W. Lees,
chief of the local detective force, stated
that he had followed every clue and
every person having any apparent pos-
sible connection with the ease. Te was
! still mbrolutely in the dark regarding
the ¥entity of the murderer and ad-
mitted that he had not even a susplalon
concerning the possibie slayer, Refer-
ring to the wounds upon the body of
the murdered woman, Lees pald they
indicated that the murder was most
brutal. Fe was satisfied that the mur-
derer was thoroughly famillar with
the premises. Fe was oonvinesd that
the crime had not been committed for
purpnses of robhery. The fatal wounds
had probably been inflieted by a pistel
usad as a club. The jury returned a
