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THEY RAISE GRAIN

Wonderful Mexican Insects That
Till the Soil

Fhey Plant Flelds of Graln anZ by Thelr
,indeustry snd Isgeaully Galn Sub-
slstence In an Almost Bar-
rema Land.

Recsntly Prof. W.J. McGee, of the
povernment scientific corps, paid & visig

some very remarkable farmers in
Bonora, Mexico. These are the so-
talled ngricultural ants, which plant
Belds of grain and regularly harvest
their crops. Upon the latter they de-
pend whelly for food. In fnet, if the
trops should full they would perish of
famine.

The fields of the farmer ant cover
peores of square miles in Sonora. The
home of a eolony is marked ordinarily
nv; 8 circular r-leari.ng from five to thir-
ty-five feot in diameter, on which noth-
Ing is permitted to grow. This servea
ax a scrt of parede and exercise ground.
Around the clearing is a ring of Juxuari-
ant grass from three to twenty feet
wide. On the seeds of this grass the
Insects subsist, planting it every spring
and garnering the erop in the avtumn.
Turnpikes s few inches wide comnect
farm with farm for many furlongs.

In the region described, saysthe New
York World, there is practically no
vegetntion exeept the grasses cultivated
by these ants. Tha latter appear to
keep down and exterminats all other
plants, such as eaet, greasewood and
mesquite. In short, these insects have
fleveloped an art of agriculture pecul-
far 1o themselves, have made condguest
of the land for their meeds, and have
ariificinlized certain cereals as thor-
pughly ms maize and barley bhave been
artificialized by man.

“Thus,” said Prof. MaoGee, “the rig-
prous environment of the desert has de-
veloped one of the most remarkable in-
telligences, and, incidemtally, an ani-
mal and a plant have come to he mu-
tually dependent upon esch other for
existence.”

The agritulture of these ants seems
to be far more extensive in Sonora than
in Texas, where their farming opera-
lir-m have been exhaustively deseribed

v Henry C. McCoolk. On the flat table-
lnnds of t!.e Lone Star state their
farms are plentifully scattered. These,
like those of Mexico, gre mostly flat
and cirenlar clearings, from which eom-
munication is had by roads with the
surrouncing  cuitivated herbage. In
the center of each such clearing is a
hole which serves as a gateway, opsa-
ing iuto the subterranean formicary.
So widely distributed are the
that they are found in the very strecis
end gardens of Anstin, Tex.
