Reads English and Lntiu when Only Three
Years Old nays Grocery Keeper with
Other Children and Makes Out a Cor-

rect Bill of Goods which He l'retcnds to

SellWrites His Name and Address for

the Eagle. "Richmond Ilenn, 312Xew

York Avenue Tho Mother Talks of Her

.Remarkable Child Millionaire's Offer.

Probably the most remarkable boy
or baby in the world lives in Wichita.
His name is Richmond Benn. and he
was old October 14th, last.

He is a natural reader, and he reads
the newspapers, books and periodicals,
and his parents do not know when he
learned to read.

When little Richmond was
he came across the word sopolio

in large letters in a paper, and he ask-
ed his father what that was, and
Edward Benn, who is a lumber dealer,
and lives on New York avenue, be-
tween Second and Third street, cor-
rectly spelled the word sapolio and
pronounced it for the baby. Two or
three days after that Mrs. Benn was
surprised to hear little Richmond spell
and properly pronounce the word.

Upon investigation it was discovered
that he could spell and pronounce oth-
er words. It was also found that when
he saw a word in print and heard it
pronounced that he seldom if ever for-
got it. And the first thins: the parents
knew the child was reading- in the pa-
pers and books that he found about the
house.

When the grocer left a bill at thehome d would not be satis
fied until he knew what it said, andnne day the little boy, a mere babe
less than was playing
with the larger children. Little Rich-
mond was calling himself the grocer
and lie had little bits of paper which
he would deliver to the other children,
sailing one a package of coffee, an-
other sugar, another bran and corn.

There was nothing remarkable in the
child imitating the grocer, but the
mother through curiosity, examined
one of the bills which little Richmond
left with his packages of mud and was
dumbfounded to find that the child
had written properly the names of thedifferent articles. Set oposite each aprice and then had properly footed up
the column of figures. Other bills
made out by the child were examinedand they two were nearly all correct.

This remarkable child can read Latinas well as English after he has once
had it pronounced to him. He is notan unerring imitator like Blind Tom
In reading music, but he makes just
mistakes enough and sometimes cor-
rects them to show that he thinks.

A reporter for the Eagle saw this
remarkeable child wth his father atAllen's real estate" office on Marketstreet yesterday, and after Mr. Allenhad related some of the boy's wonder-
ful performances, the reporter said:"What is your name, young man?"His father handed him a card andpencil, and said: "Give the gentlemanyour card Richmond." He wrote in
a bold, legible hand: "RichmondBenn,' 312 New York avenue."

"Richmon. can you sell me some gro-
ceries and feed, and make out a bill?"The boy's laughed, and he give hishead a quick nod. Then the reporter
told him that he wanted SO cents worthof coffee, CO cents worth of sugar. 20
sents worth of starch, 70 cents worthof bran and 40 cents worth of corn
Dhop. Then Richmond took a pencil
and. wrote down the articles and pass-
ed over his bill to the reporter as fol-
lows:

Sugar 60
Starch q
Bran 70
Chop -

40

Then Mr. Allen told him to multi-
ply 123.4S0 by C. He put down the fig-
ures and performed the operation cor-
rectly, after which the reporter asked
him if he could read the Eagle, and
Bichmond said he could. Taking anEagle out of his pocket, the reporter
said: "Your are a nice little boy, now
read this paragraph:"

He read each paragraph, pronouncing
the sylables very distinctly, butwhen he came to the word "illuson."it was divided at the end of a line, andhe pronounced it illumination, but he

stopped and after looking at the word
l.osely, pronounced it correctly.

Richmond Benn seems to be:t born
genius, and he has the faculty of rem-
embering nearly every word he sees in
print. It seems remarkable to see a

child reading the newspap-
ers and Dickens works, but that is
just what this little Wichita boy can
do. He is very fond of Dickens works
and especially David Copperfield.

This boy who may become one of thegreatest scholars of his age is rather
shorter than children of his age, but a
muscular little fellow. He has a light
complexion, and blue eyes, and a very
long head, which seems to form a
semi circle from the lower part of the
forehead to the base of the back of the
head, the highest part of the semi cir-
cle benig directly over the ears. He is
Inclined to be rather serious for a child
of his age. and most of his childish
play, are such as require thought. His
blue eyes look kindly and intelligent,
and he seems more inclined to listen to
others and reflect than to talk

In order to learn something more
about this Wichita boy that may vet
attract tho attention of the wise men,
nf earth, a reporter called at the Benn
residence on New York avenue, and a
knock one the door was answered by
the mother of Richmond Benn.

"I am a reporter for the Eagle and
tame ta find out more about your re-
markable boy."

"Well, he is now down town with his
father."

"Is he a healthy child?"
"Oh, yes; he has never been much

lick and he is a very strong child for
?ne of his size."

"When did he learn to read?"
"Oh. I hardly know; he has been

reading ever since he was
He seemed to have learned to read so
quickly that we did not know how he
learned. I suppose that he picked up

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a word at a time and remembered
them nearly all."

"He seems to be a very bright child;
can you account for his way of learn-
ing and why it seems to come natural
to him to read?"

"No; I suppose I can not account for
that exactly:"

"Did you read and study a good deal
shortly before Richmond was born Mrs.
Benn?"

Mrs. Benn hesitated at this question,
but finally said:

"Yes, I did. I had read Dickens
works, but I took a notion to read them
again, and I read them a great deal,
and became wonderfully interested in
David Copperfield and Oliver Twist,
more particularly than in the other
books that I read. I think I became
more interested in books about that
time than I had ever done before?'

Mrs. Benn talked of her child and
it was plainly to be seen that she ex-
pects that he will make a very bright
man if he lives long enough to become
a man.

When spoken to about his wife's read-
ing, Mr. Benn admitted that he thought
that that had a great deal to do in
forming the disposition fo his boy. He
said that his wife when reading of
some of Dickens characters had talked
to him, and told him that she had sin-
cerely desired and rayed that her child
might have a clear mind and strength
of character tp resist the evil and live
a pure life.

James McDaniels of Chicago, a ir,

learned of this remarkable
Wichta boy through a friend, and he
wrote to Mr. Benn and asked the privi- -
ledge of educating him and giving him
all the opportunity of becoming a great
scholar. Mr. Benn says it is too early
to think of tnat and that he does not
know that he will ever send his boy to
a regular school. He thinks Richmond
could learn what is usually considered
a years course in three weeks.

PASTY OF WI0HITAN3 HAVE A

E0UGH TIME ON THE GULF.

They were First Attacked by Mosquitoes as
Itig as Mocking Birds, then a Storm
Came on Them which Gave Them that
Tired Fceliuc and After that Lightning
Struck Their Ship and Broke a Mast

Tho Boiler Didn't do a Thing but
Blow Up and Render Them Helpless
Safe at Last.

Mrs. M. A. McFerren has received the
first news of her son's stormy exper-
ience in the Gulf of Mexico. Her son
is George McFerren, who until recent-
ly lived in this city, and is generally
known. Nothing serious happened. In
his letter to Mrs. McFerren he says
that they had plenty to eat and that
comforts of the vessel were everything
that could be desired. Of the storm he
says:

We left here (New Orleans) at 3
o'clock Saturday afternoon, June 1st,
the ship's ensign having been over-
hauled, and supposed to have been in
good conditon. It was a nice ride
down the river until about dusk, when
they stopped her to tighten up some
of the new bolts which had worked
a little loose, and there we were com-
pletely overwhelmed with mosquitos,
not the kind you have up there, but
some of the kind they have down here
in the swamps, some of the crew called
them "buzzards" and "mocking birds."
You could not brush or drive them off;
just had to take hold of them and un-
screw them and throw them overboard.
Our party composed of Mrs. McComas,
Mr. Mott, Allie. Julia and myself, and
being joined here by a Dr. Chalarson,
who was going down there as a repre-
sentative of the quarantine board here.
All went up on the "bridge" with the
captain until we crossed the bar into
the gulf, about midnight. There was
so much breeze up there that the mos-
quitoes did not trouble us so badly, and
after we got out into the sea breeze
they all deserted the ship, and there
was nothing further to prevent our re-
tiring with "that tired feeling" which
seems to become so natural to everyone
upon starting out on a sea voyage.
The ladies and Julia went to their state
rooms, and we men "hung up" on the
benches in the cabin, or on our blank-
ets up on deck when the weather would
permit.

We had heavy seas and high winds
from the time we left the river and
how that little ship pitched and toss-
ed about was enough to make anybody
sea sick and even wish they were dead.
It was my fifth trip over and the first
time I have been in .the least sick. We
all had i tthis time sure, and as poor
little Julia would say, "Oh here it
comes." and "Well we all have to feed
the fish, don't we papa?" "Now give
me some more ham."

The first three days we all felt so
"tired" that we did not care to sit up.
eat or anything, just wanted to be let
severely alone. After that, however,
none of us were sick at all, and all
seemed to eat with "a coming appe-
tite," and the way we all made things
vanish was a surprise as well as a
seeming pleasure to the captain, after
our previous fast of three days.

By this time we struck a severe thun-
der storm, and the constant pitching
of the vessel was such a strain on the
machinery that it blew out the cylin-
der head of the high pressure engine.
Although we had not seen the sun for
two days then, our log showed that we
ought to have been within 175 miles of
our destination, but a heavy head wind
blowing and also the gulf stream
against us. We all went to work and
mnOe a. new cylinder heni out of wood
and by disconnecting the rods of the
high pressure engine we managed to
run the low pressure alone, but that
head only lasted a few moments, and
it gave out. Then they set to work to
makt another and better one, and
which worked so well that we were en-

abled to keep up steam and run along
at .") or G knots until we got back to
port again. Of course we did not know
how long it would last nor how long
the storm would continue. With rough
weather it was likely to go up at any
time, and then the pumps got out of or-

der and there was danger of her filling
un unless we could pump her out by
hand, so all decided that th best thing
we could do was to run over into the
track of the Royiil Mail line from Be-
lize, and headed our boat that way.
When we next got an observation of
the sun we found that the wind and
current had drifted us away off to the
northwest and instead of being in the

You understand by her
picking us up that we did not get
aboard her, nor did she furnish us with
any supplies simply threw us a haw-lon- g,

which we made fast to our boat,
er about one hundred and fifty yards

and that was as near as we could get
to her, and when we got into the river
past the jetties we let go the line and
run op to the wharf. 100 miles, under
our own steam, and with the modern
cylinder head still on.

As I said before, the women folks
have had enough for the present, and
have gone back up north. Mr. Mott
and myself are still here, but expect
to get off tomorrow on the same ship.
She had a thorough overhauling and
don't think we will be troubled with
any more break downs.
