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IS THIS A SCHEME?

MOTIVE OF THE SUDDEN rULFIL-MEN- T

OF EOIHSCHILD CONTBACT.

Charged that the Gold Syndicate Contract
was Closed so as to "Leave the Way Open

for Another Issue of Bonds and a New

English Grip on the United States Go-
vernmentlawyer Stetson, "".'resident

Cleveland's Lav ,rrtner, Knows all
About It but Just at this Time He is not
Talking.

"New York, July 2. The New York
"Mercury (silver) gives the following on
the syndicate's deal on the last bond
issue:

After the contract was signed, the
right was reserved to the treasury de-

partment, under the third section of the
compact, to substitute any bonds of the
United States bearing 3 per cent inter-
est, payable in gold. The president at
once communicated to congress the
terms of 'the contract, at the same time
asking for the passage of a law author-
izing the issue of 3 per cent gold bonds,
but the authority-wa- not given and
the contract went into full effect Feb-
ruary IS. Two days thereafter it was
announced, with much circumstantial-
ity, that the syndicate had then paid
into the treasury $32,558,137.30 gold for
the American half of the bonds.

Immediately upon the signing of the
contract there was an earnest desire on
the part of the American bankers and
capitalists to get in. Application was
made to the syndicate and the appli-
cants were let in. But under this stip-
ulation: AH who were admitted were
required to unite in a practical under-
writing of the issue of bonds. That is
to say, as one-ha- lf of the bonds were re-

served for Americans, as" these sub-
scribers were required to deposit with
the syndicate gold coin, not obtained
from the treasury ,to double the amount
of their subscriptions, which gold was
ito be placed under the absolute control
of Messrs, Morgan and Belmont, to be
used by them as they saw proper. The
subscriptions came from every quarter,
and it was stated by the syndicate that
they were so large that no more than
?,0 per cent could be awarded. The
bonds were offered in New York at 122'i
and in London at 227 por $1,000 bond,
equal, with exchange at $4,90, 111.23.

The subscribers agreed to the stipula-
tion of the syndicate, and, therefore,
these bankers were enabled promptly to
make full payment for the bonds imme-
diately after the closing of the books.

But the gold so paid did not go into
the treasury, though it was credited in
the treasury accounts, for as late as
June 21 $G,856,752.S4 gold was trans-fere- d

to the treasury from one or more
of the banks selected by the syndicate
as ithe depository of tneir money.

GOLD FROM EUROPE.
Immediately upon the signing of the

contract it was announced that 1,685,-00- 0

gold had been bought in London for
the syndicate, and on the 21st of Feb-
ruary they paid over to the treasury
143.10202 ounces of gold on foreign ac-- :

count.
Not all of the American bankers who

subscribed for the bonds paid in full
their quota of gold until some time in
May, and then the full amount due from
them was collected and then was turn-
ed over to the treasury on June S,
$10,440,462.70 and credited on foreign
bond account As at that time $14,545
972.67 had been imported there remain-
ed to be paid $7,562,702.13. The Cam-
pania arrived on Saturday of last week
with about $880,000 gold for the syndi-
cate, leaving $6,6S0,621.79 due, and this
amount was announced at the treas-
ury yesterday as having been paid,
thus closing the contract

But the terms of the agreement were
not literally complied with by this

payment, and it is inferred that either
the president or the secretary of the
treasury waived that proposition of the
contract which required that one-ha-lf

of the gold should be imported from
Europe. This however is a matter

which the administration will have to
explain to the people some day, and
most likely the explanation will hr e
to be made to Congress at the next
session.

The American subscribers to the bond
Issue who practically underwrote the
whole issue were admitted to partic-
ipation with the syndicate in the prof-It-s

of the contract, and, therefore they
were only too willing to submit to the
Exactions of these bankers. Not ouly
were these contributors admitted to
participation but the leading foreign
bankers in this city were invited to
Join, for it was evident that a contract
requiring the importation of 1,750,000
ounces of gold, with exchange likely to
rule at or near the gold exporting point
could not be fullfilled without the co-

operation of the other foreign bankers,
and these gentlemen agreed that they
would, so far as possible, prevent the
export of gold during the pendency of
the agreement

THE EXCHANGE MARKET.
On the announcement of the con-trac- t

exchange became unsettled and lower,
diielly because the plans of the sy"ii-cat- e

were not then disclosed. Soon
after, however, the market grew more
settled, and influenced by a natural re-
action rates advanced, and when the
first 1,000,000 gold was bought in Lon-
don for shipment to New York sterling
was a fraction below the gold export-
ing point, and consequently the im-
portation was made at a loss of fully
3 per cent per pound sterlling. But
the syndicate was then operating
against its credit in Europe, and tech
nically the shipment of gold was a mer--I
ehandise and not an exchange transac-
tion.

Then followed adroit maipulation of
the exchtange market in the direction
of higher prices for exchange, in order
that the syndicate bankers might sell
bills, drawn agains. their credit, at
ahe highest possible figures, so that
when they covered these draft1 their
profits would be enhanced. Gradually'
the rates for exchange moved upward,
and early in March they were at S4.S0M:
for sixty day and S4.90U; for sight But
though these figures were above the
normal gold exporting point no gold
was shipped because such was the con-
trol which the syndicate held of theEuropean markests that the price of
gold in London was uncertain, and,
moreover, if any banker h id desired to
fchip he could not have obtained full(weight coin for the purpose, for he

MANIPULATION OF MONEY.
After the sale of-- the American half

of the bonds- - to subscribers, a large part
of the proceeds, accruing after the de-
livery of the bonds on March 1, was
deposited in certain of the banks and
kept out of circulation, resulting in
an abnormal advance in the rates for
money on. call to 3Gi2 per cent. This,
to some extent, affected exchange by
enabling bankers generally to draw
bills in anticipation of covering later
on, and the proceeds of these bills were
loaned in the money market at fair
rates.

The desired object was soon accom-
plished, and eraly in May the syndi-
cate began the distribution of 40 per
cent, amounting to about $12,000,000. of
these legal tenders among the "partici-
pating" brinks, thus directly easing the
money ma-rke- t Then followed a call-
ing of the gold due from those of the
subscribers for the bonds who had not
deposited the full amount of the metal
at the time, and this and the transfer
og $10,440,462.70 June 7, and of the

on June 2L had more or less in-

fluence on the bank reserve, but the
rates for money were not affected.

This is the question which now na-
turally arises. It has until recently
been suspected that the contract would
Temain in full force at least until Oc-

tober 1, and that as the payments by
the syndicate on foreign account were
much in advance of their requirements,
and they would leisurely proceed to im-
port the gold necessary for the fulfill-
ment of their contract As neither
Messrs. Belmont nor Morgan will tell
why they have taken the action they
took yesterday, and as it is presumed
that the treasury officials and the parti-
cipating bankers, and Indeed all con-
cerned are indisposed to make any ex-
planation the public are left to conjec-
ture the motive.

One good guess that can be made is
that the syndicate contract has be"--

closed so as to leave the way open for
another issue of bonds.

By referring to the signatures of the
syndicate contract it will be seen that

Mr. Francis Lynde Stetson is one of the
witnesses. Mr. Stetson is a law partner
of the president, and Mr. Stetson doubt
less was aware of all the circumstances
which led up to the making of the con-
tract and also to all the unwritten
rments connected therewith. But Mr.
Stetson won't talk.

THE MOTIVE SUGGESTED.
Now, suppose that Mr. Morgan dis-

covered while he was in Europe that
there was a very great probability that
the $31,157,700 bends which had been
sold to Europeans, and which were re-

cently delivered, would speedily be re-
turned, and also that foreigners who
had bought other American securties
were indisposed longer to hold them,
and that thsse also would come back
back.

This discovery, if it were made, would
very naturally induce the Rothschild
branch of the syndicate to counsel a
termination of the contract, while it
could be terminated with glory to the
syndicate, with a view of being prepar-
ed to take hold of a new or n secret un-
derstanding of the old contract, and
thus keep control of the business of fur-
nishing gold to the government.

If this really is the scheme, how beau-
tifully it worked. The profits of the
syndicate have been enormous; the
banks and bankers who participated in
the contract have realized, of will re-

alize, a very large amount of money;
the foreign bankers certainly have lost
nothing by their adherence to the agree-
ment and one and all of them will be
only too glad to get into a new deal.

OLD FIDDLE TRACED

VALUABLE STBADIVABIU3 KNOW!

BY ITS SWEET EOUffDS.

Stolen from Its Besting: Place and aa Ama-

teur Detective In New York Volunteers
to Bant for It Bargains with a Sus-

pected Dealer for an Inarrament
Violin is Taken to the Young Man's

Borne where the Owner of the Fiddle is

Concealed Recognizes its Tone The
Dealer is Arrested.

New York, July 2. The examination
of Victor Fletcher, the instrument-deale- r

of No. 23 Union Square, who was
arrested last Wednesday on the charge
of having in his possesion the stolen
and long-missi- Stradivarius violin of
the late Prof. Bott, was called today be
fore Justice Simms in the Jefferson
Market police court, 'but was adjourned
until July 5. Assistant District Attor-
neys Allen and McNanus appeared for
the prosecution and for Mrs. Bott, the
slaimant of the instrument; while'Mr.
Palmer of Hoadly, Lauterback & John-
son acted for the accused man.

Before the hearing Mrs. Botts said:
"I knew our violin as soon as I heard it
played in the distance, and when I had
a chance to see it last Tuesday I recog-
nized it at once. There is no other fid-
dle like it. Its back is of one piece,
which is an unusual thing, and in the
inside there is a small bit of wood miss-
ing, which shows by reason of the light-
er color when you peer Inside. On an-
other part of the violin a small piece of
wood was once broken off by my hus-
band, and I had to glue it on after-
wards. The violin was in our posses-
sion for more than twenty years, and
was the chief treasure of our household
for all that time so that I could not
very well make a mistake. Long before
Prof. Bott acquired It even, he used to
get the permission of old Herr Baurath
Hausman, the friend of the Duke of
Cambridge, to whom this Stradivarius
originally belonged, to play on the in-

strument on the gala nights of the Han-
over Orchestra or the Royal Conserva-
tory, where my husband was director
and teacher. I should not have under-
taken this prosecution," added the old
German woman with tears In her eyes,
"if my husband had not been brought
to his death by this terrible affair, and
if he had not bequeathed the lost violin,
of which ne left a minute description in
his will, to our young son, who Is now
serving the colors in Germany. Never-
theless," she concluded reverently,
"Prof. Bott forgave all his enemies on
his death-be- d, although he shook his
head and frowned when I mentioned
Mr. Fletcher's name on the day before."

The hearing today was to have been
In a private room in the interior of the
old Jefferson Market building. At an
early hour the room began to be filled
with lawyers, witnesses and connos-seur- s.

Among the experts who had
come to testify for or against the genu-
ineness of the instrument were old
George Gemuendner and young August
Gemuendner; Remenyi, the Hungarian;
Albertini, the Spaniard: P. A. Josephs,
the Scotch maker; Leopold Lichtenberg,
the first teacher of the violin at the Na-
tional Conservatory; Henry Schradick,
of the Leoipsic Conservatory; John
Friedrich, an instrument maker in thiscity; Nahan Franko, the present leader
of the Casino orchestra; Carl Richter
Nicolai, the violinist, and many other
musicians and experts. When Justice
Simms saw the large number of wit-
nesses, indicating a long hearing,
which would probably have to be ad-
journed to next week, since there were
many other cases awaiting disposition,
he ordered the postponement

The story of the recovery of what is
believed to be the famous violin was
obtained from one of the friend of Mrs.
Bott, who was in court It proved to
be equal in interest to that of the loss
of the instrument last year, when two
men drove up to Prof. Botfs house and
in "his absence abstracted the fiddle
from a locked bureau drawer. It ap
pears tnat the arrest of Fletcher was
due almost entirely to the clever ruse

of an amateur detective, who was
moved to work on the case bv his
friendship for Assistant District Attor-
ney Allen and by his sympathy for old
Prof. Bott and his widow. This gen-
tleman. H. P. Durdan, who- - is an officer
of the Canadian Pacific railway, and an
accomplished musician, some six weeksago met Prof. Bott at No. 23 Gramercy
Park, the residence of Colonel Allen,
who has had charge of the case for
more than a year. Detective Spreprvnt?--

Vallely and Ivanhoe, the police detect-
ives who had been "put on" the robbery
when the complaint was first made,
had made so utter failure of their work,that the young man volunteered to dis-
cover the lost fiddle and bring the thief
to justice. From that time on he work-
ed incessantly on the case.

After a clue indicating that the vio-
lin had been recovered in Paris hadproved to be misleading. Mr. Durdanopened negotiations with Fletcher, to
whon suspicion had been first directedby his former friend, the old violinistFletcher, previous to this, had been
sued in the court of common pleas bv
Mi-- s Maud Powell, the violiniste. for
the recovery of $500 which she paid foran alleged Duiffoprugear violin that af-
terwards proved to be a modern instru-ment of almost worthless make. Judg-
ment for $4"'3. confirmed by the court ofappeals, was rendered against him.
Fletcher came into prominence again
when sued Nathan Franko. the violin-
ist, for defamation of character. The
violinist, who claimed Fletcher owed
him mony, confronted the instrument-deale- r

with three witnesses. Victor Her-be- r,

the 'cellist, Herr Oestreicher of Mr.
Thomas' orhestra, and Mr. Benedix. a
violinist of Herr Seidl's orchestra, all
of whom stated in court that they
wouid not believe Fletcher under oath:
and an instrument-make- r named
Tubbs, who now resides in Boston, tes-
tified in court, before the then Police
Justice Smith, that he had been employ-
ed by Fletcher for several vears in"aging" instruments. aVd had thusaged no less than two hundred violins,
changing them from worthless fiddles
to "oid" instruments of high price. Ac-
cording to the expert testimonv of

Gcorce Gemuendner & Josenhs. wpll- -
known instrument- - makers in this city,
this was done in so cunning and skill-
ful a manner that even experts were de-
ceived. Fletcher was sued bv a young
English 'cellist. J. Beresford'of Fox, a
relative of Lord Beresford in London,

whom Fletcher sold an alleged Strad-
ivarius 'cello for 550. The instrument
turned out to be a French 'cello of infer-
ior make, and the English musician
sued for the recovery of $2,740. where-
upon he was in turn sued for defama-
tion of character. This latter suit was
discontinued, while the former, upon
Mr. Fox's return to London, was settled
out of court Justice Lawrence dis-
charged Fletcher from custody on the
ground that the evidence was not suffi-
cient. Having ascertained Mr. Fletch-
er's part in these various transactions,
the amateur detective opened negotia-
tions with .the dealer for the purchase
of a Stradivarius violin. Owing to the
dealer's professed inability to procure
the desired instrument in a short tima.
the negotiations remained open until
the death of Prof. Bott On that same
day the instrument-deale- r, it is said,
sought ont Mr. Durdan. telling him

At the instance of Colonel Allen. Mrs.

Upon a
promise to sell the fiddle for 53,500 he
finally consented to take it to the young
man's rooms, in the house where Assist-
ant District Attorney Allen resides. On
Tuesday of this week he went with the
violin and was induced to play on it.
while the would-b- e purchaser accom-
panied him on the piano. "When the
first notes of "The English Serenade"
had been intoned, Mrs. Bott. who to-

gether with Assistnt District Attorney
Allen was concealed in the rear room,
exclaimed: "Das ist unsere Geige"
That is our instrument! Later, th

young man obtained permission to play
on the violin himself, but the dealer, e
it is said, insisted that all the windows
and doors should be closed. Mr. Dur-
dan did so. but when he had finished h"
turned to another person who came into
the room by appointment, saying
""Wnat do you think of that for a 55,300
fiddle?" and with the further exclama-
tion: "I must show this fiddle to the old
gent and get some cigars." ho quickly
stepped into the rear room with the fid-
dle, closing the door behind him.

"When Mrs. Bott saw the violin she
nearly fainted for joy. Eagerly seizing
it with both hands, she quickly poinW
out the similar points of her husband's
fiddle In such a manner as to carry con-
viction to the minds o Colonel Allen
and Mr. Durdan. The young man thon
returned to Fletcher with the instru-
ment and a box of cigars, while de-
tectives who were waiting outsde in
Gramercy Park, by a preconcerted sig-
nal, were informed of the outcome of
the test.

"With another pretext postponing th- -

purchase of the instrument to another
day, Fletcher was dismissed. Five
minutes afterwards Detective Ser-
geants Von Gerichte-- i and Reilly arrest-
ed him on Fourth Avenue, without a
warrant, on the charge of carrying
stolen goods. Fletcher flew into a rAg".
and demanded to see the warrant, but,
despite- - his protests, was taken to poic
headquarters whence he was escorted
to the-- Jefferson Market police court on
the following day. Tb question of his
"unwarranted" arrest was there arjru-- d

at length, but Justice Simms ruled that
the bearer cf presumably stolen prop-
erty could be arrested without a war-
rant, and the indhmaot dealer was ac-
cordingly held In Si5M bail.
