"Love" and "obey" have been di-

The new woman
proposes to love, and just as hard as
the old woman, but not necessarily
her husband. As for obeying she will
obey nobody.

The Rev. Thomas Dixon of New
York, in the Academy of Music, last
Sunday, announced that he was done
with the word "obey" so far as the
woman is concerned, for all the e.

He gave it as his experience,
and from observation, that no woman
ever thoroughly in spirit obeyed any
man. The apostle Paul in advising
women to obey their husbands advised
the men to have nothing to do with
women. Obedience, Mr. Dixon held
to be an all round relic of barbarism
and that all divorce laws are based
on the principle of the inferiority of
the woman, which principle is a mere
primitive presumption.

"When a woman agrees to obey she
acknowledges to a moral and a men-ti- ll

inferiority. She should not for she
is not As a rule a woman's judgment
is something higher and nobler than
man's. Her subconsience, that is her
subjective soul, or the findings of that
within her Avhich we denominate
woman's intuition, are purer than the
deductions of man's coar&er objective
reason.

There is much light made of the new
woman. The majority seem uncon-
vinced of her entirety. Half of the"
world view her as a myth or as a joke
at most But the "new woman" is
here in real ernest, not of her own
motion but by the environment of de-

velopment She is a survival of con-

ditions, and being, therefore, the fit-

test, Is here to stay. She is in our
homes, in our commercial life and the
"wheel" will soon roll her into our
trousers. In short she is ours, or
what seems more likely, we are hers.
The sovereign power of her gentleness
is resolved into ninnyism. Soft bodies
will not so soon give place to muscular
outlines, but her external smoothness
is no longer indicative of her heart
Its mild fiexibleness is already stern,
obdurate, remorseless beneath her gen-
tlest smile. "Woo who will, but the
time to sue is at hand. Men will not
"give like gods" but render as slaves.
The future standard of virtue will be
a single one, to which woman will de-

scend but to which man must come up.
She will in ceasing to be an extreme
become medium and common. Instead
of being ever a delightful contradic-
tion, she will be an obdurate fact
Whatever God and nature may have
originally made her, man and condi-
tions have changed Iter into that which
she is even now showing herself to be.
It will not be hereafter tea and tattle
for her and whiskey and cigars for
him, but whatever he asks she will de-

mand. As Mother Eve, in passing
over the apple, dished up a lot of law
and gospel to Adam; so the new woman
will no longer plead her frail and de-

fenceless sex but swipe this old man
one where he lives. His domestic
slave will become his cnual foe. if
there is to be any foe in the business,
and a furious one. Instead of weaken-
ing him with the gentleness of an
April shower of tears, she will wipe
him off the earth with the vehemence
and vigor of a combined cyclone and
twister. It is therefore wisdom to
say that the new woman is all right
as it will bo in the near future dan-

HE IS A FOOL.

Any explanation of the system
whereby Wall street is enabled to con-
trol the volume of money of the entire
country, including the surpluses of the
national treasury and to direct finan-
cial legislation would be lost on such
a one. But he ought to be able to
understand the fact that there is not
a community large or small, city or
town, little or big, that does not keep
a deposit in Now York. Every bank
from the Atlantic to the Pacific must,
under our present system be prepared
to draw on New York at a moments
notice. Everyone of them do it every
day. Thee banks can't draw against
uotliiug. They must have a credit
with their New York corespondent,
which credit is cash money. New
York does not do business on its cap-
ital. Its business so immense a to
be almost immeasurable is done on
capital and credit furnished by the
banks of New York, which eapiml ami
credit is largely the money of all the
people of all the states in the Union.

The money of Wall street controls
everything, even to the price of the
loaf you eat or the clothes you wear.
For instance the market reports of yes-
terday announced that the price of
wheat declined because of the an-
nouncement on Wall street of another
gold shipment The supply of and de-ma-

for wheat had notl-im- : to do with
the decline in its price day before yes-
terday. It was simply a matter of
money, of single standard gold, which
was going to be shipped.

The farmer, the producer or the man
who nnibt eat bread made from wheat
by the sweat of his brow is blind to his
own interest if he doi- - not fi-- ht a
system that makes gold Miprior to
the laws of nature and of nature's
God.

PEOPLE AND NOT POLITICIAN S--

the classes always ami persistently
wrong. The independence of the coun-

try was gained by the common peo-

ple. While they fought under chosen
leaders the classes of New York City,
as now, plotted contnuailly to aid the
foreign enemy. Trust the people.

They are the bulwark of all that is
worth having or striving for. Ujon
the other hand the wealthy class are
ever monopolizing privileges and seek-
ing to draw distinctions' between them-
selves and the people. The hope of
the Republic is in the common people,
however elevated the nose or mean
the sneer of him who seeks to rule
by money. If the cause of the people
of this country, if their liberties are
ever lost it will be through the power
of wealth in the hands of those who
acquired it from those who created
it Only that statesmanship is sound
and eduring which places entire confi-
dence in the intelligence and honesty
of the people.

PRODUCTION OF HONEY METALS.

Acording to the figures given out a
few day ago by the director of the
mint, Mr. Preston, the total production
of money metals throughout the world
in the year 1S04 was Oo.OOlJOO. As
his estimates do not claim to take in
every nook and corner of our earth,
or to be exact, the total may be set
down as four hundred millions. His
estimate by nations is now at hand, and
is well worthy of critical analysis.
First of all, we give a table of the
European countries. Mr. Preston
does not separate and group them,
but he furnishes the data for so doing.
This table is as follows:

But litis table, standing alone, would
be very misleading. Two of these
countries, Russia and Turkey, are
partly in Asia and partly in Euorpe.
So far as conerns Turkey its produc-
tion of both metals is too insignificant
to be an appreciable fator, and the
same is true of Russia in the matter
of silver. But nearly all the gold in
the foregoing list comes from Russia,
and from Siberia, which is in Asia.
Territorially Europe does not produce
any gold, hardly, only about five mil-
lions. But the product of Russia in
Asia goes all the same to swell the
gold reserves of what is really one of
the great powers of Europe. With
these points of explanation the fore-
going- table speaks for itself.

Leaving out Russia and Turkey the
money metal prodncts of Asia, so far
as reported, are insiguifiant Four
countries figure in the gold list, one
only in the silver, that one, Japan,
figuring in both. It is not worth while
to tabulate these. The four, with their
gold products, are China, $0,01-- 1 ,000;
British India, $3,OSG,000; Corea, ?4C7,-20-

Japan, to the latter add
H,o29,700 silver, and we have the

grand total for Asia, outside of the
two countries which are iartly in Eu-
rope and partly in Asia. These figures
foot up, gold, $10,057,900, or adding the
silver of Japan, $13,4S7,C00. The total
amount for Europe and Asia is $71,554,-GO-

There are no details given for Africa,
but the total is $40,340,000 gold and
no silver at all, something more than
the total gold of the two other conti-
nents of the Old World. The total of
money metals for the three continents
comprised iu the Old World is $107,- -
000,000, out of a grand total of the

mueh more than one-quart- The
great bulk of this product of three
continents comes from regions wholly
unknown to the ancient world.

Perhaps the most remarkable item in
the entire table is this entry under the
head of silver: "Australia. $23,oG7,-700.- "

This is more than half as much
as the gold of the same group,

It is the fourth i l magnitude.
The United States leads in silver pro-
duction, $04,000,000, followed closely
by Mexio, $G0,S17,000. Xo other oun-tri-

at all compares these two.
Then comes r.olivia, 2$,444,4vQ, only
about live millions ahead of Australia.
These are the big four of all
countries unknown to the ancient or
medieval world. In the production of
gold there are three countries uearly
ncck and neck in the race, Africa. Aus-
tralasia, and the United States,
name them in their order, but talcing
both money metals together this coun-
try leads by a long distance all the
other lands, and is clearly ordained in j

RUMORS.

known military movement unknown to
the world. While Iiussian's eastern
frontier reaches the Orient, and one
beyond the Volsa and her interests are
known still this, an ase of the tele-
graphs, of lishtnimr and fcteam. and
great armies are not masked iu secret.
However, shouid the unexpected prove
true the reported Kusian movement
would be the commencement of war

a grand scale. Uussia, hitherto
impregnable oa Its eastern frontier,
would be attacked on that point by the
capable naval and mihtary forces of
Japan, while the allied forces of Ens-lan- d.

Germany, Italy, and probably
Austria would threaten its western and
southw estera bonis.

Japan Is a new factor in the Euro-
pean Asiatic problem. And it is a
fator, apparently, more minatory
Russia than to any other of the great
powers that until recently have been
onsidered as dominant.
