clear, explicit manner, and bore every
Impress of the truth c nd was corrobor-
ated in every particular by other wit-
nesses. From her testimony it would
soem that Sheriff Dc Ford's diagnosis
of (he casA is the correct one. and that
old man Christian. Tullis "Welsh, "W. H.
Carr and Hank Watts are certainly
mixed up in the jaiL delivery of the
Christians and Casey.

She testified that on FrFday. June 21,

she was in the jail and it was men ar-
ranged that Tullis "Welsh -- vas to bring
her a revolver in a day or two, which
she was to hand to Louie Miller, who
would take it into the jail and give it
to r.ob Christian. "Welsh came to her
room at the Commercial hotel on Mon-da- v,

June 24. and left a revolver with
her She carried it under her cloak up
the street and tried to see Millar. She
could not find him and took the gun in-

to the jail herself, delivering it to Bob
Christian. Klu identified the gun.

which was the one taken from the hand
of Jim Casey as he lay dad in the
buggy on the day of the delivery. It
was further identified as a gun which
had formely belonged to Tullis "Welsh.

She told the story straight and every
point was brought out clear.

she did not
contradict herself a particle and it was
evident to that she was telling the
truth.

One other fact brought out was that
she met Carr at old man Christian's
nnd he told her he was greatly pleased
that she had taken the gun into the
jail. Also that Christian, Sen., had
told her that he had given Johnny
Fessender and Johnny Reeves three re-
volvers and four AVinchesters and sent
them to the boys in jail.

Maud Fickle, alias O'llaran. corrob-
orated Jessie's testimony about Welsh,

and Hank "Watts calling at
the Commercial hotel and conferring
with Jessie.

Georpre MeCrnncr told about Jessie
being at his house, just as testified,
and other witnesses corroborated her
on other points.

On the showing made, Tullis "Welsh
was held to the grind jury without
bail and remanded to jail.

Pitiful Talc of Tragedy in a Kich Family

in New York.
New York. July SI. The suicide of

Lily Low in Xew York has opened the
doors of another family skeleton closet
and unearthed a sensation which has
set all New York agog. She was the
daughter of James Lw, Jr., at one
time connected with the well-know- n

dry goods firm of Low & Co. For
fnr-- om-tf- i hot .'.. Jtuio tiie skeleton has 'been
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Twenty-fiv- e years ago her father fell
in love in Paris with a Frenchwoman,
supposing her to be unmarried. He
soon discovered that she had a hus-
band, but continued to live with
"L mire mm six ciiuureii. live
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One of them she drowned in a tub of
freezing water and another she suffo-
cated with cologne. Lily's life was
spared for some unknown reason.
When Low discovered the criminality
of the woman he left her, and taking
his daughter with him he returned to
this country. He remained here a few
years and then went back to France.
He discovered that the woman had
taken up with another man, by whom
she had children. She was in a desti-
tute condition, but he cameback again
to America without helping her and
brought Lily with him. They went to
live with a Miss Hanson in New York
City, with whom the girl became a
close friend. The father did not ap-
prove of the friendship and changed
his residence. Shortly afterward he
had the grip, and while sick the daugh-
ter disappeared. Low charged Miss
Hanson with having enticed her away.
Nothing was heard of her until the-othe-r

day, when the dead body of thepoor girl was found at Washington
Heights, showing evidences of suicide.

The father of the girl has been ostra
cized by the other members of thewealthy and respectable family to
which he belonged, and a letter which
Lily wrote to her father on the eve of
her suicide, if it be correct in its state-
ments, sufficiently justifies them. In
this letter she says that from the firstday she came into the world "life has
been a burden and constant struggle
with sickness and misfortune." She re-
called the way in which she was neg-
lected as a child and her dreadful ill-
ness in consequence of it; the effort of
her unnatural mother to strangle her
with a nectie; the quarrels between
him and his mistress in Taris and his
effort upon one occasion to kill the lat-
ter; and the cruel tortures and punish-
ments inflicted upon herself by both
of them. Sne reminds him that in
March last after she had been severely
ill he dragged her by the hair across
the floor, brutally kicked her about the
neaci and liody. and told her he had
disinherited her. Thereupon she left
him and went to live with Miss Han-
son. She says "it would be the hap-
piest dream of hope I have ever had if

knew I could stay with her as long asI live." She did not stay long. Shesuddenly disappeared, and the nextchapter in her mysterious case was thefinding of her dead body.
he question now puzzling the au-

thorities is whether the unfortunategirl committed suicide after being
ruined, as charged by the father, or
was murdered. Three or four partiesare under arrest upon suspicion ofguilty knowledge, if not complicity, inher taking off. The onlv thing known
with certainty is that the poor girl is
dead and at rest. The other members
of the family would not allow her to be
buried in the family lot where theirmother lies. Of this Lily's fathermakes no complaint and discloses more
of the family misery in the following
declaration:

ful place by my brother Joseph andOliver Harrimau. and sooner than lieby my brother's side I'd be put intothe sea. I don't care who knows itmy eldest brother John nnd mvselfnave oeen lorceu out of our places inthe family and treated like paupers
They have threatened, as I know tocut off my allowance ar.d leave me tostarve. Well, if they want to do itthey can. I don't care. It doesn't mat-ter what becomes of me now. The truthmust go forth to the world.

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TELLS OF HORRORS

ULTiU', THE IMPOEIA PR0HD3I-J10SIS-

ACTUALLY SHOCKED.

Itclates His Awful Experiences In Leaven-
worth, where He Sees the Saloons Wide
Open, the Brothels Banning in Fall
Hlast and a Drunken Man on the Sid-
ewalkSlurs the Old Soldiers and Blasts
the Town in the Most Outlandish Fashio-

n-It Is Said His Trip there will Fall
Flat.

Topeka, Kan., July 31. (Special.) All
the talk here is over the threatening
row in Leavenworth. The opinion most
generally entertained is that nothing
will be done; that the present police
commission at Leavenworth will be al-
lowed to remain and the Emporia man.
Culver, who went up to Leavenworth
to stir up the row, will have to subside.

Culver of Emporia returned to Topeka
yesterday from his trip of investigation
to Leavenworth, made at the suggest- -

tion of the prohibition executive com-
mittee. He went ostensibly to discover
exactly the situation as to the present
and prospective enforcement of the pro-
hibitory law. He interviewed a great
number of citizens and business men,
preached morning and evening Sunday
at the First M. E. church and Monday
evening held a temperansce meeting at
Chickering hall. The result of his in-
vestigation he embodied in a report
which was made yesterday to the State
Temperance union, and at his own re-
quest, to Governor Morrill also.

To a reporter for the Capital yester-
day Judge Culver said that he arrived
at Leavenworth Saturday evening at
About 6 o'clock and at once sent a no-
tice of his arrival and of the proposed
Monday meeting to the Times, offer-
ing to pay for the insertion. The
Times refused to publish it, giving as a
reason that the announcement of the
meeting would cause a boycott of the
paper. "On Saturday night," said the
judge, "I visited fifty-tw- o open saloons,
two wholesale, and fifty retail, wider
open than I ever saw them in Chicago or
New York or any other city on this con-
tinent. There were sixteen brothels,
full of women, doors and windows open,
with all kinds of declarations at the
door and otherwise. Soldiers from the
fort and veterans from the Home seem-
ed to be the chief patrons of both the
saloons and the brothels on Saturday
night.

un unoctaw street round a man t Ej
jymg on tne pavement, apparently dead.
His face seemed to be covered with
blood, but a man ran out of one of the
saloons and says, 'He is not dead; he
has not been murdered,' and rubbed
his hand over his face: 'That is made
by the electric light reflected from the
leaves of the trees.' We went to the
police headquarters and reported him.
and they answered that they guessed
that was the man they had just brought
in. They had gotten him in before we
got there.

"Sitting in front of the National hotel
on Sunday night, I saw one man so
drunk that he could not be awakened,
nnd another man nearly as drunk as
he trying to take care of him. There
were fifteen places where, while front
doors were closed on Sunday night,
there were side entrances where the
light shone out on the sidewalk nnd
could be found without any difficulty.
The largest number of persons I saw
congregated at one bar in the city of
Leavenworth while I was there, I saw
at the National hotel, where I counted
eighteen persons standing, and seven or
eight sitting who seemed to be in the
cdt of drinking. Both the wholesale
anfl retail places were as wide open as
they could be. There was no effort to
conceal anything. Even the screens in
many places were not before the doors,
and the glasses and the liquors in bot-
tles were arranged as they are in all
well regulated saloons.

"I will offer to say that what I saw
in Leavenworth exceeds anything that
I have ever seen in all the years of my
lite.

"Now, with regard to my meeting on
Monday night. The Standard of yes-
terday evening requested all good peo-
ple to stay away from the meeting.
We advertised it by dodgers over all
parts of the city. There were several
there; as nearly as I could judge be-
tween 2o0 and 200 persons, representing
some of the best, and I think largely
the very best people of the city. There
were some saloon men there, a few. I
can not tell bow many. "We had a very
interesting meeting, and the people
seemed to be anxious to know what they
could do. A great number of them ex-
pressed a hope that the governor would
come to their rescue and help them atthis time.
