Chicago, Aug. 1. Xo new develop-
ments were made in the Holmes case
today and the police admit that they
tire nbout at the end of their rope, with-
out a particleof tangible evidence on
which Holmes can be charged with
murder.

A. number of small clues were worked
on during the day but none of them de-
veloped anything.

Dozens of promising citizens have
been carefully investigated, witness
after witness who was confidently ex-
pected to "tell all" has been examined
without result and at last the detec-
tives are forced to acknowledge them-
selves defeated so far as proof of guilt
Is concerned. Inspector Fitzpa trick
concluded his statement with these
words: "We have no evidence that
would oven cause an indictment againslt
any of the men under suspicions if it
Were presented to a grand jury'-- "Lawyer Capps left this city tonight
for Little Rock, where he will interview
the convict, Allen, and then confer with
the governor as to the ad isibility of a
pasrdon for the nran, if he finds that Al-Jp- n

has any real knowledge of the do-
ings of Holmes.

LOOKING FO RMINNIE.
The officers at Englewood continued

the attempt to trace the missing Will-
iams girls today. Of Annie but little
Is known, and Minnie has been traced
to June, 1S93. Letter were found show
ing that she, was In the confidence of
Holmes and was supposed by people
living at a distance to be a man and a
partner of Holmes. A letter from F.

Randall of Aurora teferred to a deal
in which Holmes and Minnie Williams
were interested. The effects of the
Quinlan's were searched but nothing
found.

HOLMES' DRUG CLERK.
Four witnesses were examined by

Inspector Fitzpatrlck this evening. The
most important of them u.is a man
named Erickson who is at the present
time employed as a drug clerk on the
"West Side. He told the officials that he
was at one time employed in the "cas-
tle" drup: store. He knew Holmes well
and said he always considered him very
peculiar.

"Why?" asked Inspector Fitzpat-ric-k.

"Well," replied Erickson, "he al-
ways wanted so much chloroform.
During the time I was there, it was on-

ly a few months, I sometimes sold this
drug to him nine or ten times a week
and each time it was in large quanti-
ties. 1 asked him what he used it for,
on several occasions, but he gave me
very unsatisfactory answers. At last
1 refused to let him. have any more un-
til he told me, as I protended that I
was afraid that he was not using- it for
any proper purpose. He then told me
that he was making some experiments
and the follow day showed me a bot-
tle containing a yellow fluid. He had
another bottle with a white liquid in it,
and when he mixed the two a heavy
vapor arose to which he set lire. He
also told me that the gas was poison-
ous. Sometime after when he got more
chloroform 1 asked him if his exieri-men- ts

were nearly completed and then
ho SRid he was not making any more
experiments; 1 could never make him
out." ,-

Greensburg. Ind.. Aug. 1. Facts have

developed here which mak-- the "im-

position very strong that Harry Wal- -

ker, who mysteriously disappeared two
years ago, became another victim of
H. H. Holmes. Walker was about 23
years old when he came to this city
from the old country, three years ago.
His trade was that of a jeweler. He
was a good workman, commanding a
fair salary. He traveled a great deal,
often going to Indionapolis and Chica-
go to spend his Sundays.

Tt was on one of these trips that he
first met Holmes. He was sitting in
the Union station at Indianapolis when
a well dressed gentleman stepped up to
him and introduced himself as H. H.
Holmes.. He said he was waiting for
the Chicago train and the two were
60on in conversation. Holmes said he
was a real estate dealer and had con-
siderable property of his own in Chi-
cago to look after. He was desirous
of employing a secretary and offered
"Walker a large salary to fill the posi-
tion. "Walker stated that he was un-
der obligations to his employer and
would not leave him without his con-
sent. Upon returning he spoke to his
employer about the matter and was
anxious to accept the offer. Mr. Tillson,
his employer thought It was some queer
scheme and acting upon 'his advise
'Walker abandoned the idea. About
three weeks afterwards Holmes came
to the city and registered at the hotel
De Armand as Waldo Bunkhorn, India-
napolis. He inquired for aWIker and
they had a long talk together and drov
about over the city and out into the
country a distance. Holmes offered
to increase his proposition If Walker
would j?o to Chicago with him and as-
sured Walker that he would enjoy liv-
ing there.

INSURED HIM, OF COURSE.
He also induced Walker to have his

life insured for $15,000 and he promised
to pay all dues, and in case Walker
died he would give SI 0,000 of the money
to his sister in Pensylvania according
to a signed contract.

Walker left the city shortly after and
went to Eatesville where he engaged
in the jewelry business. He had not

een there long, however, when he
mysteriously disappeared. Holmes was

j seen with him the day before, but noth
ing was thought about tne matter.

In about ten days the proprietor of
the hotel at which he boarded received
the following letter:

Chicago, Nov. 7, 1S93.
Mr. Rolphes: I am a secretary for
r' IJIme' w&owas down to see me

the other day. He will pay me $1,00 a
year, which Is more than I could make
in Ratesville or Greensburg either. I
will be down in a few days and settle.

(Signed) HARRY WALKER.
A month passed and he was not heard

from. Letters which were written to
him were not answered. Finally Mr.
Rolphes went to Chicago but could not
find any trace of either Walker or Mr.
Holmes. He returned and waited for
another month and as Walker did not
"return or write the small stock of cheap
jewelry was sold to pay his bills.

Considerable excitement is manifest-
ed over the matter and there seems to
be no doubt but that he was a victim
of Holmes, who undoubtedly received
the $13,000 insurance on Walker's life.

Apple Shippers Say tho Government Crop
Report is Away OiT.

Chicago, August L At the annual
meeting of the National Apple Ship-
pers' association, with delegates pres-
ent representing all the apple grow-
ing states from Maine to Colorado, to-

day it was announced that the July rt

of the department of agriculture,
indicating a short apple crop, is en-
tirely incorrect and misleading. Local
information in their possession shows
that in New England the crop is one
of reasonable proportions and in New-Yor-

while litrht in some districts, the
aggiegate exceeds last year's both in '

quantity and quality. West of the Al-
legheny mountains the crop is declared
the largest grown in any recent year
and much larger and of better quality
than that of last year, the only excep-
tion beimr in limited districts in Ohio
and Michigan and in Wisconsin and
Minnesota. Those in attendance at
the meeting unite in declaring the out-
look to b for the larcest aggregate
crop, of the best quality in recent
years.

BLAMES THE BANKERS DOLLAR.

President of a Smashed .Manufactory Com-
pares Two Standards.

Cincinnati, Aug. 1. The Standard
"Wagon company today assigned to Ed-
ward Richtie. Asests, $300,000; liabili-
ties. 5400,000. The failure created a stir
as it was considered by some heavier
than $400,000 in liabilities. Several years
ago an assignment was made by the
company and after considerable litiga-
tion 'the assignment was raised. At the
time c--f (raising the assignment the lia-
bilities were $900,000. Since then the
debt has been reduced about $500,000.
It has been doing a good business re-
cently but its credit has not been very
good since the assignment years ago,
and it was unable to raise money on the
only available assets it had.

The Davis Carriage company which
is virtually a part of the Standard Wa-
gon company has also assigned to Ed-
ward Richtie, the assignee of the Stand-
ard Wagon company, with assets of
$130,000 and liabilities of $300,000. It is
stated that the Standard Wagon com-
pany lost $175,000 hy its purchase of the
Davis Carriage company a little over a
year ago. President Burrows of the
Standard company In speaking of the
causes of the assignment, said: "While
our mercantile creditors were gener-
ous, our bank creditors were not," and
he adds: "The banker's dollar has in
its purchasing power almost double in
value while the manufacturer's and
business man's dollar, invested in build-
ings, machinery and merchandise, is re-
duced fully 60 per cent."

AS BIG AS NORTH AMERICA.
Norwegian Explorer Thinks There is

Great Antarctic Continent.
London, Eng., Aug. 1. Previous to

the decision being arrived at today to
hold the next session of the Interna-
tional geopraphical congress In Berlin,
the Norweigan explorer, Borchgrevimk
concluded his account of the voage
which he made to the Antarctic refrfon
and said he believed there existed In
the extreme south a great continent
having an area of about 8,000,000 miles
and containing many animals unknown
to the southern hemisphere. In con-
clusion he said the time was now ripe
for an expedition to the Antarcitc re-
gions.

The congress passed resolutions to
the effect that explorations of the Ant-
arctic regions formed th greatest of
the work still to be undertaken and
that in view of the addition of know-
ledge to every branch of sc. ice which
would result from such explorations.

The Calrniehill was towed out
in the stream where aftr a stubborn
fight by the men on board and by the
two fire boats, the flames were extin-
guished.
