LOST CENTURIES AGO.

Speculations as to tho Fate of Sir WaltCP
KalcigU'8 Colony.

One of the most romantic legends of
American history is that connected
with the name of Virginia Dare, tho
ifirst white child of English descent
horn on American soil, and the colony
of which her parents were members.
The colony was sent from England by
Sir Walter Raleigh in 13S7. and landed
on Roanoke island under Gov. John
"White, who soon went back to England
for supplies, and though he had left'
his own family on the island, did not
jrome back for three years. When he
came back the colony had disappeared,
thongh there was no evidence that

been tho victim of violence or
ifaminc. It had simply moved, and had
indicated where it had gone. Gov.

White seems to have been singularly
(indifferent to the fate of his family,
whoso place of refuge he seems to have
known, and he did not prosecute any
search for them in person, though Sir
Walter Raleigh sent five unsuccessful
expeditions to find the colony.

In the Magazine
Prances Jones Melton gives the reasons
for maintaining tliat the descendants
iof the lost colony have been found in
,the Croatans, on Lumber river, a mixed,
.people of English and Indian descent,,
rwho bear English names, and many of
whom have the gray eyes, fair complex-
ion and blonde hair of the Anglo-Saxo- n.

In the reconstruction period the name
iof Henry Bell Lowrie was very famil-
iar. He was classed as an author, and
Kvas prosecuted and persecuted by tho
authorities of tho reconstructed state,
ito whom everybody not of mixed white
blood was a negro. This classification
iwas vigorously resented by Lowrie and
Jiis people, who are proud of their

and have kept themselves distinct,
ifrom whites, negroes and Indians alike.
.Miss Melton gives a very interesting
(account of these peculiar people, and
the evidence she summarizes makes a
strong support for her claims that they
inro the descendants of Sir Walter's lost
Jcolony.

THAT TERRIBLE SPARROW,

lie X Not Quito So Black Ha Is
Tainted.

' Perhaps tho strongest argument
against the sparrow is that ho drives;
!away the song birds. In certain cases
(that fe possibly true. When the coming
jof song birds is encouraged by tho
Ibuilding of boxes for them to nest in
the sparrow is quito prone to oust tho
song birds and to take possession of the
.boxes. If he finds a tree to be particu-
larly convenient he takes possession of
tthat, and so it is unfortunately true
that some, of our native songsters are
rarer than they used to be.

Unfortunately, however, says Our
Animal Friends, the sparrow is the
(least of the enemies of our song bird9.
The "bobolink has become rare in New
England, but it is the mowing machine
land the early cutting of hay, not tho
sparrow, that has driven him away, and
elsewhere it is to the small boy "and to
jthe purveyor of the restaurant, who go
tout to kill anything and everything
that has got wings, that we owe tho
'disappearance of our soug birds much
more than to the sparrow.

In Europe song birds and sparrows
thrive together, and for one song bird
(that is native tothe United States there
,aro at least ten or twent3' that are
abundant in Europe. In the United)
States wo liave few song birds, and
they ought to bo protected against all
enemies, even the sparrow, but in
Europe the larks, the finches, and the
jnightingales Fmdno difficulty in living
in the neighborhood of tho sparrow,
and in this country, if wo would take
1away the gun from the small boy and
put the purveyor of the restaurant in
jail, it is probable that our song birds
'would flourish quite well in spite of
the sparrow.

PATCHING DOGS IN OKLAHOMA.

Bow the Teople Deal with Curs Tliat
Hare Forfeited All Klghts.

Down in Oklahoma they have many
queer ways and queer things. The way
they dispose of outlaw dogs, say3 the
Kansas City Star, would cause a citizen
of Kansas City, who is used to tho com-
paratively peaceful ways of the dog
icatchcr and his wire nooso and pro-
fanity, a shock. They have neither
wagon nor noose in Oklahoma cities,
but they havo few stray cur3 which
have forfeited their right to live be-
cause they have no master. Not long
ago a Kansas City man stood on one of
tho principal streets of a bustling town,
looking up and down and figuring on
the tablet of his mind a future groat
city, when up the street he heard the
report of a gun and saw a crowd of
people rim in every direction. "Ah!"
ho thought, "a tragedy. What luck."
For your ordinary peaceful eitizen likes
nothing better than tho stimulus of a
shock of that kind when in a country
with a reputation for desperate deeds
and men. Stand in the street was a
small man holding a smoking shotgun,
and writhing upon the ground was a
big ellow dog. Another shot and the
dog was dead. Then the crowd
swarmed in and the man with the gun
wormed his way out followed b a
crowd of adoring small boys. It was
the city dog catcher. No noose and
long torture for dogs in that town.
The city executioner just loads, up his
gun and goes out and cancels a dog or
two. and then collects a salary from the
town.

One curiosity of coastwise naviga-
tion in the Gulf of Mexico used to be
Grant's passage on the inside route
from Mobile to Tensaeola. The inside
voyage is made by crooked way of
waterways separated from the open
gulf by narrow banks of sand. A man
named Grant straightened a part of the
passage by digging a canal to give deep
water at a point where a wide detour
used to be necessary. lie set up a
little lighthouse to aid navigators, and
then charged toll upon all vessels pass-
ing through. The passage was of some
importance during tho period when
north and south were fijrhtinc over the
defenses about Peasacola.

WHEAT ONE USES

The Average Amount Allotted to
Each Individual Per Annum.

Estimates Based Upon Crop Yield, Ex-

ports and Population for a Period
of Twenty-Tw-o Tears A

Close Calculation.

The average annual consumption of

wheat per capita in the United States
has been officially estimated at 4.67

bushels, and this quantity was used for
'several years in the compilation of
.statements by tho agricultural bureau
"at Washington. The disagreement in
recent years between the quantities of

wheat on hand and what they would
'have been if this estimate and thosefor
(crop production were correct has in-

vited a reexamination of the data.
This, says the Chicago Tribune, has
been undertaken by Mr. B. II. Snow,
who reviewed all the official figures
available for the determination of the
quantity consumed. lie has tabulated
the returns of aetual food consumption
in 1,694 families, representing S.22G in-

dividuals of stated ages, and working
at various employments in twenty-fou- r

states, and the results are com
pared with the census statistics of Hour
production and export, taking 43)4

pounds of flour as tho average product
from a bushel of wheat. He definitely
adopts 4.77 bushels of wheat as the

annual consumption per capita,
'which for a population of 70,000,000

persons would give an aggregate an
,mial food consumption of 334,000,000

.bushels of wheat.
' To this must be added the volume of
exports in wheat and flour and the
quantity used for seed, which varies
'with the breadth sown. If an allow-

ance of 50,000,000 be made for the latter
and 10,000,000 for consumption as paste,
etc, these, with the food consumption,
twill make 400,000,000 bushels to be sub-

tracted from tho total crop yield, the
remainder being the export surplus,
without taking into account any wheat
that is used for tho feeding of livo
'stock and poultry, of which a great
amount is said to have been done from
the crop of 1804. But 400,000,000 di-

vided by 70,000,000 gives a unit con-

sumption of about 5.7 bushels for all
domestic purposes, and this result is
nearly half a bushel per capita mora
than the 5.211 bushels which was stated
a few years ago to have been deduced
from a close comparison of reported
crop yield, exports and population
through a scries of twenty-tw- o years.

This difference is not necessarily tho
ircsult of important error in either set
'of figures. The long period for whioh an
average was taken was one during which,
tho per capita consumption of wheat
imusthave largely increased among tho
poorer people of the southern states,
who hardly knew what wheat bread
was till after tho close of tho war.
Probably there has been some increase
in the north, but this may not havo
been more than sufficient to offset tho
greater yield of flour obtainable from
wheat by modern milling as compared,
with the grinding proc-

ess. And undoubtedly tho per capita
consumption now varies from year to
year. The excess of milling product
over exports of flour in 16S0 left a per
capita of 5.53 bushels of wheat for homo
consumption, while tho corresponding'
result for 1890 was only 5.28 bushels
per capita. These figures do not take
into account the difference in flour
stocks at the two ends of the year, but
there is no evidenoe of any marked ac-

cumulation during either of the two
years to greatly change the per capita
figures.

The one important deduction to be
made from the comparison is that what-
ever error may have been made in esti-

mating quantities left over at the end
of each of a few recent crop years must
be ascribed to looseness of the data
from which were compiled the esti-

mates of crop yield. It beems probable
that for each of the last three or four
crops there was an average underesti-
mate of 40,000,000 dr 50,000,000 bushels,
while there was a much smaller under-
estimate of domestic consumption.

Tho
chair ought to be light, so that rocking

lie rather than sit in it Physicians
will agree that Dr. Laine has done
Americans a real service. It has always
"been rather difficult to explain the nal

passion for the rocking chair, but
,now it is only too easy. Americans axe
the worst sufferers from indigestion
and dyspepsia in rhe world, but it now
appears that we have instinctively
rushed to what is now proved to be tho
ibest system of rebel.

"The man who lunches on pie and
then balances himself in a rocking
chair is unconsciously doing his best to
stimulate his gastro-intestin- peristalt-
ism; he is practically singing a lullaby
to his outraged and injured stomach,
which is kept from crying aloud only
iby this method cf soothing it Behold
in America a nation of invalids vainly
endeavoring to rock themselves to
sleep. Dr. Laine's theory is too good
mot to be true,"
