iialian Cowmposera Vind Appreciation and
Compensation for Thelr Worl.

There is a general impression that
Italian composers live and die in pov-
erty, and that the government is too
poor to assist them. This fallacy is
denied in & recent lettar, for the writer
fays that a stipulated sum, and not
royalties, is paid in advance for the
performance of each work: *“The sum
depends upon the value of the opera,
the importance of the theater and the
mrtists employed, aod the season in
which it is given. The publishers,
thoronghly cognizant of the means of
every theater in Italy, make their
prices acecordingly. The price onee
named is never reduced, even though
the opers may fail to succecd. When
the contract is signed the theater di-
rector receives the vocal but not the
orchestral parts. In season for the
necessary rehearsal the lutter mre
loaned, but anly when a sufficient sum
is deposited to secure their safe return,
To this phase of the business there is
<aid o be due the frequent delays in
first presentations, Iuanagers not
having the pecessary sum to ud-
vance. The inefliciency so fre-
guent in  the orchestra work on
the oceasion of first performances is
ascribed to the same csusc—an ade-
guate mumber of rehearsals haviog
Leen denied. The compeser's rights
are placed at from twenty to fifty per
cent. of the supposed receipts of the
theater involved. The smallest pro-
vincial theater in Italy, according to
this information, pays six huodred
dollars a might for the right
of presenting ‘Cavalleria Rusticana,”
uad the receipts are rarely
double this sum. DUedacting saluries
and other contimgent expenses the
manager's profit weuld seem likely ex-
prossed io few firures

*Verdi's “Aida’ commands two theu-
sand dollars and even three thousand
dollars a performance in the larger
cities; in the province one-third the
last sum is demanded. Of the receipts
forty percent is puid the composer by
the publishers, who must bear all ex-
pense. For the right to perform old
operas little is given, although ‘Bar-
vier,” ‘“Norma,” ‘Sonnumbuala,’ *Lucia*
ind like works still areof a mercantils
value. In suci instances, however,
‘he composer's descendants receive no
-hare of the profits. suthor'srights not
wing known in the time of Rossini,
Bellini and Dooizetti, In Italy an
ypera may be gives im as many us
tweive theaters simultapeousiy, as
every town has ita theater where ope-
ras are produced during at least ona
segson of the vear. Dramatic authors
are, on the other hand, said not to be
so well paid in Italy as musical com-
posers. " —Hartford Times
