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HE WANTS A FIGHT

BILL CAMPBELL IS INSULTING D

JUDGE SEED.

Conrt Officers Declnro They Kevcr Saw

Such Brutal Assault on the Dignity of a

Court Assistant Attorney General

Stands Up and Disputes the Court er

How Judge Becd Could Take it

fo Complacently Counsel for the De-

fense and Tour Jurymen Kick on the
Assistant Attorney General.

Yesterday witnessed some exciting
scenes in the district court and to say
that there was intense interest in the
proceedings in the Jack Davidson case
would be putting it mildly.

The Idea advanced In yesterday's
Eagle that the assistant attorney gen-

eral was seeking trouble with Judge
Reed in order to furnish an excuse for
dismissing the Jack Davidson case be-

came so apparent yesterday that it was
pretty generally understood.

Some of the court officials declared
that they never saw such a brutal as-

sault as that made by the assistant at-

torney general on Judge Reed and they
were surprised that the district judge
could take it so complacently and ap-

pear as calm as a summer morning. The
only explanation offered was that the
judge was aware of the attorney gener
el's scheme and was determined to fur-
nish him no ground for complaint.

At one time the assistant attorney
general stood up before Judge Reed
lke a barroom bully and flatly contra-
dicted his word and kept repeating it
The crowd present held its breath and
expected to witness a. tragedy in open
court but Judge Reed only furnished
proof of the fact that "He that govern-ot- h

himself is mightier than Tie that ta-ke- th

a city."
The trouble originated over an at-

tempt of the attorney general to intro-
duce the evidence of Jack Davidson in
the Skelton-Boon- e case and the court
held that before doing that he must
show that the facts to which Davidson
testified must come within two years of
the time of instituting this case.

It was claimed that Davidson had
sworn on the case referred to that Boon
as county attorney had filed three cases
against him and Matt "Wall for violat-
ing the prohibitory liquor law and
that he had .settled the cases out of
rourt.

Jethe cases referred to Davidson
his testimony were all within two years

"When the files were brought in Mr.
Campbell looked over them and hand-
ed them to the court for his inspection,
remaining quiet while he did so.

Judge Reed remarked after he had
examined the files that one case was
for a violation of the liquor law on the
fair ground? and he could not see what
connection had with 220 East
Douglass avenue.

The assistant attorney general said
he did not want to prove sales on the
fair grounds but merely to prove the
time referred to by Jack Davidson in
Ms testimony in the Skelton-Boo- n case
which he was seeking to introduce and
when Judge Reed said he was obliged
to pass on the files when they were sub-
mitted to him. Mr. Campbell declared
emphatically that he had not submitted

'f' them but that the court had asked for
mem.

Judge Reed Insisted that they were
Fubmittcd to him when Mr. Campbell
played the bully and kept affirming
that the court had asked for the files
and stated that he wanted to introduce
the stenographers report of Davidson's
testimony because in it he had stated
that he had been running a saloon.

Judge Reed then remarked that that
made a difference, but if Davidson had
stated that he was running saloon
that he had overlooked it.

"He did not state it," retorted Mr.
Amidon.

Mr. Campbell held a copy of David-
son's testimony in his hand but instead
of reading it he charged the court with
playing on words and after he had bull-
dozed the court on that point he said
Davidson had said he was running a
joint.

The assistant attorney general made
tip his mind that he had fell down on
his attempt to locate the building in
which he claimed that Matt Wall and
o.cv uaviuson uaa violated tne pro-
hibitory liquor law and he finally bull-doz-

through a scheme that he thinks
will accomplish his purpose.

The court finally admitted the steno-
graphers report of Jack Davidson's
testimony in the Boon disbarment case
and when it came to be read it was
found that Davidson testified to hav-
ing sold wine to County Attorney Boon
but he did not state the time or place
the sale was made.

To supply this fatal ommission the
assistant attorney general asked to be
allowed to introduce the information
of Skelton as filed m the Boon case,
claiming that only wanted to prove
the time. The defense objected and
admitted the time of the proceeding
and claimed that Jack Davidson ought
not lie confronted with deposition of

living witness in another case.
Judge Reed'overruled the objection

and when the assistant attorney gener-- nl

read the information it charged that
Boon had compromised three cases
against Davidson and Wall for selling
liquor at 220 East Douglas avenue and
in hi argument in favor of introducing
the testimony Mr. Campbell said he
wanted to show to what-Jac- k Davidson
had reference ln his testimony.

It was the general opinion of the at-
torneys present and "others who were
not attorneys that Judge Reed in his
over anxiety to be- - fair to the assistantattorney general had made fatal mis-
take in this ruling. He stated thatanything that Skelon had said mun
:iot be taken against Davidson in this
case when everybody in the court room
could see that his deposition supplied
the deficiency in Davidson's testimony
or it did nothing.

The jury now have Jack Davidson's
testimony to the effect that lie sold wine
end Skelton's evidence that it was sold
at 220 East Douglas avenue. The court
will probably instruct the jury that
Skelton's sworn statement in regard
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to the place where the wine was sold
would be withdrawn but Judge Reed
stated the previous day that evidence
could not always be withdrawn from,
the mind of jurors. That some of them
may refuse to allow it to be withdrawn.

Nearly all day the assistant attorney
general persisted in sitting immediately
in front of the witness when one was
in the chair and with his back to the
defendant's counsel. When they ob- -
jected he informed them that he would
sit where he pleased.

Near the close of the day's proceed-
ings when Chief ilassey was in the
witness chair Mr. Amidon again pro-
tested against the position taken by
the assistant attorney general, when
Mr. Campbell answered that every man
In the house could hear him.

Mr. Amidon admitted that everybody
could hear Campbell but that his close
proximity to the witness caused him
to answer in a low tone of voice which
he nor a portion of the jurors could
hear.

Four of the jurors confirmed Mr. Ami-don- 's

statement and said they never
heard a word of Chief Massey's testimony. Judge Reed then requested the
assistant attorney general to move
back to the table occupied by the otherattorneys, but he refused to obey and
merely moved a little to one side, re-
marking that he aid not want to sit too
close to Messrs Amidon and Conly.

Only once during the day did the
counsel for the defense show any dis-
respect of the assistant attornev
al and that was near the close when
ne asKeci to add two more names to
the information and Mr. Conly objected
Mr. Camnbell went on the w!tr,occ
stand and testified what he wanted toprove by the two witnesses Judge

and a reporter for the Eagle.
He then asked that Mr. Conly be calledto the witness chair but that gentleman
replied that he had a rule never to tes-
tify in his own cases and that the law-yer who did so was not believed by thecourt or anybody else.

This was considered, of course, to
be a rather severe insinuation against
the assistant attorney general and notgood court etiquet and some of Mr. Con-ly- 's

friends expressed regret that he al-
lowed himself to become so angry.

DAVIDSON LIQUOB CASE.

Assistant Attorney General Campbell and
His Subpoena Duces Tecum are Called
Down The United States of America
Says Colonel Hnttmann Must Not Pro-
duce Mis Revenue Books in Judge
Reed's Court Judco Heed Asked to
Quash the Subpoena Will Decide the
Case this Morning.

The United States of America tool:
a hand in the Jack Davidson liquor
case yesterday and Assistant United
States Attorney Mason apeared in
Judge Reed's court filed his mo-
tion to quash the subpoena duces te-
cum issued by the court to Colonel
Huttman and Henry Huttman to pro
duce internal revenue records as evi-
dence against Jack Davidson.

Mr. Mason appeared in court with
Colonel Henry Huttman yesterday
morning and presented his motion in
the case as follows:

In the District Court of the State of
Kansas, Sedgwick county.

Comes the Uiited States of America
by W. C. Perry, United States attorney
being duly authorized by the Hon. G.
W. Wilson, acting commissioner of the
internal revenue department of the
United States and moves this honora-
ble court to discharge W. E. Huttman
and Henry Huttman from the subpoe-
na duces tecum for production of rec-
ords of the internal revenue depart-
ment before this honorable court for
the following reasons:

First That said records are not re-
quired be produced by them under
the said subpoena under laws of the
United States and the state of Kansas,

is against ublic policy for same
to be produced.

Second It is a rule of the internal
revenue department the treasury
department of the United States and
said W. E. Huttman and Henry Hutt-
man have orders from the Honorable
commissioner of internal revenue not
to produce records of the internal
revenue department in the courts of
the different states of the United States
under a. subpoena as served in this
case.

Third Said records contain no evi-
dence that is material to the trial for
the case in this court.

Mr. Mason said: "If the court please
I want to say that Mr. Huttman was
called yesterday and was not here.
He was kept away from the court by
reason of business. If the court please
in support of this motion I have to
offer the following affidavit:"

ternal revenue, with office at Wichita,
Kan., and he is duly qualified and now
acting as such deputy collector. That
a subpoena duces tecum was served up
on him, issued by the clerk of this
court, directing him to bring internal
revenue records in his office before the
court. Affiant says, that he has or-
ders from his superior towit: the Hon.
R. B. Morris, collector of internal rev-
enue for the district of Kansas; the
Hon. G. K. Wilson, acting internal
revenue commissioner not to produce
any records or books in his office at
Wichita, Kansas, under order of said
subpoena, because said officers claim
?ie is not in law compelled so to do and
it is a rule of the department not to
produce the books of the department
before the courts unless ordered by the
officer in charge.

"Now if the court please, in regard

to this motion we wish to call atten-
tion to the fact that these records con-
tain no information of value to this
court was put in for the purpose of
calling attention of the court to it.
We also want you to notice that the
department 'has ordered the men not
to produce these books. They ought
not be compelled to do a thing that the
department has ordered them not to
do.

"We take the ground that to do so
would be against public policy. I am
informed by telegraph that this ques-
tion was passed upon by the district
court at Newton .several years ago but
I "was called into this case without any

"If the coart please I will suggest as
one reason why these records cannot
be produced. The records are accord-
ing to the laws of the United States
and if this court can bring the officers
Into this court all the courts in the
district can do the same thing and the
revenue officers would be traveling
around all the time and they could not
attend to their business and would be
compelled to close their office.

"In the local option states it would
be worse and even wards of a city
having prohibition would have a right
to the books of the revenue officers.
In such cases it has always been held
that the revenue officers cannot be
compelled to produce their books be-
cause such a thing would be opposed
to public policy."

Mr. Mason nere read a decision of a
Florida court in which the subpoena
was quashed after which Assistant At-
torney General Campbell made an

argument in which he claimed
that it was not against public policy for
revenue officers to furnish evidence to
convict violators of state laws.

The assistant United States attorney
suggested that he did not wish to in-

terfere with the trial now on and would
be willing to finish his argument after
court adjourned, and five o'clock p. m.
was the time set to hear the cas.

At that time Mr. Mason replied to
Judge Campbell's argument in which
he stated that this question had never
been passed upon by the United States
court and he intimated pretty strongly
that the prohibition states had plenty
of chances to get a decision and the
fact that they did not embrace the op-
portunity to do so was pretty good ev-
idence that the prohibitionists did not
have much faith in the soundness of
their favorite law.

He declared that all these attempts
to introduce the books of the revenue
department into courts in prohibition
states was an attempt to convict men
of crims by sihowinc: that they had
complied with the laws of the United
States.

Judge Reed asked if Mr. Huttman
did not have thes books why he did
not go on the witness stand and eo
state, but the United States attorney
said that would be surrendering the
very point for which they were conten-
ding and he refused to let Mr. Hutt-
man do that.

Judge Reed reserved his opinion until
this morning.
