About 7 o'clock several
attachments were run on the bank by
its heaviest depositors and that precip-
itated a run and all night the district
clerk and the probate judge were kept
busy in running attachments and gar-
nishments. The bank Is in the hands of
the sheriff and everything in sight has
been attached. Only twenty-thre- e hun
dred dollars in cash was found In the
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aonars. .assets are tne casn aoove men-
tioned, a very little personal property
and about thirty thousand dollars in
notes, most of them of questionable
value. It is believed that not a director
of the bank as in the city, although it
is reported on good authority that F.
TV. Farmer, one of the directors, was
peen in the city on Sunday evening last.
The feeling here is quite bitter against
the managers of the bank.

Only boys were found in possession
of the bank when the attachments were
nun.

The weather of the past week was a
repetition of the week preceding, if any-
thing it has been slightly hotter, and
not a shower of rain even Is reported
from the central, western, northern,
and southern sections. Heavy rains
are reported from the eastern section,
Cherokee, Creek and eastern Choctaw
nation, damaging much hay in shock,
and making the ground so wet and mud
dy that farm work has been impractic-
able.

The average temeprature during the
past week has been S2.7: the normal for
the second week in September is 72.6,
giving us a daily average temperature
of 10 1 above normal.

THE CROPS.

The hot dry weather during the entire
week has rapidly matured the late
crops throughout the northern, west-
ern and central sections, and facilita-
ted the harvesting of late broom corn,
cane, hay, and forage crops. The crop
of hay harvested is immense, the larg-
est that has ever been harvested.

The hot dry weather has been essen-
tially favorable to cotton throughout
the central section, the acreage, how-
ever, is small.
