Proposed l'aris Congress Believed to

have Evoked the Papal Letter.
St. Paul, Oct. 17. In an Interview to-

day the recent letter of Pope Leo, on re-
ligious congress, Archibishop Ireland
said that such care ought to be taken
by Catholics that not even the most
delicate and scrupulous conscience
among the children of the church be
alarmed or that the most unthinking

be led to misapprehend
the Catholic position. Hence the words
of warning coming from the sovereign
pontiff.

"The pope's words are: 'It would
reem-mor- advisable that Catholics hold
their own meeting apart; but in order
tuat the usefulness thereof be not con-line- d

to Catholics, access is to be given
to everybody, whether he be a Catho-
lic or one separated from the Catholic
faith.

"Congresses of religions will continue
to be held and Catholics may take part
in them under certain well defined con-
ditions. Catholics will hold their meet-
ings during the same period of time and
on the same grounds as the representa-
tives of other faiths or religions, but in
halls of their own, marking in this their
own doctrinal exclusiveness, and yet al-
lowing to others the advantages of
hearing their discussions. All the re-
sults that were ever expected from
congresses of religions remain. Such
as the allowing comparative studies of
the several faiths, the exhibiting to the
world the fundamental truths scatter-
ed through all of them, and the good
points of each one, although in some
many of them these points be fragmen-
tary and Incomplete. And, at the same
time, no Catholic, whoever he be, will
have room for complaint or will find
reason for being absent from the con-
gress. . The Catholic attendance at
congresses will in this manner be larger
Chan it otherwise would have been.
"Whenever the religions of the world ap-
pear in state and voice their beliefs,
the Catholic church owes it to herself
to appear and to speak so as to give
public testimony to the completeness of
the truth which she professes to hold,
and to tell the nations that she lives
und is destined to live through the ages.

'Much agitation is at the present time
being had in Europe over the proposi-
tion to hold a great congress of reli-
gions in Paris during the exposition of
3900. The idea of a Paris congress of
religions has sprung from the great
congress at Chicago, two years ago; it
received much impetus from Rev. John
Henry Barrows, the inspiring and di-

recting spirit of the congress at Chica-
go, during his recent visit to Europe,
and it will no doubt lead to a great suc-
cess. Catholics may well take part in
it. Indeed, the pope's letter has clear-
ed the way for it by marking out the
conditions under which, it may be held

ven in punctilious Europe. I am of
the mind that "this letter of the pope on
congresses in America is entirely due
to this coming Paris congress. It will
serve as a guide to Catholics in all
countries of America or Europe wher-
ever congresses of religion maybe held,
lam glad Rome has spoken."

Harry Storm Formerly of Wichita Meets a
Sud(!(n Drath.

The following taken from the "Wel-
lington Voice, will be read by sorroy by
many in "Wichita, where the deceased
was well known. He was raised west
of Wichita, and begun the life of a rail-
roader from this city. He was buried
yesterday at Wellington. He leaves a
wife at Chanute. Kan., and a small
family. The account of the accident
rads as follows:

"Brakeman H. T. Storms of this divi-
sion of 'the Santa Fe met a sudden and
horrible death at 7:15 a. m. yesterday.
He was acting as head brakeman on a
light extra west with Conductor Will-
iams and Engineer Hansen in charge.
The unfortunate was standing in the
gangway of the engine leaning out, pre-

sumably inspecting the train, when the
engine dashed at full speed on the
bridge which spans the North Canadian
river near Allston, O. T. . The brake-ma-n

was leaning out too far and his
bead struck the banisters on the bridge
knocked him senseless from the engine.
His disfigured body rolled down the em-

bankment of the bridge and before the
train could be stopped and help could
reach him, life was extinct. The acci-
dent was a horrible one. The stock ex-

tra, on which Brakeman Storms met
his death, left here last evening about
9 o'clock and just before boarding his
train, the unfortunate man talked and
laughed with his comrades here, little
expecting that they would next view
him as a corpse.

SURGEON GENERAL MAKES A GOOD

REPORT OF THE AEMY.

Kecord as a "Whole the Best for Any Tear
in the History of the Service Alcohol-Is-

in the Army Is on the Decline No

Complaint on the Score of Food or
Clothing: Committee IJeports to the
National Spiritualist Convention, for
Itepreseutatlon In the Coming Congress

of Liberal Keliglons.

Washington, Oct 17. The annual re-

port of the surgeon general of the army
for the fiscal year ended June 30, 1S35,

shows a gratifying record as regards
the health of the army for the calen-

dar year of 1S94, which, taken as a
whole, may be said to be the best an-

nual record ever consolidated from re-

turns sent In by United States army
medical officers, for, although the death
rate is a fraction higher than the low-

est rate ever recorded, the other rates
are by far lower than they ever were
before in the history of our army. The
rate of or constant sick-ne- s

was only 34.49, contrasting favor-
ably with 40.15 in the previous year and
42.51 as the average of the previous ten
years; and the average number of days
lost on account of disability by each
man was only 12.G, as against 14.7 in
1803, and 15.3 in 'the previous ten years.

The prevalence of alcoholism in the
army continues to decline. In 1S90 no
less than seventeen posts had more
than 10 per cent of the average strength
under medical care for drunkenness,
and during the past year only four
posts had this percentage.

The food furnished the army is re-
ported as ample in quantity, varied in
kind and .well cooked, and the clothing
issued has given general satisfaction.
The metric system of weights and
measures has been adopted in place of
the old system.

Major General Nelson A. Miles, com-

manding the army, was given a recep-
tion tonight by the Army and Navy
club. The guests invited to meet the
major general were the president, mem-
bers of the cabinet and the supreme
court, the officials of the Distirct of
Columbia, the visiting members of the
grand commandery of the Loyal Le-
gion and the military attaches of the
foreign legations to the United States.
Those who attended were received by
the house committee and the Introduc-
tions to General Miles were made by
Colonel Woodward, president of the
club. The presence of the army and
navy officers in the full uniform of their
rank made the scene a brilliant one.

HERE AKE 3IEN SCFFKAGISTS.

Boston Gentlemeu Urbanize to light Fe-
male Snff rage.

Boston, Mass., Oct 17. The Massa-
chusetts man suffrage association is the
latest political organization which has
been formed in the state. This asso-
ciation has begun a campaign against
woman suffragist, and opened head-
quarters at 7A Park street.

Members of both the great political
parties have joined the organization.
The following executive committee has
been chosen: Francis C. Lowell, chair-
man; Charles R. Saunders, secretarj;
Thomas Russell, treasurer, andEben S.
Draper, George G. Croker, William D.
Sohier, John T. Wheelwright, John T.
Burnett, Charles Warren.

The following protest, signed by 100
prominent men of the state, has been
sent out by the association. The docu-
ment explains the reasons which led to
the organization:

To the People of Massachusetts A
law was passed by the last legislature
providing that all persons qualified to
vote for school elections, whether male
or female, shall have an opportunity
at that election to express their opinion
eoither in the affirmative of negative on
the question: "Is it expedient that
municipal suffrage be granted to

The question is of grave and
importance.

As has been declared by the supreme
court of the United States, no man or
woman has a natural or inherent right
to vote. The question must be decided
by considering what the welfare of the
public as a whole demands.

The preamble to the constitution of
Massachusetts contains the following
impressive statement: "The whole peo-
ple convenants with each citizen, and
each citizen with the whole people, that
all shall be governed by certain laws for
the common good."

The laws of nature plainly call for a
division of labor and responsibility be-
tween the sexes. Equality does not re-
quire similarity of function. To create
conditions which suggest that the pow-
er to make the laws may be in a body
difTeerent from that which has the pow-
er to enforce the laws Is objectionable.
To more than double the total number
of voters Is In Itself no advantage.

Women, as compared with men, have
had but little experience in private or
trust or corporate business affairs.
This is not due to our laws, but to
other causes. Our city and town gov-
ernments are great public business cor-
porations. So long as the relative in-
experience of women in business affairs
continues, it is not to be expected that
the cobbined vote of the men and wo-
men will give as good results as the vote
of men alone; and we submit, therefore,
that the rights and property of our citi-
zens, female as well as male, are now
better protected than they would be if
the mass of voters should be doubled
by establishing woman suffrage.

We submit that woman suffrage will
not promote the happiness or physical
welfare of woman, that it will not tend
to her social, or moral elevation, and
that it will not prove a benefit, but
rather an injury to the family, which
is the basis of the growth and prosper-
ity of the state.

For the welfare of the community as
a whole, we urge those who vote,
whether men or women, to vote "No."
We do not feel justified in urging wo-
men to register simply for the purpose
of voting on this question. The un-
willingness of women to assume the du-
ties of voters is so widespread and so
well recognized, and has been so plainly
indicated by the smallness of their reg-
istration to vote for members of the
school committee, that the fact "that a
woman fails to register and vote can-
not be justly construed, and will not
be construed, either by the people or by
our legislators, as an assent to or ap-
proval of the scheme of woman suff-
rage.
