Edltorla'iy Prophesies that a Resubmission
Legislature will Sleet in Topeka if

the l'rohlbs Don't Awake Quick,

Topeka, Kan., Nov. 6. (Special.)
The Topeka Capital has called the Pro-
hibitionists of Kansas "to arms."
The Capital pretends to see in the de-

feat of Burdge by the resubmissionists
in Shawnee county, great impending
danger to prohJbition in Kansas, and it
uses this idea as a red flag to the pro-

hibition sentiment. It is generally be-

lieved 'that the Capital's scheme, hatch-
ed out of defeat, will work and the next
month will see more violent activity
among the Kansas Prohibitionists (than
has ever "been witnessed before.

Following is the editorial article in-

tended to excite the Prohibitionists to
frenzy:

THE CAPITAL'S HOWL.
It is not inappropriate this morning in

recording the humiliating defeat of the
Republican nominee for sheriff to point
out some of the causes which brought
ahout the result and to indicate from
one standpoint what it portends for the
future. It was claimed by men sup-
porting Boh Kepley that Mr. Burdge
had been to long in oflice and that he
retained objectionable assistants in the
sheriff's oflice, and the threadbare
charge of court house ring was also us-
ed. Mr. Burdge was honorably nomi-
nated, his personal and official charac-
ter was never questioned and he was en-
titled to every vote of his party. Mr.
Kepley was the combination candidate,
uniting upon himself Democrats, Popu-
lists, resubmissionists and kicking Re-
publicans. The canvass has been ac-
tive and vigorous on both sides.

"So far as Mr. Burdge is concerned,
while the resubmissionists, which in-

cludes those of every party who Jwant
the saloons and prohibi-
tion destroyed, concentrated their fight
against Burdge, the prohibitionists ir.
and out of the Republican party, with
a very few honorable exceptions, let the
contest alone, many neglecting even to
vote. Over and above the personal rea-eo-

of kickers against Mr. Burdge and
the very thorough and careful canvass
of Mr. Kepley gathering gathering in
as lie did all the disaffected and desert-
ers, and the full Populist and Democrat-
ic vote, there is In the result of this con-
test a distinct and emphatic victory
for the large and inoreasing number of
voters who want to see prohibition driv-
en out of Kansas.

"This success in Shawnee county in
defeating the Republican nominee for
sheriff is the first fruit of concerted ac-
tion on the part of those who are or-
ganizing the campaign for resubmis-
sion in Kansas In 1S9G.

"The prohibition voters in Shawnee
county who failed to vote yesterday
for Dave Burdge's can rub
their sleepy eyes this morning and pos-
sibly get into their stupid minds the far
reaching results of this victory for the
whisky interests which they,by their
negligence, assisted in bringing about.
For the past four years there has been
a decadence in the prohibition senti-
ment of the state and the most lively
state issue in 1S96 will be the resubmis-
sion of the prohibitory amendment to
the constitution. It is easy enough to
repeat, parrot like, the statement that
prohibition has come to stay, but a few
such victories as Sharwnee county ten-
dered to resubmission yesterday in the
vote for Charles Holliday for chief jus-
tice and the election of Bob Kepley will
&end to Topeka a legislature that will
Mibmit the proposition and the result
will be very questionable.

"The Capital offers no apology for its
indignation this morning. The defeat
of any part of the Republican ticket in
:he banner Republican county of the
state is a political mistake. Luke-
warm and indifferent voters of the par-
ty who failed to vote yesterday can this
morning shoulder a larger snare of the
lesponsibillty of 'the election of a sheriff
who represents no one party.and if he
stands for any one idea more than an-
other in the general opposition of Re-
publicanism it is the return of the sa-
loon."

WAS A WILD SCENE.
In its local columns the Capital also

gives this:
"Bob Kepley was yesterday elected

sheriff of Shawnee county. There is
ro doubt about it. His majority In
the city 1s 799. There are twelve coun-
try precincts to be heard from. In the
e'even country precincts that have re-
ported Burdge has 346 majority. The
county central committee concede Kep-ley- 's

election by ahout 200.
"It was the unexpected in politics

that happened again, and there was
great rejoicing last night among the
people who have styled themselves the
independent voters of Shawne county
composed of Democrats, Populists and
Republicans.

"The scenes witnessed last night in
the commissioner of elections oflice
were In some respects most remarkable.
Gathered there was a crowd that pack-
ed the rooms and halls almost to suffo-
cation. Among the party leaders pres-
ent were John W. Breidenthal. Charley
Holliday, Fred Close. Colonel W. P.
Tomlinson, Bob Kepley and Eric Ny-tro-

"One by one they were called on to
rrake speeches, and the cheering at
times was deafening. Every time a
speaker mentioned "resubmission" or
"ring rule" there would be yells from
at least 300 throats. "Kepley and re-
submission" was the cry that echoed
and through the building and
then was taken up by those on the
streets who could not ubtain admit-
tance into the rooms.

"When it became an assured thing
that Kepley had been elected pande-
monium broke loose. John Schmidt,
president of th. Democratic Flambeau
club, mounted the counter and intro-
duced Bob Kepley and said:

" 'Boys, old Shawnee has won the
greatest victory in its history. Prohi-
bition is downed. We are now in line
with Atchison, Leavenworth and Wich-
ita, and the long faced church people
and preachers have been given a dose
that they can't get over. Other coun-
ties, will have to follow our lead on this
prohibition question. Mr. Kepley is
present ."

This sentence was cut short by the
boosting of Bob upon the counter. He

said: "Boys, I want to thank you for
the noble work you have done today.
I have been a good citizen since coming
to this city and have tried to treat
others as I would have them treat me,
snd am proud of this grand victory."

He excused himself on the ground
that he was no speaker, and called up-

forced Charley upon the counter.

"When we met at the Flambeau club
room last night the boys said I was
w ild," he began. "I predicted Bop Kep
ley's election by 1,000. You sec I was
not so wild. The Democrats, Populists
and the upright manly Republicans
not the mean. low. churchy kind have
joined hands in electing a noble son to
an honored position. It is a glorious
victory over that prohibition element,
and to yon, noble sons, is due the hon-
or and credit. We will send greetings
Atchison, Leavenwarth and Kansas
City, Kan., and Wichita will do us
proud when today's vote is counted."

Shouts of "Topeka is no longer a Sun-
day school." "The Preachers ain't in It
no longer," We've got the goody-goodi-

on the run," 'Prohibitionists got a
black eye," "The good church people
staid at home," and similar hurrahs
punctuated the remarks of the speakers
and were heard almost Incessantly be-
tween. It was a happy crowd, and
where enthusiasm waned, it was soon
rekindled from the pockets of those
who came prepared.

John W. Breidenthal was next called
on. He said:

"I do not claim this to be a Populist
victory. It is a victory of the independ-
ent voters over the ring rule in Kansas
There will be more of these victories in
Kansas in the near future."

Fred Close was the next speaker.
"Gentlemen, I am as much pleased

over this result as any of you. I be-
lieve that such victories makes our gov
ernment stronger. Whenever you see
one party so much stronger than the
other, you will find rings. "We should
always have two parties that are about
evenly divided. Then you will have
better county officers."

Colonel Tomlinson and others also
made speeches, and it was almost mid-
night when the crowd began to thin
out.

GROUT WON'T GIVE IT UP.
Democratic Candidate tor Mayor of Brook-

lyn Intends to Contest.
Brooklyn, N. Y., Oct. 6. It looks now

as if the mayorality contest would be
transferred to the courts. Mr. Grout
refuses to concede the election of Mr.
Wurster and the regular campaign
Democratic committee has retained
General A. F. Jenks and Abraham H.
Dailey to look after Mr. Grout's inter-
ests. A meeting of the regular execu-
tive committee has been called for the
purpose of taking further action in the
matter. Mr. Grout this afternoon was
asked If he conceded the election of iMr.
Wurster.

"I do not," he replied, "for the reason
that it was evident that the returns
that came out of police headquarters as
they came last night, were not to be
relied upon. They did not come wdth
the uniformity and regularity that the
returns came on the state ticket.

"When it came to the mayorality the
returns at first were all for Wurster
and then for Grout. While they were
ail my way. certain well known Repub-
licans were out trying to place bets.
After an hour or two they returned to
Wurster agadn. When they began to
turn to Wurster, the police department
issued a statement of figures and in
half an hour admitted an error of a
couple of thousand in their statement.
I do not care to say anything about the
police department returns. This vote
has got to ibe canvassed. There will
be every means taken to properly ex-
amine this vote."

NEW JEKSEV 1J IN TRAINING.
Full Set of Republican Presidential Elect-

ors the of Next Tc.tr.
Jersey City, N. J., Nov. 6. The magni

tude of the Republican sweep in New
Jersey di not become apparent until to-
day when the official returns as filed
wdth the different count' clerks show-
ed that the wildest claims of the Re-
publicans on election returns and the
best returns that could be obtained
feil short. The election of Griggs was
known to be a certainty at 10 o'clock
last night but at that hour 12,000 and
14,000 were all that the leaders of the
Republican party claimed. Later they
advanced their claims under the Influ-
ence of the press of returns to 22,000.
The results in the counties as filed
show that Griggs received 26,960 plu-
rality over McGill.

The Republicans from one end of the
state to the other were celebrating to-

day and boasting that this time next
year will find New Jersey soafely In
the Republican column of presidential
electors. The election of Mr. Griggs
is the first tie in thirty years that the
Republicans have elected ao governor
and they are now in control of almost
every department of the state govern-
ment and during the three years Mr.
Groiggs hns to serve the terms of those
offices now held by Democrats.who may
not be rewarded except for cause, will
have expired with a few exceptions
and Griggs will have the right to fill
them. For two years of his term he
will have a Republican senate, even
should the Democrats carry the entire
seven senators who retire next falL

The legislature is Republican on joint
ballot by forty, and one Independent.

KENTUCKY'S EEPUBLI0AN GOV-

ERNOR BIDES A HIGH WAVE.

Morton's Presidential Boom in New ork
and ilcKInley's Presidential Doom In

Ohio, Kach Invites Colonel Bradley to
Come on .with Ills
Bocm in Kentucky How Presidential
Aspirants Study Geography Kepabll-ca- n

Senator from Kentucky to Sncceed

Senator Blackburn.

Louisville, Ky., Nov. 6. Republican
claims and Democratic concessions
show tonight that not only has Ken-
tucky elected the full Republican state
ticket hut that the complexion of the
legislature assures a Republican suc-
cessor to United States Senator Black-
burn. State Auditor Norman, the

Democratic campaign chairman in a
statement to the Commercial said that
Blackburn's defeat is assured.

"The Republicans, with the help of
the Populists, will assuredly control
the legislature," he said, "and Black-
burn is sure to be defeated. Kentuc-
ky is now a Republican state. The peo
pie wanted a change and they took It,
the Republicans being aided by both
Populists and A. P. A-- No one could
have carried at this election, not even
Carlisle."

Dr. W. S. Hunter, chairman of the
Republican state campaign committee,
refused to make as estimate as to the
majorities. "The Republican state

ticket is elected by round pluralities,"
he said, "and the legislature will be
Republican on joint "ballot, but I won't
make any guess. I am waiting for au-
thentic figures."

BRADLEY'S BOOM.
Louisville. Ky., Nov. 6. Colonel W.

O. Bradley, who yesterday carried Ken
tucky for the Republicans in the guber-
natorial election, will be the choice of
his state for the and
his friends, claim that he will have the
support of the southern Republicans.
It is a significant fact that the friends
of Governor Morton, as well as the
political champions of Governor McKin-le- y,

have all been in constant corre-
spondence with the friends of Colonel
Bradley and have urged them to push
his claim for the second place on the
ticket. Colonel Bradley has heretofore
refused to discuss the matter, but to-

night it is announced by Mr. Walter
Forrester, secretary of Colonel Brad-
ley's campaign committee, and manag-
ing editor of the Commercial, the Re-
publican organ of the state, that Colonel
Bradley's claims for national recogni-
tion will be urged in the next national
convention.

General Dudley "was in Louisville
during the Grand Army encampment
and had a long conference with Colonel
Bradley's friends in which the import-anc- e

of Kentucky was discussed as
probably having the deciding vote in
the next national convention, with the
possibility of its representatives In con
gress having the deciding votes in case
the election of president should b
thrown into the house. General Dud-
ley declared that Kentucky would be
the pivotal state in 1S96 and that Colonel
Bradley would be a most prominent
figure in national politics.

THE GEOGRAPHY OF IT.
The friends of Governor Morton are

urging the Bradley people to support
the New York man on the ground that
the relative geographical positions of
New York and Kentucky would render
Morton's nomination for president al-
most decisively in favor of Bradley's
nomination for vice president. On the
other hand, the McKinley men are urg-
ing that McKinley and Bradley would
make the strongest ticket that could be
put up because of the personal magne-
tism of the two men and the prestige
that they enjoy of having won many
gallant victories. It is also urged in fa
vor of the combination
that it would thus divest the ticket of
any extreme tendencies on either the
currency or tariff questions, both men
representing states in which manufac-
turing and agricultural interests are of
nearly equal importance and where
public sentiment is decidedly conser-
vative.

Colonel Bradley will come to Louis-
ville tomorrow from his home in Lan-
caster and will consult with his friends
nnd Colonel Bradley may be announced
as a vice presidential aspirant.

Indianapolis, Ind., Nov. 6. If W. O.
Bradley is elected governor of Ken-
tucky, said John C. New, proprietor
of the Indianapolis Journal this after-
noon, it will probably make him the
Republican nominee for nt

next year.
LATEST IN KENTUCKY.

The Comemrcial tomorrow will claim
that the Republicans have a majority in
the legislature on joint ballot. The
Commercial's figures show the compo-
sition of the lower house as follows:
Republicans, 54; Democrats, 43; Democrati-

c-Populists, 1. Two districts, the
Twelfth and Ninety-firs- t, have not been
heard from. The senate will be: Re-
publicans, 15; Democrats, 22; with one
district, the Thirty-fift- h, to hear from.
The Thirty-fift- h district gave 461 Re-
publican majority in 1S94 and Is conf-
idently counted on as safe eRpublican,
and at least one of the missing legisla-
tive districts is expected to go the same
way. The total vote on joint ballot Is
13S and as the Republicans have 69 cer-
tain, but one of the missing districts is
needed to give a clear majority. Brad-
ley's majority will be between. 10,000 and
15,000, exact figures being unobtainable.

SENATORIAL OUTLOOK.
"Washington, Nov. 6. As a result of

the latest election returns the Republi-
cans gain five United States senators,
two from Utah and one from Kentucky'
Ohio and Maryland, and the Democrats
lose three senators, one each from Ma-
ryland. Kentucky and Ohio. None of
these changes become effective, how-
ever, until March 4. 1S97. except in the
case of the two Utah senators, who
will take their seats as soon as chosen.
Thereafter, the numerical strength in
the senate will be as follows: Republi-
cans 44; Democrats 39: Populist 6; va-
cant (Delaware) 1. Total SS.

If the Delaware vacancy is filled by
a Republican it will give a Republican
majority in the upper branch of con-
gress.

IS NOW A DUCHESS

tfiSS VAKDEREILT IS WED TO HIS

GBA0E OP MABLBOfiOUGH.

There Is a Jostling, Crowding Exhibition of

the Great American Mob to Look Their
Eyes Oat In the Effort to Gaze Upon the
Great British Nob How the Ceremony
Passed" Off at St. Thomas Church and

the Subsequent Observances Off to

Oakdale for the Uoneymoon, then a
Trip Through the South.

New York, Nov. 6. The marriage of
the duke of Marlborough to Miss Con-sue- lo

Vanderbilt occurred at 12:30

o'clock today at St. Thomas Episcopal
church in the presence of a notable
assemblage and with a vast throng

' clamoring about the entrances of the
i church seeking a glimpse of the wed

ding pcrty and of the many distinguish
ed personages present.

It was the most conspicuous funetion
of the metropolis seen in recent years.
For many weeks preparations on the
most sumptious scale have been in pro-pre- ss

and these culminated today In a
ceremony of Impressive solemnity and
a spectacle almost unexampled for its
lavish magnificence.

The threatening weather In the morn-
ing prevented the early gathering of a
large crowd, although as early as S

o'clock a number of women had gather-
ed near the church and their number
was Increased by later arrivals who
took advantage of every possible point
of observation. When the hour for
opening the doors arrived, the crowds
began to swell, but the police kept the
spectators moving, none being permitt-
ed to loiter in front of the approach to
the edifice. Every arrival at the
church was eagerly scanned, but very
little could be seen of any of the cos-
tumes, owing to the awnings which
were closed the entire length of the
curb. Probably owing to the efforts of
the police, the crowd around the Van-
derbilt house was not large, though the
residents In the vicinity were out in
force, and all available window space
was utilized by interested spectators.

ARRIVAL AT THE CHURCH.
The Vanderbilt servants were among

the early arrivals and they were acco-
modated by seats In front, with the tu-
tors and governesses in the family.
Other early arrivals were Miss Armide
Smith, sister of Mrs. Vanderbilt, and
maid; Governor Morton and his family;
the Jays, Belmonts. Goelets and Cut-
tings. The doors of the church were
opened at 10 o'clock and the guests were
received by the ushers and conducted
to the vestibules, where their cards of
invitation were scrutinized and they
were then conducted to the pews allot-e- d

to them.
The duke accompanied by his best man

Hon. Ivor Guest, drove to the church
and on alighting they were accorded
a warm reception. When the hrlde,
who was accompanied by her father,
arrived the cheering, was something
tremendous and the bride leaned heavi-
ly on her father's arm as he assisted
her from the carriage. The police on
duty prevented a rush, and a passage
way was kept open from the church
entrance to the bridal carriage.

WITHIN THE CHURCH.
The scene Inside the church entrance

was one which will never be forgotten
by those who were fortunate enough to
have gained admittance. The church,
fortunately, was not too much crowded
and the arrangements were perfect.

Women of wealth and social proml-nen- c
vied with each other in the rich-

ness and grandeur of their equipage,
lending to the occasion the brilliancy
of an old-wor- ld court function. The
guests, as they were admitted, were
conducted to pews by Messrs F. Crock-hois- t,

Cutting, Richard M. Wil?on, Jr.,
Herbert D. Robbins, Reginald Ronalds
and Hamilton Wilkesbury, who acted
as ushers.

At 10:30 Dr. Warren, the organist,
entered the choir stalls, attired In cas-
sock, surplice and crimson hood and
for over an hour performed a varied
program on the organ, which included
wedding music, extemporaneous and
the "Marche du Sarce" of Meyerber.

While the latter march was being
played the surplice choir of sixty voices
left the chapter room and entered the
cantoris and decani stalls, where they
awaited the coming of the officiating
clergy to the chancel proper.

Immediately after the choristers were
seated the New York symphony orches-
tra under the direction of Walter Dam-rosc- h

commenced playing Beethoven's
overture "Leonore" number III and per
formed a varied program until 11:45.

BRIDAL PROCESSION.
Shortly before noon, the orchestra,

accompanied by the harp and organ,
commenced the wedding march from
"Lohengrin" and immediately after-
wards Mrs. Vanderbilt. accompanied
by her two sons.
