Every civilizse
product of a very
complex =ct of conditions, o
,Face and character, on climate, on trade
and every minutiaof the circumstances,
To attempt to alter such a system
from its conditions is impossible. Ng
charge is legitimate or beneficial to the
real character of a people except what

fiowa from conviction and the natural|

growth of the mind. And if the imposi-
tion of a foreign system is in Jurious how
imiserable is the forcing of a systea
guch as ours, which is the most complex,
unnatural and artiticial that has beey
krown, a system developed in a cod
country amid one of the hardest, lenst
sympathetic and most self-denyingaue
calculating of all people of the worid
The result is desth; we make u desg
house and call it civilization. Scarcely
& single race can bear the contact and
the burden. And thea we talk com-
placently about the mysterious decay of
sauvages before white men.

“Let us now turn to our attemptsons
higher race, the degenerated and Arabi-
anized descendants of a great peopis,
the Egyvptians. Here there is much
ability to work on and also a good
standard of comfort and morality, oo
formable to our notions. Yet the plant.
iog of another civilization is scarcely ta
be borne by them. The Europeanized
Egyptian is in mmost cases the mere blot

ting-paper of eivilization, absorbiag |

what is most superficial and undesir
able. Yet some will say: Why uo
plant all we can?  What can be the
harm of ruising the inteilect in sowme
cuses, if we cannot do it in all? [be
barm is that you manufacture idiois,
Some of the peasantry are taught g

this to0 plainly; an Egyptian who Bas |

had reading and writing thrust on hum
is, in every case thut I have met, hali-
witted, silly or incapable of taking eare
His intellect and his health
have been undermined and crippled by
the forcing of aducation.

“Our bigoted belief in reading and
writing is not in the least justified when
we look at the mass of mankind.  The
exquisite art and noble architecture of
Mykenae, the undying song of Homer,
the extensive trade of the bronze age,

all belonged to people who never read |

or wrote. The great essentlals of a
valuable charicter—moderation, Just-

ice, sympathy, politeness apd cousid |

eration, quick observation, shrewdness,
ability to plan and prearrange, a keen
senze of the uses and propertics of
things—all these are the qualities on
which I value my Egyptisn friends, asd
such qualitigs are what should Le
evolved by uoy education worth the
name.
