The
name Venezuela means Little Venice

The coffee crop of Venezuela amounts
to 315,000,000 a year in value, The aver-
age crop is 60,000 tons of coffes. Two-
thirds of this product is exported, most-
ly to England. Maracalbo is one of the
centers of trade; Maracalbo coffes Is
known everywhere.

Venezuela first made declaration of
ite indepennence In 1810. The present
republic was formed in 1830, the same
yvear that Belgium became an independ-
ent monarchy. The rival political par-
ties In Venezuela are the Unlonists and
Fedaralists. The former favor a cén-
tralized government; the latter are for
home rule. Both are opposed to forelgn
Invaelon, encroachment or confiscation.

The army of Venezuela, on a peace
footing, consists of 1000 horsemen, 4,000
infantry soldlers, and 1060 artillery-
men, excusive of local malitia and Jr-
regular troops. By the law of Vene-
zuela all citizens between the ages of
18 and 45 (both Inclusive) are llable to
service In the national militia.

The average gold product of Vene-
zuela in a year 12 $1,000,000. The stand-
ard of value !n the republic of Vene-
suels 1s the bollvar, sb called after
Simon Bolivar, and the value of It Is
the same as a French frane—I8.3 cents.
Veénezueln does not produce sliver.

England. The exports of Venezuela ex-
ceed the imports hy $3.000,000 a year.

There are more than 200 lakes within
the boundaries of Veneguela, ona of
the largest being 1,600 feet above the
level of the sea. The Orinoco river, the
largest In Venezuela, is 1,160 miles long.
It is five times as long as the Hudson
river, but less than one-third th®e length
of the Amazon, and less than one-half
the length of the Misslasippl. The ros
of Venexuela are Inferlor. Communlea-
tion Is difficult. The government, how-
ever, has expended large =ums= of
money for the improvement of the ap-
proaches to some of the larger towns.

CREMATION IN PARIS.

The ndvocutes in this country of cre-
mating dead bodies will be somewhat
encouraged by the reports that come
from Paris of the number of incinern-
tions that took place there during the
first four months of 1895, says the New
York Worid. The oumber of incipera-
tions that occur, either in accordance
with a previous request of the person
whose body is disposed of or at the
instance of the representatives, in-
creases every vear with great regu-
larity, though not rapidly. According
1o the statistics published by the pre-
dect of police, the number of crema-
tions that took place at the Pere la
Chaise cemetery from Augast, 15350 1o
the end of April, 1835, were as {ollows:
1859, 49; 1800, 121; 18501, 134; 1809,
159; 1893, 189; 1894,216, and 1595 (four
muonths), 75. .
