I OUXD BY THE PUBUCATIOX
Case of Great Interest to Hank Depositors

Decided In Oklahoma.
Perry, O. T Jan. 2S. Before the pro-

bate court at Oklahoma City. Saturday,
the case of Thomas Robertson vs. T.
M. and C. D. Richardson, was tried.
This was a case to recover J450 deposit-
ed with the old First State bank, owned
by the Richardsons. and lost in the
crash of the consolidated 'banks, or the
First State hank of Perry. Mr. Robert-
son is a farmer, living five miles south-
east of the city, and the loss of this
money very seriously crippled him, as
it did many others. He claims to have
known nothing of the consolidation of
the two hanks until after the failure.

The defense could not swear that
they sent this particular depositor
notice of the consolidation, nor that he
received a copy of the Perry Enterprise
containing notice of the withdrawal of
the Richardsons. Testimony of the
defense was to the effect that he receiv-
ed notice with the rest, and, being a
subscriber of the Perry Enterprise, he
was fully notified, according to the
spirit of the law.

After a protracted fight, in which At-
torneys Tillery and Snyder contested
every inch of the ground, the case wa3
given to the jury, who retired to their
room. The first foallot was unanimous
in favor of the Richardsons. Naturally
the defense was much gratified, as this
was considered the most doubtful of the
cases now pending, as Mr. Robertson
swears, without qualification, that he
absolutely saw no notice of the consoli-
dation, nor knew anything of it until
after the failure, and the defense could
not prove, except in a general way,
that this plaintiff had notice.

SHOULD BE A SHOT

TUEPIE OF INDIANA SPEAES ON

FOREIGN APPAIE3.

Resolutions are All Very Well But a Few
Nice Round Holes Bored Throuzh the
Sultou's Palace by Means of Uncle Sam's
Bij; Guns, Were More to the Purpose
Thurston's ."Monroeism In Evidence
Voorhees Leads the Discussion on the
Silver Bond Bill Jones Will Force a
Vote House Proceedings.

Washington, D. C, Jan. 2S. Foreign
affairs and finance occupied the atten-
tion of the senate today. Mr. Thurs-
ton of Xebraska vigorously upheld a
strong application of the Monroe doc-
trine, and was at times warmly applaud
ed for the patriotic ring of his senti-
ments.

Senator Turpie of Indiana touched on
the Turkish atrocities in a brief but
very energetic speech, in which he de-
clared that the resolution just passed
by congress should be followed by a
blow, a shot, which should crash
through the sultan's seragllc, sweeping
back Mohammedanism and advancing
Christianity.

Mr. Voorhees of Indiana, who was
until recently chairman of the finance
committee, spoke in advocacy of the
remonetization of silver and sharply
arraigned those responsible for the eli-
mination of silver from the coinage.

Mr. Gray of Delaware urged the ad-
vantage of a gold standard. His speech
Mas .notable in its presentation of the
fluctuations of prices, showing them
to result from natural acuses, and not
from silver demonetization.

Mr. Clarke of Wyoming spoke in fa-
vor of silver coinage.

Another effort was made by Mr. Jones
of Arkansas, in charge of the silver
bond bill, to have the vote fixed for
Thursday. Mr. Hill objected, how-
ever, and Mr. Jones notified senators to
prepare for a test of endurance on next
Thursday, as he would ask them to sit
until a vote was taken.

A fruitless discussion of the resolu-
tion to inquire into the arrest of Eugene
V. Debs occurred during the day, but
action was deferred until tomorrow.

TURPIE OPENS THE BALL.
Mr. Turpie of Indiana this morning

presented a petition concerning the
Turkish massacres. He said that the
time r-- 1 come that there should be an
official :otification to Turkey and to
the Mi'tiammedan church that there
'had been a decadence in their power to
proselyte with the sword.

"We have already sent a message,"
said the senator, referring to the con-
current resolution, "but a blow should
follow. The message should be follow-
ed by a shot which would go crashing
through the grand seraglio."

The senator urged that it would be a
glorious day when the destruction of
this Turkish power was brought about.

His remarks attracted much atten
tion.

Mr. Call's resolution for investigation
of the arrest of Eugene V. Debs came
up and Mr. Call urged immediate ac-
tion.

Mr. Hill of New York offered an
amendment directing that the whole
subject be Investigated by the commit-'te- e

on judiciary. Mr. Call dissented,
saying "These regular committees are
tjtesepulcheres of legis'atlon."

THURSTON'S MONROEISM.
The resolution finally went over to

allow Mr. Thurston of Nebraska to ad
dress the senate on the Monroe doc
tr?: Senator Thurston said in part:

tvei-- mere HUUHUK - alvc ""
the mere adjustment of the boundary
line between Venezuela and British Gu-
iana, I should hesitate long and seri
ously before voting to commit this gov-
ernment to any intereference. But the
present question rises high above any
Venezuelan dispute. The British prime
minister has seen fit officially to declare
and to adivse this government that
the Monroe doctrine has no place in the
law of nations and has not been accept-
ed or recognized by any of the Euro-
pean powers.

"The challenge thus broadly thrown
down by Great Britain must be taken
up by this republic, or the Monroe doc-
trine is a thing of the past. The Brit-
ish position so bluntly and almost inso-
lently stated by Lord Salisbury has
been reasserted from this floor, clothed
in such splendid rhetoric and present-
ed with such fervid eloquence as even
to win American applause. I unhesi-
tatingly assume that the applause was
for the matchless anility of the orator,
not for the sentiment of his address. I
cannot helieve that the views of the
senator from Colorado, will commend
themselves to the deliberate Judgment
of the American people.

"I agree with the senator that this i3
no time to stir up public passion; but I
must insist that this is the time of all
others to call forth the highest expres-
sion of loyalty and devotion to Amert- -
can Institutions; I must Insist that thl3
is the supreme hour for dignified, posi-
tive and solemn deliberation of Ameri-
can purpose, camJy, deliberatly stated"

Mr. Allen created a flutter of excite-
ment by asserting that in his opinion
the express purpose of referring the res
olution to a standing committee was
to suppress and kill it; it was an adroit
means of sending the resolution ino the
"dark caverns" of the senate.

SILVER BOND BILL.
At 2 o'clock the silver bond bill was

taken up. and after some skirmisming
"between Mr. Hill and Mr. Chandler,
Mr. Jones of Arkansas in a vain effort
of the last named to hav Thursday at
2 p. m. fixed lor a vote. Mr. Janes said:
"Then I give notice that on Thursday I
will ask the senate to remain in session
until this bil is disposed of, and I ask
all senators to come prepared on Thurs
day for such action.'

Mr. Wolcott of Colorado said he hop-
ed the physical test of endurance would
not become necessary as a means of
securing a vote. He pointed out that
the friends of silver had been accused
of opposing legislation. Now, it was
the senators from the east who inter-
posed opposition. Mr. Wolcott very
strongly urged that the physical all
night struggle be not resorted to.

Mr. Clarke (Rep. Wyo..) then address-
ed the senate in behalf of silver. The
senator declared tliat the gold mono-metalli- st

has hypnotized the country
with the diabolical Influences of &
Svengali.

VOORHEES' SHORT TALK.
Mr. Voorhees (Dem. Ind..) ros for a

"short talk" he said. He has seldom
spoke of late, and was given attention.
He said that the country was now in
the midst of a revolution brought on
by those who plotted against silver. It
was this class which brought on panics
destroying the parity of the metals. The
men who demonetized silver - 1873.
were, said Mr. Voorhees. "revolution-
ists." They sought to overcome the
constitution, the Jaws and tb policy ofa country. After tracing the constant
use of silver since the government be-
gan, the senator declared that tb token
of "sound money" applied to goW was"
a iraud. Silver was as much soundmoney as gold. I: would effectuallv
stop the raids on the gold reserve if tfce
demans on the treasury were mt by
silver payments as well a gold.

Mr. Voorhees sarcastically reviewed
Mr. Sherman's financial record. Un-
der his leadership, the senator declared,
the Republican party had broken faith
with the soldiers, paying them with a
deDreciated &a:er raosey. The Ohio

senator believed in "sound money" for
Wall street, but not for the soldiers.

Mr. Vorhees declared that the gold
withdrawals of the last twelve months
was part of the conspiracy to compel
the issue of interest-bearin- g bonds.
Since the demonetization of silver, pan-
ics had been frequent. Ruin followed
in the train of demonetization. To en-

rich creditors at the cost of debtors
was the invariable purpose in the con-

traction of the currency.
ANGLOMANIA DERIDED.

Mr. Voorhees referred derisively to
the Anglomania which made England
foremost in certain frivolous social af-
fairs and matrimonial bargains, and
then condemned the prevailing ten-
dency to bow to England in all finan-
cial legislation.

The senator recited the terms of the
act of 1S93 repealing the purchasing
clause of the Sherman act, passed at
a time when he was chairman of the
committee on finance. That act, while
repaling the purchasing clause, explic-
itly recited that the policy of the Unit-
ed States was for the coinage of hoth
gold and silver without discrimination-Mr- .

Voorhees said that for nineteen
years he had consistently maintained
his attitude in defense of silver. He
had first come to congress on the issue
of the resoration of silver. The senat-
or closed with a vigorous assertion of
the capability of the Democratic party
to deal, not only with this great ques-
tion, but also with the tariff, fo cign
affairs and all the important issues of
the day.

Mr. Gray of Delaware, spoke of
the advantages of a gold standard.
It was the natural standard of the
world, a&d mere legislative whim or
fiat could not change the natural law.
The senator controverted the assertion
that cheap prices had followed the de-
monetization of silver. He asserted
that invention and modern methods
(had "brought about this reduction of
prices. He contended also that low
prices were for the benefit of the mass-
es of the people.

Mr. Call gave notice of a speech
on the bond bill.

Mr. Palmer presented a resolution of
respect to the memory of the late
Representative Remann of Illinois, and

ALL QUIirr IX THE HOUSE

Diplomatic aud Consular Appropriation
Bill Passed.

Washington, Jan. 2S. The session of
the house was brief today contrary to
general expectation the diplomatic and
consular appropriation bill precipitated
no discussion whatever. None of the
foreign complications were even men-
tioned and the bill was passed in less
than an hour. The appropriations car-
ried hy the hill are about $100,000, in
excess of those appropriated for the
current fiscal year.

A resolution for the employment of
an additional clerk in the folding
room was passed after a protracted
partisan debate, Representative Dock-er- y

(Dem., Mo.) contending that twelve
additional house officers, with annual
salaries aggregating $15,000, had .been
created by the Republicans, w(5i'e Mr.
C. W. Stone. (Rep., Pa.) mlUatained
that the increase was only sii, adding
"five Democrats have heen retained
out of courtesy to the minority. If we
are to be taunted because we have em-
ployed Democrats, perhaps we can
find a way to dispose with their ser-
vices."

Being That InvolTlDg the Jurisdiction of
the Circuit Court at Milwaukee in the r

Matter of the Appointment of the
Northern Pacific Receivers. Court of
Other Circuits Within Whose BocnJs
the Road Lies Being Held Ancillary to
Jenkins Court Choate Argues in the
Stanford Case Railway News.

Washington, Jan. 2$. Judge Field
Harlin, Brewer and Brown of the su-
preme court today rendered a decision
in the Northern Pacific receivership
case holding all courts along the line
of the road to be auxiliary to Judge
Jenkins court at Milwaukee. The de
cision gives the Milwaukee court jur
isdiction over the entire system in the
matter of receiverships.

Justice Brown signed a special mem
oranaum or his views, wftlch is as
follows:

"In view of the doubts suggested re-

garding the jurisdiction of the circuit
court of the United States rrom the
eastern district of Wisconsin to fore
close the mortgage in this case, and
of the further fact that the business
offices of this company have been, and
still are, at St. Paul. I think the cir
cult court for the district of Minne
sota snoum 'be treated as the court
of primary jurisdiction. But as the
whole object of the hearing before the
justices assigned to the four circuits
in whlcn the property of the road is
located, Is to secure harmony of action,
I nave concluded to waive my personal
views in defence to the opinion of my
"brethren and to accede to the recogni-
tion of the circuit court for the East-
ern district of "Wisconsin as the court.
of primary jurisdiction."

An order was signed by each circuit
justice, and has been sent to each cir
cuit court in his circuit. The order ian
as follows:

"It is ordered that in respect'to the
proceedings now being carried on for
the foreclosure of mortgages on the
Northern Pacific railroad company, the
circuit court for the Eastern district of
Wisconsin be regarded as the court of
primary administration and that the
proceednigs in this court will be ancil
lary In their character and In aid of
the proceedings in the court of pri-
mary administration. But this court
reserves the right at any time, upon
the application of any person or per-
sons interested or upon its own motion,
to make such orders and decrees as to
it shall seem just, for the protection of
the creditors of .the railroad company
residing within its jurisdiction."

THE STANFORD CASE.
Mr. Choate's argument today in the

Stanford case was largely technical.
possessing very little of the character
of a personal appeal. He contended
tthat the successive acts of congress re-
lating to the Central Pacific and Union
Pacific roads should be read together,
and said that, being so read, they dem
onstrate that congress intended them
to cover .the entire relations of ine
government to all of the companies
with respect to subsidy bonds, with-
out reference to the laws of the states
through which the roads passed, to
which they were superior; that The
roads were national institutions, mili-
tary highways and mail routes; that
the functions and Haoiliries of all the
Pacific roads were the same, and that
it was not intended to Impose a bur-
den upon the stockholders in one com-
pany: and that as to both companies
the government looked to the compan-
ies alone for the performance of all
that the acts Imposed. These acts did
not contemplate the personel liabillty
of the stockholders of either road, but
on the contrary did Intend that there
shouild be no personal liability of the
stockholders for the bonds. He dem-
onstrated that no such liability was im-
posed upon the Union Pacific stock-
holders, and contended that it was the
purpose of the United States to place
all the subsidized roads on an equal
footing. Hence the Central Pacific
stockholders should be relieved of all
personal liability, notwithstanding any
laws of the state of California to the
contrary.

forced as low by competition and oth-
er forces as they could be.

in paying obligations Incurred on the
basis of those conditions.

Congress shouW do shree things to
settle the business interests of the
country: Pass a tariff bill to increase
the revenue; a Pacific railroad fend-
ing bill, and a bankruptcy bill.

New York. Jan. 2S. Jose C Heran-de- z,

a Cuban who was on board the
steamship J. "VV. Hawkins, an alleged
filllbusterer, which was wrecked off the
western end of Lonfc Island Sunday
night, told the following story to a re-
porter for the Associated Press this af-
ternoon:

"We left In the Hawkins last Sundny
nipht," he Sxisran. "The steamship be-

longed to the Cuban revolutionary par-
ty, having been purchased recently by
them for lllllbusterlng work against the .
Spaniards.

"On board of hr were 120 men of tho
Cuvan revolutionvy prty. In adul- -
tion to this was a crow of stxteen men.
The ship was commanded by Captain
Hall. C H. Crowcll was mate.

"We left New York at midnight last
Saturday from the foot of One Hundsid
and Thirty-eight- h street. East rlvfcr.
We put out quietly In the dead of night
and in a few minutes were steaming for
the sound. "We ran smoothly enoah
and all the next day. We had no tron-ibl- o

until 3 o'clock Monday morning. At
that time the tea was beginning to gvt
pretty rough and the engineer asked for
help. He said that the onginc room had
sprung a leak and that the pumps woe
choked up. Two men from the revolu-
tionary party were dtnlled to assist in
bailing the engine room out with buck-
ets.

ARMS OVERBOARD.
'Later more men were detailed fr the

same purpose, but the water kept gain-
ing on them. We could not get ts wa-

ter out of the entrtne room fast a
it came in and the n wa getttalr
rougher all the time. At laat the wMt
came into the engine rooms s lutUH
Cnptnin Hall told us to Urn ten the "
iby throwing over hairs of crml i
coal was piled uton deck. We th-- . a it
over as fast as we could but K did no
sem to do any ood.

"Then we began to throw ovr the
cases of arms and ammunitkn. We
had a great quantity on hoard. Thar
were over 80,000 worth of arms aJoae.
We had two Hotchkiss guns, 1JM
Remington and Winchester rifles and
one million rounds of ammunition. la
addition to this there were lMi
pounds of dynamite and a lot of raw
material for making heavy mrntostvea.
All these things we threw into the mh.
which by this time was boiling arottml
us and sending great waves over the
decks. We worked all night and when
daylight came w had thrown all the
cargo and coal overboard. Still the
water continued to gain on us in the en-
gine room, and at last it put out ikt
fires.

SIGNALS OF DISTRaWB.
"At intervals, all through the nmtrs

of darkness, we burned rocfeetH and
fired signals of dlrs. But It ww mtt
until nbout S o'cWwk in the twminn
that we saw another vessel.
