Latest U. S. Gov't Report
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NEW PHEASANT IN AMERICA.

Succeeds in Propagutlng Fine Mongolian
Game lilrd.

Doubts that may have existed as to
the value of tho Mongolian pheasant as
a game bird in this state are in a fair
way to be dispelled in. the next few
jnontlis. The Massachusetts fish and
game commissioners started in breedi-
ng- the birds for the state less than a
year ago, and have bred thera success-
fully. It remains to be seen whether
the pheasants can endure the New Eng-
land winter, but there never was much
fear on that score, and so far the pheas-
ants aro all right.

It will be recalled tliat the Chinesb
or Mongolian pheasant was protected
for five 3'ears by a staute of 1S04, and
the game commissioners set to work
to stock the state. The Mongolian was
selected for the purpose on account
of its extreme- - hardiness and tooth-
some qualities, as well as for a wild
wariness that made it a inost desirable
gome bird. The only light of cxperi-cr.e- e

on the matter came from Oregon,
where 34 pheasants were turned loose
less than ten years ago, and now the
i.tate is overrun with them. It has
been found out there that the pheasant

Chairman Bracloett, of the Massachu-
setts commission, secured 12 pheasants
last spring1 from Oregon, which, added
to a few he had left over from a con-
signment the previous year, made up
the ancestors of the coming pheasant
population. "What knowledge was at
hand about pheasants had to do with
the English, variety, and the j'ear'a
work hjis-bee- u an experiment in every
way, as it was found that the Mon
golians required different treatment
altogether. New ideas had to be de- -

eloped, and the net result appears ta
"be a method calculated to produce Mon-
golian pheasants ad libitum. Nearly
lo0 birds were bred, of whom 50 were
distributed, 50 are in the aviary at
"Winchester, and the other 50 escaped
or were caught by cats. .

This last element is not only a dis-

turbing footer, butanannojingf eature
as well all through the year. It cannoi
he said that tha cats were an unfore-
seen danger. Mr. Brackett had a cor-
don of traps set around the aviary, and
they "worked" beautifully. Feline
wanderers moke a fine fertilizer, as the
appearance of some fruit trees in the
yard will attest, and by a wonderful ex-

ample of retributive justice their bod
ies were fed to the chickens in an in-

direct way, ns will be shown later on.
"With all the precautions taken, how-
ever, pussy managed to get a fewbirds.

The instinct or the birds is to lie close
when danger threatens, and with a dog
they have somewhat better chances oi
escaping in that way. Cats can creep
up, however, and land on them with a
spring. The birds learn fast, and of the
escaped pheasants that have been ob
served, their rule seems to be to keep
'out of reach at all times. Unlike the
grouse, the pheasant flies a considor--

auie distance wnen nusuea, ana in
hunting them the best plan, when a
phot fails, is to hunt up another bird.

liaising pheasants is much like rais-
ing bantams, with a few novel excep-
tions. In fact, bantam hens are used
for hatching. The pheasants must have
animal food during the ilrst three 01
four weeks of life, and maggots are the
correct thing. A way to get maggots
enough is to put some bran mixed with
putrefying meat in the bottom of a
barrel, hang some pieces of liver ol
dead cats in .the top of the barrel, and
then let it ajone for a week; flies do thtj
rests They h their eggs on the livor
when it is ripe enough, the progeny
drops into die bran below, where iu a
few days they may be scooped up by the
quart and fed to the chickens. Tho
maggots don't make a bad looking dish,
even if, like Mrs. Tanqueray, they have
an unsavory past. It is proper to say
that the muggot nursery should be at
a respectful distance from the house,
and to the enemy's windward. The
young pheasants sail into them with a
fusto thnt stands on no- - ceremony, and
they wax and grow fat. Mr. Brackett's
apparatus is more elaborate, of course,.
He has a little shed, with a system oi
pans and drawers and other things, so
that maggots can bo produced suited to
all tastes. One would think there are
tlies enough in the world already, but
the commissioners found ths breed
would die out unless somo of the mag-
gots were allowed to mature. Putting
them on ice arrests development, au
by adjusting things betw eentho nurse ry
and the icehouse there was a squara
meal for the pheasant chicks every day.

Grain and green stuff, liice lectuce
and cabbage, is fed to them beside the
maggots at the cud of a month, when
the critical time of the youngsters' life
is past. At four months of age it was
found the pheasants would riy out of
anything that didn't hae a roof, and
that is how some escaped. There was

ul wiose wnicn got awny. one shows
up now and then along: "the roadsides
and in woods, usually at. a respect-
ful distance After the snowstorm last
month several made tieir appearance
at the aviary, looking- for a meal. They
got itallripht.lutcouldnotbe
to come within, reach.

ry of the nature of the light that pen-
etrates objects apaque to The eye. Pro-
fessor Michelson has made a theoreti-
cal study of the subject, and though he
has conducted no experiments he has
reached conclusions at variance with
those of Professor Roentgen, covering
the character of the light. The exper-
iments will be'made at once, and al
though they will perhaps be of little
popular interest, inasmuch a3 the pro-
fessor does not expect to continue the
practical application of the disoovery
they will be of great value to the sci-
entific jyprld. The question involved
Is: What is the light chat penetrates
opaque matter?

Professor Roentgen holds that it is
neither ordinary rays of light or ca-
thode rays. But Professor Michelson
disagrees and thinks that it is one par-
ticular class of carhode rays.

The source of the Rentgen light, as
has been pretty generally set forth
is the Crooke's or vacuum tube, thrro'
which an electric spark is passed,
causing the glass to become flores-cen- t.

From the glass out in the air
these new rays pass in straight lines
and find all substances transparent
to them. Esneciallv is this true
liquids., wood paper, and human tissue
Metals are not so transparent, alum-
inum being an exception, for the reason
of their density. They impede the
rays from the vacuum tube. Alumi-
num is one of the lighter metals and is
particularly transparent. The trans-
parency is not proportionate to the den-
sity, 'but in general the heavier the sub-
stance the more opaque it Is to these
rays.

One of the important things that
Professor Roentgen has determined is
that the rays from a vasuum tube in
passing through a substance go in
straight lines, and are not deflected
as ordinary light is iby glass or water.

To illustrate this he filled a prism of
mica with various liquids, water being
one, and passed the rays from a Crooke
ttube through it. There was no dis-
placement of the rays as far as could
be measured, whereas a displacement
of a half inch was to be noticed when
ordinary rays of light were passed
through.

Then he tried to reflect these rays
from the vacuum tube, and found they
would not be reflected. And for the
same reason these rays could not be
concentrated by lenses or mirrors.

The conclusion of Professor Roent-
gen was 'that they could not be ordina-
ry light rays because they could not be
reflected or refracted. Then he declar-
ed they could not be cathode rays be-
cause cathode rays could not be de-
flected by a magnet.

Here is where Professor (Michelson
differs from the Wurzburg physicist.
The latter supposes the rays may be
longitudinal vibrations and the former
declares that if they are vibrations of
any kind they must be waves.and there
fore subject to refraction and reflec-
tion. Professor Michelson says this
is not absolutely certain, the experi-
ments not yet havnig been conducted,
but probable.

The cathode rays. Professor Michel-
son says, may vary in the way they are
treated. And principally the amount
of deflection hy a magnet varies "by theway the waves are cited. His im-
pression is that the cathode waves, af-
ter passing through the glass, are sif-
ted of that part of the rays that are
easily deflected by a magnet.

The experiment decide this point
will include the measuring of the veloc-
ity of these waves, If possible, and the
determining if the velocity of the ca-
thode rays are equal to or greater than
that of the light waves. If the veloci-
ty of the rays from the vacuum tube
is greater than the velocity of ordinary
rays of light it will be assumed that
the theory of longitudinal vibrations
advanced by Professor Roentgen will
have force, but if, as noiv assumed by
Professor Michelson, the velocity is
smaller than that of ordinary light
waves, then it will be concluded that
the waves are only a modification of
one particular class of cathodic rays.

Profressor Michelson hazards the op-
inion that these and cathode rays may
be vortecs in the ether projected from
electrodes, and if this is the case then
the effect of particles of ordinary mat-
ter will be to gradually diminish their
energy, and in proportion to the am-
ount of matter.

Professor Michelson has made a spec-i- tl
study of light and achieved notable

distinction at Paris in fixing a new stan
dard of measurement in the length of
a wave of light.

It is likely
that the discover """'M enable ug In
time to examine the interior of tools,
machinery and other objects of wood
and metal, so as to guard against dan-
ger through flaws or errors in casting.

"It is the discovery of a property of
certain rays emanating from the elec-
tric hght when produced in receivers
from which the aid has been exhausted
Th discoverer is a professor at the
University of Wurzburg. a Hollander
by birth and a Swiss by education, who
has devo;ted his life to experiments on
air. light and electricity. His name
is Wilhelm Conrad Roentgen. It is too
earlyto more than outline the results
and prospects of the discovery. It
might be suggested tht the war and
navy departments should examine into
the matter."

their He thod of Conquest Is Open t
Grave Objections.

Africa has been of late the field ol
cur aimexinc operations, not because
territory is Talnable there, but because
it is dixBcult to find territories to annex
elsewhere. Equatorial Africa is unfit
ifor European residence. It consists
mainly of swamps, jungles and im
penetrable forests. In theeo black mer.
have lived according- to their own fash
ion for centuries, and we and other mv
tions have been satisfied with the occu
patlon of a few seaports, where ad-

venturous merchants have risked theii
health in endeavors to grow rich by
itrading with the natives inland. This
was not enough for the new school,
und it was determined to extend the
area of empire. Therefore speculators
prere encouraged to make treaties with
the chiefs of the various African tribes.
These treaties recognized our para-
mount rule, and, as the chiefs did noi
understand them, they were ready tc
agree to them for a bottle or two of bad
spirits.
