"Wthout any question Dennis Flynn is
the most popular man in Oklahoma and
the evidence is that he is one of the best
politicians. Were it not for the pro-
bable change of administration no one
would dream of being a candidate for
his place, but the supposition Is that
there will be a Republican president in
Washington after March 4, next. At
that time Mr. Flynn will enter upon his
third term and for the first time in his
life will encounter the rocks and shoals
in which so many public men have been
wrecked.

Dennis has had the
good fortune of having every Republi-
can in Oklahoma tearing his shirt to
elect him whether he needed such extra
work or not. He came here this morn-
ing with every delegate pledged to him
and yet a great many wore anxioua
faces and button-hole- d men in Flynn's
interest as if his nomination was in
doubt. The result of this personal en-

thusiasm is that every mother's son of
them thinks he is the man that brought
about the acclamatory nomination of
Mr. Flynn and when he applies for an
office next year it will be a great and
bitter disappointment to him if he does
not get it. The prospect is terrible
enough to make Dennis shiver. That
he has thinking, scheming rivals for
the honors of the people of the Territory
is manifest to an outsider and the
thought was voiced today by Sam Mur-
phy of Oklahoma City when he said in
a very characteistic and suggestive way
"Flynn has nobody with him but the
people."

It is a pity that there are not more
places of honor in Oklahoma. There
are some mighty bright and able men
there who could fill other places at
"Washington and be able colleagues of
Dennis Flynn. "When Oklahoma has
two senatorial and three congressional
positions to fill things will be about
right. The people of the Territory will
never be fully satisfied until they can
have Judge Dille in congress or in the
senate with Dennis Flynn. "With ths
possible exception of Champion of Free
Homes, John Dille is the nearest to the
hearts of the people of Oklahoma and un
doubtedly their second favorite son. He
is the pride of Canadian county and the
people of El Reno simply cherish him.
And, by the way, El Reno is a great
factor in Oklahoma politics. There
are bright men there, such as Judge
Pitzer. John Moffat, C. O. Blake, Judge
Tom Reed, Neal Evans and hosts of
others who stand together In solid pha-
lanx when Canadian county wants any-
thing. John Dille, then, not only has
the advantage of having the hearts of
the people with "him, but he has a bunch
of strong, active brainy men at his
back who arealways united and take
pride in being harmonious. There are
strong men at Kingfisher and men who
are ambitious to live certain seasons of
the year In "Washington. Kingfisher,
however, lacks the harmony necessary
to success. There are four men there
who are as powerful united as theyare
powerless disunited. Seay, iGrimes,
Roberts and Admire are all big men. It
Is said that they are woefully at Fixes J

and sevens now. Indeed, It was saidf
to your correspondent today that Judge
Seay actuauY shed tears recently at in-

gratitude shown him by some of his
home people. There were several stories
told quietly among the leaders at both
conventions which illustrate or indicate
a bitter feeling among the favorite sons
of Kingfisher.

Volumns could be written ahout the
condition of politics in the Territory
and the relations of various leaders but
time is 'too short and telegraph toll too
high to deal further with them at this
time. Besides they will have no bear-
ing whatever in this year's campaign.

Dennis Flynn is the bright particular
star of Oklahoma at present and he and
"Free Homes" will eclipse everything.
He is strictly in the band wagon and is
driving it himself with all the brilliant
dash of Ben Hur in his famous chariot
race.

Potawattomie, who was recommended
by the committee, was made permanent
chairman and Harry B. iGlstrap of
Lincoln and J. B. Renshaw of Grant
permanent secretaries. Judge Asher
made an eloquent address as follows:

JDGE ASHER'S SPEECH.
"We are not met In this convention to

make a nomination. "We are met here
to formally ratify a nomination which
has already been made at the firesides
of thousands of the brave and honest
settlers of the territory in recognition
of the unselfish service and the faithful
performance of arduous public duties,
by one whose name is on every tongue
and whose achievements are an inspir-
ation to every Republican.

"We have fallen upon evil times; they
are not of our seeking, not of our choos-
ing, and clearly they are not of our
making. The people in 1S92 were pre-
judiced by falsehood and misled by so-

phistry; they were induced to reverse
the industrial system of the United
States, a system under which the nation
had grown rich and strong and pros-
perous. From that unjust and incon-
siderate judgment the Republican party
appeals in 1S96 to the same people, now
embarrrassed by hard times and sober
ed adversity. The history of the Repub-
lican party is a thrice-tol- d tale; the
world knows it by heart. Xo country
ever had another such instrumentality
devoted to its interest and its progress.
It is true, also, that It never in all its
splendid history deserved success more
than it did on the day on which it was
overwhelmed with defeat, stripped of
power, and retired from control of the
government. Our prosperity for thirty
years was without a parallel in the his-
tory of the race, and the two years im-
mediately preceding the election of 1S92
were the most prosperous of any in the
past. Little good would be accomplish-
ed "by a comparison between the then
and the now. The great question which
confronts the American people is the
settlement of the industrial policy of the
country. It Is not a qeustion of sched-
ules; it is more than a choice between
ad valorem and specified duties. Back
of "Wilson bills and McKinley bills and
Morrill tariffs and "Walker tariffs, there
are great fundamental principles as Im-

mutable as the law of fate, and as old
as the song the sea sings, upon which
our policy as a nation must Test, if we
are to bring to the people the largest
prosperity, and the fullest measure of
ireeuom. laew "
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are its rulers. They dictae Its policy. It
is incumbent upon us as a nation to
adopt such a policy as will insure not
merely the sustenance of the body, but
the education which will lead to inde-
pendent thought and independent inves-
tigation and independent votes. An in-

dustrial policy which provides these es-

sential things for those who govern the
country, will provide for all else. This
is not the time 'to recite our national
misfortunes; they speak for themselves
in terms of dismay and discouragement.
But the Republican party has too long
been accustomed to employ the lan-
guage of hope, to swell the songs of
Prosperity and contentment, to be turn-
ed aside to join the cry of misfortune
and calamity. The intelligence and pa-

triotism of the people are quick to dis-
cover the source whence flow these ills.
Those who have observed the radical
changes in our laws, and have witness-
ed their unfortunate effects upon all in-

dustrial and commercial interests, have
observed clearly that, underlying petty
disputes about rates, there are broader
and larger questions of governmental
policy; and they will be quick and effec-
tive in registering their condemnation.

"Who can measure the injury inflict-
ed upon the business interests of this
country by the agitation and confused
attempts to change our protective sys-
tem? The idle furnaces, the dismantled
factories, the smokeless chimney?, the
general distress, the armies of unem-
ployed workmen waiting to make their
appeal to the freeman's tribunal, the
ballot box.

"These are the fruits of Democratic
success. The Democratic party of to-

day is a standing menace to the pros-
perity of the country, and an affront to
the civilization of the age. It is a dis-

heartened disappointed, and disorgan-
ized rabble, without political chart, rud-
der or compass. It is united on the
basis of spoils only. It is as if some
barbarian horde had come together by
sudden impulse, and formed an army
for the purpose of storming a single
city, and plundering its inhabitants.

"Moved by no great political princi-
ple, inspired by no love of country, as
soon as the citadel was taken the
hungry mob went quicklv to pieces, and
then begun the only real service they
have performed for their country, the
extermination of each other.

"We are at present heroically endur-
ing a Democratic administration, both
inWashlngton and in Oklahoma. Did
you ever notice that the moment the
Democrats try to run the government
everything goes wrong? It was nearly
two years before they could make the
postage stamps stick. Still, a Demo-
cratic administration is a good thing
once In a long, long time, say fifty or
seventy-fiv- e years. We learn from that
affliction what free institutions can
withstand. Th- three years in which a
Democratic president and a Democratic
congress have spent In making mouths
and throwing bricks at each other, will
long be remembered as proof that the
people can govern themselves under the
most unfavorable conditions, and the
country will return to Republican rule
with increased confidence in our form
of government. In the mean time, the
president can hunt ducks the year
round without the slightest detriment
to the public service. In the territory,
they do not hunt ducks enough. Fish-
ing" for bass without a nibble, would
have been far better than debauching
the public service, and any diversion
would have been better than turning
our splendid institutions into feed pens
for Democratic politicians.

"Prior to 1S92 our people became so
rich, so prosperous, and labor was so
universally employed at good wages,
that znca ceased to appreciate the dan-
ger and disaster that was involved In an
abandonment of protection principles.
No orator was equal to the task of main-
taining their interest, but events have
stirred that interest to the profoundest
depths of society. What the orator and
the pamphleteer could not do, a bitter
experince, that has Intruded Itself into

leveachaaie, and into many brought

starvation, has done, and is doing to-

day. The close observation of those
who are interested and Instructed by
facts rather than given to refined theo-
ries, has settled upon the cause of the
present disastrous depression, and they
find that cause in the attempt to wipe
out protective legislation, and substi-
tute for it the doctrines of a revenue
tariff. The American working man 13

realizing today, that it is not possible
for him to separate himself in interests,
from the manufacturer who employs
him. The times have been full of un-
rest, disaster and apprehension.

"I believe that all the tumult of this
sea, will be stilled, as by the voice of
Omnipotence, when the great industrial
and commercial classes of this country
shall know that there Is to be a return
to the Republican principles of protec-
tion.

"Under this Democratic revenue law,
which will not raise revenue, the im-

ports from Great Britain alone, increas-
ed $52,000,000 in one year, while our ex-

ports decreased 544,000,000 making a dif-

ference of $26,000,000 against the Ameri-
can producer, against American labor-
ers, and against the prosperity of the
United States; and this is what they call
securing the markets of the world.

"The Democratic part- - has set in
motion the machinery of Manchester
and Sheffield, while they closed down
thousands of factories in the United
States. What wonder is it that the
revenues fell off? "What wonder is it
that the government has nothing in the
treasury except when it borrows It?
What wonder is it that for three years
labor has stood with idle hands, and
capital has hid its face? Three years
we have spent more than we have tak-
en in, and the credit of this great na-
tion in times of peace, would not up-

hold a tin-ho- gambler; and Uncle
Sam at the mercy of syndicates, like
a mendicant has been begging from
the bankers of London. Such financial
and business policy is unworthy a
drunken sailor, much less the greatest
nation on the earth. Disgraced and
humiliated and impoverished at home;
maligned. Insulted and traduced abroad
by Its highest representatives. It Is
now ready to shake off Its lethargy and
stand once more in the van of nations.

"The meanest act of this administra-
tion is the treatment it has accorded
the old soldiers. The loyal people
have not forgotten their country's de-

fenders, nor grown cold in gratitude
for their service. We, as Republicans,
are not of fellowship or kin with those
who assail the men who saved the na-

tion in its hour of peril. The men on
whose ears the name of Aristides had
a grating and unpleasant sound, walked
in uneven ways themselves, and those
among us today, who make themselves
unhappy because we demand fair treat-
ment for the union soldier, open the
doors of suspicion upon their own pa-

triotism. It was not Marathon alone
but also the memory of Marathan,
which fixed the home of civilization in
Europe, instead of Asia. Some future
Gulzot, as he traces the pathway of
human advancement, will declare, that
it was the surrender at Appomattox,
and the memory of its cost, kept alive
In the hearts of the people, which gave
to civilization Its grandest onward step
and Eecured to the world its fullest en-

largement of human liberly.
"The Democratic policy is antagonis-

tic to the Interest of the soldier. Dur-
ing the last three years, for the first
time in the history of the republlc.hose
who attempted to destroy the nation,
sit in 1udgrant of the honorable claim.
of the defenders of the nation; and for
the first and last time, our soldiers
have been dishonored without a hear-
ing by court or jury. But, thank God,
the day Is dawning when his interests
will be again committed to the care
and keeping of the party which upheld
his arm while he was in the field sti ik-

ing treason and rebellion and secession
and which has been just and generous
to him in his declining years.

"The administration of Grover Cleve-
land has been most satisfactory to
those who hold office under it. Its loy-

alty has received the approval of the
entire cabinet. The courage of its for-
eign policy has amused the great pow-
ers, and pleased every coward. Its
justice to the old soldiers has won gol-

den opinions from those who gave them
their wounds. Its financial manage-
ment has been safe for the brokers
and bond syndicates. Its unparalleled
and grotesque blunders on all questions
have been a source of wonderment to
"gods and men." It deserves to live,
as a reminiscence of broken promises,
and pledges unredeemed; a monument
of imbecility and pure cussedness.

"To administer this country's affairs,
to secure her rights, to extend her com-
merce, to preserve her peace and main-
tain her honor through all the coming
growth of physical and political power,
is a duty worthy the best days of the
Republican party. The Republican
party today, as at its birth, stands with
its face full and fair to the future.
Its splendid achievements are but van-
tage ground. Its battle cry is the pro-
gress of the people. It is alive to the
progressive spirit of the age. It sees
in the future, a broader and better hu-
manity. When returned to power It
will take hold of affairs with an expe-
rienced hand and trid skill. The shoals
upon which its opponents have been
grounded will be cleared as they have
often been before. That, which to
Democracy has appeared to be a dan-
gerous and treacherous channel, in the
light of Republican statesmanship will
be a free and open sea, over whose
swelling tide the ship of the republic
will be borne in safety and peace

"It has been by the aid of Republican
policy and Republican statesmanship,
that our greatest industrial and na-

tional glory has been won. It is the
return of the practice of that policy,
and the of that states-
manship In power, that a disappointed
and Impatient people now hall with a
just pride in the splendid history and
vast achievements of our party, wkh
a pround consciousness of the recti-
tude of our purpose, with a firm reli-

ance upon the virtue, intelligence and
patriotism of the people, with leaders
In whose clean hands our spotless ban-
ners will inspire confidence; let us close
up the ranks and go forward to achieve
success."

"I rejoice with you that we are as-

sembled in this historic and patriotic
city; encamped for a season in the midst
of a people who have so often shown
their unswerving loyalty to the Re-

tillers of the soil; when the people of
all classes, under the equal opportuni-
ties established by the Republican par-
ty found demand for their energies and
a proper return therefor.

2. "We condemn the Democratic par-
ty as a destroyer of prosperity; as a er

of progress: as a total failure
in all the departments of government
from municipal to national; as having
turned the magnificent prosperity of
1S92 In the United States into the stag-
nation, unrest and notable commercial
depression existing at this time.

3. We endorse with renewed vigor
those benificent principles of the Re
publican party, protection, reciprocity
and bimetalism, the trio of virtues
and bimetallism, the trio of virtues
which insure commercial vigor in the
wishes of any other nation. We stand
for America and Americans, first, and
the world afterward; and we congratu-
late the people upon the splendid pros-
pects of a change after March 4, 1S97.

4. We contend for honest monej. for
a currency of gold, silver and paper
with which to measure our exchanges,
that shall be sound as the government
and as untarnished as Its honor, and to
that end we favor bimetallism, and de-

mand the use of both gold and silver
as standard money, under such re-

strictions and provisions, to be deter-
mined by legislation, as will secure the
maintenance of the parities of the val-
ues of the two metals, so that the pur-
chasing and debt-payi- power of the
dollar, whether of silver, gold or paper,
shall at all times be equal. And we
believe the best way to continue the
parity of our dollars and at the same
time enlarge the circulating medium
commensurate with the growth of the
population, is by the unlimited use of the
domestic silver product, in our mone-
tary system, and the prohibition of
foreign silver, modified ty financial rec-
iprocity.

5. It is the wish and desire of the Re-

publicans of Oklahoma that the polit-
ical patronage of this territory be con-

fined to Oklahomans and that we de-

mand the enforcement of the princi
ple of home rule.

6. "We favor the passage of what Is
known as the Flynn statehood bill now
pending before congress.

7. We favor the appraisement of all
school and reserve lands and improve-
ments thereon, allowing lessees on all
school or other reserve lands in Okla-
homa territory a preference right to

se said lands and an equitable
compensation for Improvements made
on such lands In case of a failure to se-

cure such and In case such re-

serve lands are ever sold by the future
state of Oklahoma that the occupant
shall have a preference right of pur-
chase.

8. We welcome the people of Greer
county Into full membership as a part
and parcel of the Inhabitants of the
"Land of the Fair God" and demand
such legislation by congress as shall pro
tect the settlers of Greer county In their
property rights, and insure them title
to their homes In harmony with the doc-

trine of free homes to every bona fide
settler on the public domain In Oklaho
ma territory.

9. We condemn the Democratic equal-
ization board for placing a raised and
fictitious valuation on all property in
1S95, except railroad property, the

of the property of the people
being largely increased, while that of
the railroads was left abnormally
low; and we condemn this board still
further for raising the valuation and
at the same time not lowering the rate
of territorial taxation, thereby com-
pelling the people to pay $5,000 more ter-
ritorial tax in 1895 than was ever col-
lected In any previous year, and this,
to benefit those only who were specu-
lating on the indebtedness of this ter-
ritory.

10. We commend the sound financial
Jaws passed by the late legislature
which lifted the counties of Oklahoma
from degredation to solvency; which
raised the market value of county war-
rants from 50 cents on the dollar to
practically par; which stopped the cre-
ation of floating debts and put these
counties upon a cash basis; and we rec-
ommend the extension of these laws
to city, township and school finances.

11. We denounce the decision render-
ed by three memehrs of the supreme
court of Oklahoma annulling the leg-
islative enactment limiting district
clerks' fees, as a discredit to our Juris-
prudence, and an outrage on the just
and legal rights of the people, as an at-
tempt to overthrow a government con-
struction of law of thirty-fiv- e years
standing, that the government has no
jurisdiction over fees earned on the
territorial side of the court; the attor-
ney general and federal accounting off-
icers conceding that the legislatures of
the territories have full power to con-
trol these fees, and the decision takes
from the people $40,000 a year of direct
taxes for territorial criminal fees and
$40,000 more of civil fes paid by liti-
gants which, under the territorial law
were to be covered Into the treasuries
of the various counties, and these $S0,000
a year go to district clerks and not to
the government, as the Judges well
knew when they rendered this decision
that the government never had and did
not then require an accounting of ei-

ther territorial, civil or criminal fees
In the clerks' semi-annu- al emolument
returns. We believe the legal advisors
of the government knew more about
what the federal law and organic law
mean than the territorial supreme
court of Oklahoma, and we believe this
decision was prompted by collusion and
Is most reprehensible. Inexcusable and
at the same time ludicrous. We be-
lieve when the government concedes
the legal right of the legislature of Ok-

lahoma to save to the people of the
territory $50,000 a year, that a suprecse
court which annuls this law, giving
this amount to turn into the pockets
of the district clerks, deserves th con-

demnation of all who believe In law
and justice. We further condemn the
district judges for their arbitrary rul-
ing prohibiting any person unable to
give a co?t bond to file a petition as
provided for by law and demanding a
cash deposit In all civil cases. Aad
we further condemn the Judges for re-

quiring defendants in civil cass to
make a cash deposit before filing aay
answer or other plea.

We turn with enthusiasm U the
and universally praised rec-

Washington, D. C., March 30. Justice
Shlras rendered an opinion of the su-
preme court today In the case of the
Texas and Pacific railway vs. the Inter-
state commerce commission, appealed
from the circuit court of appeals for tho
Second circuit and known as the import
rate case. The opinion of tha supreme
court reverses the opinion of the circuit
court, whksh held that it was Illegal to
charge less on imported goods than an.
domestic articles. The effect of the
opinion is to continue alleged discrimin-
ation In the Interest of foreign shippers.

LONG AND SHORT HAUL.
Another opinion rendered by the su-

preme court is in what is known as the
long and short haul, appealed from the
decision of the circuit court of appeals
for the Fifth circuit. The appeal wn
taken by the railroads. The declslen
of the court below was affirmed, in the
main, the opinion holding that in cae
of shipments from one state to anothar
on through bili of lading, rallwayNjom-pnni- es

could not exempt parties and
give them special raets. Shlras 'del-

ivered the opinion.
In his opinion Justice Shlras stated

that the real question at issue was
whether the various railroad companies
In trnlllo from Cincinnati to Augusta
and Social Circle wore eo engngotl under
a common control management of ar-
rangement for a continuous carriage or,
shipment, within the meu"hing of the In-

terstate commerce act, and the conolu-slo- n
of the court, he aid, was that they

were so engaged. The Georgia Rail-
road company, one of the parties Involv-
ed, had set up the claim that as its roadfe
lay wholly within the scope of the statejj
of Georgia, It did not fall within. tiTej
scope of the act.

The court refused to accept this view
and Justice Shlras added that when this
company entered Into the carriage C

foreign- - freight by agreeing to receive
the goods by virtue of foreign through
bills of lading and to partlcipuU In ths
through rates and charges, ft thereby
became part of a continuous line, nml
thus became amenable to the lntertau
commerce act.

"We do not perclevc." ho continued,
"that the Georjrla Bnllroad company
escaped from the supervision of tr
commission by requesting; the forelf i
companies not to fix any rates for tbtt
part of the trnnsiortatlon which toetc
place in the state of Georgia, whjn tbe
goods were shipped to local points en liti
road. It still loft Its arrangement to
stand with respect to its terminals as
Augusta and other designated petntM.
Having elected to enter Into the onr-rfci- ge

of interstate freight, and thun
subjected lbelf to the conrol of the
commission, it would not be competant
for the company to limit that control In
roapect to foreign tratllo to certain
points on Us road and exenid other
points."
