The Union Pacific and Central Pacific

systems are to be reorganized separate
but subjected to requirements in most
respects similar. The secretary of the
treasury is to ascertain the amounts of
the government liens, principal and in-
terest, in each case up to January 1,
1897, deducting payments already made
The sinking fund of eadh of the roads
is to be credited on the debts "to the
government. The entire property of
the two lines is to "be mortgaged to
the government, subject to the first
mortgage, covering the entire govern-
ment debt, including principal and in-

terest, and bonds issued to the govern-
ment bearing 2 per cent interest, pay-
able y. There is to be in
each case an annual payment of prin-
ciple amounting for the first ten years
to $200,000, the next ten to 3500,000 and
thereafter to $750,000 until the indebted-
ness is wiped out, but his provision is
I.kely to be changed so as to increase
the annual payments and to lessen the
time. The companies are authorized
to refund their other debts and to issue
a first mortgage to secure them, with
four per cent bonds to run for fifty
years, this mortgage, and this only,
to take precendence over the govern-
ment lien. The companies are to be
allowed to issue preferred stock and to
pay not to exceed 4 per cent dividends
on it, and this only when earned and
after full payments of principal and in
terest due on "bonds. Foreclosure un
der pending proceedings and the for-
mation of new companies are authoriz-
ed, with the same privileges, immuni-
ties and obligations as the existing com
panies. In the case of the Central
Pacific, the mortgage is to include the
lease to the Southern Pacific, the Sou-

thern Pacific is to guarantee principal
and interest, and 'the debt of over $2,000,-00- 0

due the Southern Pacific by the gov-
ernment for services is to be used for
the cancelation of Central Pacific bonds
The president is authorized 'through the
secretary of the treasury at any time
to clear off tlhe paramount lien for the
protection of the government, or when
interest and principal payments are in
default for six months the government
may takepossession of the roads with-
out the permission of congress or the
courts. The office of government di-

rectors of the roads is abolished, there
is to be no further requirement of money
for the sinking fund.and no more money
is to be withheld when due to the
roads for service rendered to the gov-
ernment. All laws forbidding the mort
gaging of the roads or the extensions or
consolidation with other lines are

Terrill did not manifest the lest un-
easiness but looked the officer calmly in
the face and stated that he had seen him
somewhere, hut could not remember the
place.

The officer, however, was positive of
his man and stated to the local officers
that there could be no mistake. At this
Terrill asked to see the officer's papera
and wanted to know if the officer had a
requisition. Sheriff Hansen replied that
ne aia not need a requisition, as he was
going to take his prisoner direct to the
Kansas penitentiary at Lansing, which
by contract with Oklahoma is the terri-
torial prison.

Terrill seemed a little surprised at this
but listened intently while the order of
the court and commitment were being
read. As the officer finished Terrill re-
marked, "that's not a commitment.
That's only a copy of the order of the
court." The sheriff informed him that
it was the only commitment nW-- d.

Terrill then commenced to converse
with the sheriff and before he had
finished, although he still maintained
that he was not Terrill, gave himself
away by a thoughtless slip of the
tongue.

During the conversation he asked how
Ions "ho would be kept in Lansing. The
officer replied, "until your twelve years
are served out, I suppose." "Well, they
sent me up for life If I'm the right
man," answered the prisoner, catching
himself, but too late, as the officer re-
marked, "Well, if that's so I guess you
are the right man."

Sheriff Hansen, however, informed theprisoner if he had any proofs to submit
that he was not Terrill. that he (Han-
sen) would wait and give him the oppor-
tunity. At this the prisoner replied,
"Oh, if you are satisfied that I am theright man, there is no use trying to cetany proofs, you have the authority and
can tane me up there.

WOMAN IJKING TJATGN' AITVE
Her Kody Inviulcd With Anlmallcules

"Which are Destroying Iler.
Chicago, March 31. Mrs. Theodore

Couet, whose home is at No. 56 Vernon
Park place, is the victim of a strange
affliction.

Millions of animalcules have been lit-
erally devouring her alive. The tiny
creatures, to which a specific name has
not been given, are of most hideous as-
pect, vary' in size from that of a grain of
sand to an inch and a half in length,
with the circumference of a lead pencil.
The entire system of the woman may be
said to be impregnated with them, but
they abound most in the stomach, nose,
ears and scalp.

Mrs. Couet is of French-Canadi- an

birth, and came to Chicago with her
husband from Quebec about thirty
jears ago. Since that time they have
been residents of the West Side, their
present home being at No. 56 Vernon
Park place. Her husband, who has fol-
lowed the trade of a carpenter since
coming to this city, is now lying at the
point of death with dropsy of the heart.
Mrs. Couet was until about five years
ago apparently a perfectly healthy
woman. She is the mother of ten chil-
dren and is now 49 years of age.

About five years ago Mrs. Couet be-
came subject to paroxysms of pains in
the region of 'the abdomen. A number
of physicians were consulted, but they
were unable to agree upon a diagnosis.
The majority of them, however, held
the opinion that the trouble was caused
by gall stones and advocated an opera-
tion for their removal. Before consent-
ing to the operation Mrs. Couet insisted
on consulting Dr. D. Dion, a woman
physician of the "regular" school. After
an examination Dr. Dion advised
against the operation, saying she did
not think 'the trouble due to gall stones,
but at the same time confessed her in-
ability to understand the case.

Mrs. Couet was guided by the advice
of Dr. Dion and the operation for gall
stones was not performed. Her health
continued to fail, and her sufferings in-

creased until about five months ago,
when she was unable to arise from her
bed, exhausted by paroxysms of pain
which seized her every few hours.
About two months ago she again sent
for Dr. Dion. As the latter says, by ac-
cident she discovered the caue of Mrs.
Couet's affliction and developed the fact
that she was literally alive with "little
beasts" which might be classed as in-
fusoria or anjmalcules.

The strangeness of the case, the ser-
ious illness of Mr. Couet, and unhappy
finacial condition of the family, induced
Dr. Dion to at once take Mrs. Ccuet to
her own home at No. 373 Bowen avenue.

"I have been completely engrossed by
the case of Mrs. Couet," said Dr. Dion
yesterday, "and have neglected my bus-
iness and everything else to attend to
it. If it were not wrong to say so, one
would term it a malediction rather than
an aflliction. What that woman has
suffered in body and mind no tongue can
tell."

"Is she improving under your treat-
ment?"

"I am thankful, more than thankful,
to say she is. But the malady is by no
means overcome. I know of nothing to
equal the rapidity with which the "little
beasts" as I call them, breed and devel-
op. If I remove one the size of my
thumbnail from her scalp, for Instance,
within two hours another one fully as
large, crawling and biting, will be in its
place. In some respects the little ani-
mals In her resemble the Infusoria some-
times found in stagnant water. In dif-
ferent parts of the body they vary in
size and appearance, but I have con-
clusively proved that they are of the
same origin. I have, by the aid of the
microscope and powerful magnifying
glasses watched the development of the
creatures from the first stage to the last.
The rapidity with which they multiply
is almost incredible. I have preserved
living specimens which came from the
woman, and in an incredibly short time
they have Increased by thousands."

"How did they originate?"
"That question I do not wish to ans-

wer now."
"Can you tell?"
"Yes. I have traced them to their orig-

in. I believe that I hve discovered a
disease that has afflicted humanity per-
haps for ages, and has never been rec-
ognized by medical scientists."

"Do you not intend to give to human-
ity the benefit of your discovery?"

"Yes; I am perfectly willing to give
to the medical profession all I have
learned, but I do not wish to be accused
of seeking notoriety I dread it."

"Is the malady which has attacked
Mrs. Couet liable to be incurred by
others?"

"My investigations have convinced me
that, while everybody is not liable to
it, nobody is safe from it."

"May I ask if it is caused by using
impure water or food?"

"Bv neither. As I have said I have
traced these an malputes or infusoria.
to so des.gnate them, to thr origin, but
what that is I dc n't nw w.sh to say."

SOLD AT A LOSS

SPECULATORS WHO PUT THEIR

TEUST IN ABM0UB,

"Wheat Cloies at a Decline From Monday's
High Foist of a Cut and a Half Which
Mny Represent tho Loss of the Afore-

mentioned Speculators Earlier News

3IostAIlof a Bullish Nature Advance
Calls Oat Free Offerings, a Secession
Following Corn and Oats Little
Chanced Provisions Ioirer.

Chicago, March 3L Speculators who
bought May wheat yesterday at from
64 cents to 64tA cents on the belief that
Armour would put the price tip so that
they might secure a gocd profit, had to
sell it today as best they could at frcm
63 cents down to 63 cents. Ix closed
at 63644 cents, a decline of i cent for
the day, and a loss of V& cents from the
highest point it touched on the day
before. Corn and oats were easier,
without much alteration in the price.
Lonffs sold provisions freely and pork
had another 25 cents break.

(Fine spring weather had a depressing
effect on wheat today. There was a fair
trade early, after which the market be-

came rather quiet, the range for the
day being cent. The tone early was
rather firm, and for a while higher pri-
ces ruled, but did not hold, a 3 cent
decline following, after which a U
cent rally took place, the close show-
ing cent loss. The early firm-
ness was due in a measure to the small
weekly world's shipments, only 5,872,-00- 0

bushels, against 6,734,000 bushels for
the same time last year, and estimated
weekly requirements of 7.SOO.0OO bush-
els. There were also reports that the
California crop had been damaged by
blight. Northwestern receipts, too,
were small compared with last week,
and had some influence. The inspec
tion made a good showing, and aided
the early strength. The signal service
predicted a cold wave for parts of the
winter wheat "belt, which also had some
influence on values. At the advance
there were rather free offerings and
prices receded. Cables came easier,
and outside markts ruled easy and
then the cash business was of smaller
proportions than of late, due probably
to the premiums. A prominent floor
trader sold freely and in the absence of
any outside support prices sagged down
New York repjorted that there was no
export demand there, and the other
markets were weak. Provisions partic-
ularly, had some effect on wheat.

Corn was more active or the trade of
more interest today than it has been
for a long time. The highest price
for the day for iMay corn was 2929
cents and it sold as low as 29 cents
and closed at 2929 cents, a shade
under last night's prices.

There was some activity in the oats
market but the selling was largely by
professionals. The feeling the early
part of the day was weaker and prices
dropped cent but the close found
the loss recovered and very little change
from yesterday's final quotations.

Provisionsw ere again very weak,
with the longs the principal sellers and
shorts about the only buyers. 'May
pork ranged from 5S.60 near the open-
ing to JS.32 at the close. May lard
opened at $5.10, sold at 5.12& tand clos-
ed at $5.05. May ribs from $4.65 at the
start, sold down- ito and closed at

$4.57 against $4.65 at the end of the
previous day's session.

STORMS, IV EST AND EAST

Snow and Ulizzardi in One Case and Floods
In the Other.

(Denver, Col., March 31. Over eight
Inches df snow fell throughout the
greater part of Colorado last night. The
storm continues today with Increasing
severity.

Omaha, March 31. A severe blizzard
prevails all over Nebraska, The mer
cury has fallen rapdily since noon and
snow and sleet is being driven with a
terrible gale. No apprehension is felt
by agriculturists for grain, on account
of the excellent condition of the winter
wheat article. No damage of conse-
quence has ibeen reported as a result of
the storm.

Pittsburg, Pa., March 31. The flood
in the river reached the highest stage
about daylight, when the marks showed
194 feet. At noon the water was fall-
ing slowly. The tracks of the Pittsburg
and Western railway are submerged
and the law lands in Alleghany and this
city are inundated.

New York, March 31. Floods in the
streams of central and western New
York are reported to the Associated
Press today. Oriskany creek overflow-
ed its banks and submerged the greater
part of the village of Oriskany. Near
Syracuse Onondaga creek is beyond its
banks and roads and railways at Onon-
daga are submerged.

CLOUD Ul'ItsT IX KEXTCCKT
Strip of Conntry Vive .Mile Long Laid

Wate and Mjny Droivned.
"RoonevilK Ky., March 31. D. L.

Walker, a log merchant from Clay coun-
ty, has just arrived here and reports
that a cloud hurst yesterday laid waste
a strip of country about five miles wide
along Little Sexton creek, and the south
fork of the Kentucky river in Owsley
and Clay counties. The residence of
Wade Marders on Little Sexton creek
was washed down and his wife and lit-

tle girl drowned. Three other houses
were swept away, but it is not known
what became of the occupants. Fences
and barns were destroyed for miles up
and down the creek, and the people ren-

dered destitute by the loss of their prop-
erty and provisions.

MANITOBA WON'T ACT UGLY

Bat She Will Do the Liberal Only in Her
Own Way.

Ottawa, Ont, March 31. Dispatches
to the government from Wiantpeg are
to the effect that Manitoba is willing to
grant in effect all that is wanted in the
school quesrton if left free to do so. but
declines to enact a dual system of edu-
cation. If the commissioners can per-
suade the hierarchy to rely upon the
honor of --Manitoba rather than to de-

mand the strict letter of the law. an un-

derstanding can soon be reached.

PRICES GO HIGHER

ST00K MABKET TAKES A STBEAK

OF CHEERFULNESS.

Dealings, Though Professional, are Well
DIstrlbnted and CheerX nlness Prerails
In the Face of an Advance In Exchange

Kallirays Dlride Attention JJlore
Nearly With the Industrials Grangers
Advanced on the Theory of Fruer Grain
MoTameuts Realizing Orders Xearthe
Session's Close Rallwuy Bonds Higher

New York, March 3L Increased ac-

tivity and. a higher range of prices oc--
j curred in today's stock market. The
j dealings, while to a large extent pro
fessional, were widely distributed and
a more cheerful temper was discernable
in financial circles, despite further ad-

vance in the exchange market. The in-

terest of the traders, as usual of late,
appeared to hinge more on the industri- -

J als than the railway shares, but some
of the railroad stocks recorded fairly
large totals. Some of the unusually
Inactive reilway stocks loomed into
prominence, notably Wabash prefer-
red and Atchison preferred. Little
or no stress was laid upon the gold ex-
port probabilities, and the grangers
were advanced on the theory of a freer
movement of the crops in the neariu-tur- e.

Influences of a special character
operated to cause advances in various
shares. Sugar Improved l?i per cent
on an advance In practically all grades
of the refined product. General Elec-
tric made about a similar gain on pur-
chases induced by gossip regarding a
moro satisfactory business prospects
and suggestions that the working agree
ment with the Westinghouse interests
would soon be declared operative. Tool
buying was discernable in various pro-
perties. Tobacco was advanced at the
outset l3 per cent, to 90 per cent, on
heavy purchases, based upon unfounded
rumors of the closing down of a pawer-f- ul

competitor of the American Tobacco
company. On an emphatic denial
from official sources, traders raided
the stock and also on the theory that
the effect of the expected dividend an-
nouncement had "been discounted. Re-
alizing orders were also apparent, and
contributed toward a recession to S9
per cent. The subsequent course of the
stock was erratic, within a narrow
range, and the closing was practically
unchanged on the day. The advances
in the general list were substantial.
At the top level Manhattan. Rock Is-

land and Leather preferred figured for
ltA per cent, Delaware and Hudson l3,
per cent, Atchison preferred 11 per
cent, Burlington, Louisville and Nash-
ville and Wabash preferred 14 per cent
and a number of other shares gained
a point or thereabouts. In the late
dealings a general realizing movement
occurred, which caused an easier tone
at the close and led to recessions of 1
per cent in Chicago Gas and of slight
fractions In the general list.

Railway bonds were strong and high-
er on transactions of $1,252,000. The
Atchison issues were the leaders in ac-
tivity and strength. The fours trust
receipts rose 1 per cent, the seconds ll;
per cent, and adjustment fours 2 per
cent.

Governments were firm on moderate
business. The sales were J7S.000.

ATTACKS ASSESSMENT INSURANCE

Keller Id lioston That It Can Not Mnml by
lUclf at All.

New York, March 31. The New York
Post prints the following dispatch from
Boston:

Recent agitation in assessment in-

surance circles has called renewed at-

tention to this style of Insurance and to
its fniiure to effect the revolution In in-

surance upon human life which wa
confidently predicted when the mind
of the public began to be turned by the
fallacies of the idea. MajpnachuwttR
has been through a long and bitter ex-
perience, and is now coming around to
the demonstrated conclusion that aaaes
ment insurance, as a sytm. ha such
Inherent weakness that it cannot stand
of itself. It must engraft upon it such
provisions as are required by tha old-li- ne

life companies for their financial
soundness. There are two large aaseas
ment companies still surviving In Mas-
sachusetts, which have lived through
much stress, and one small one. They
are probably able to continue for a
great while, according to the present
promises, for their methods bar chang-
ed greatly from their beginnings, but
there have bn a horde of small con-
cerns which have been obliged to glre
up years ago. More than this. In con-
sequence of the demoralisation of the
people on account of assessment erase.
there followed the still worse- endow-
ment folly, and then, de?pr still In the
mire of bad finance and piratical mor-
als, the home Investment companies
and the various "orders' of raiirbow
brilliancy which were to enrich the pol-

ler holders, but really Impoverished
thm. Prom toegtnnJng to end It has
been a story of shame to the state and
of suffering to the deluded people who
believed that they could get cheap In-

surance, and to th; brighter ons who.
( knowing the fraudulent character of

the business, believed that tbey could
go In and get out Quickly enough to
save themselves, while tearing the
wreck to fall on the heads of the igno-
rant victims.

One of the best posted men In the state
says that the upshot of 4hls round of
experience Imls bcn to prtrr that all life
Insurance must oom down to the basis
of the old line companies, except that
there Is 90 neM on the part of the latter
for their surplus.

It Is not believed that there will oc-
