It Is tbe General Heller that lie is Holding

Vpril 9. Senator Chan-

dler was in hfs sealt in the senate today
elnd .was .the subject of a good deal of
attention from his fellow senators and
the representatives of the press. It
was evident tihat ,the settlor from New
Hampshire was not rappy. He wore a
depressed air and his customary inter-jection- is

iii llhe debalte were wanting.
Senator Lodge htad a consultation wnth
him and so did sev eral other New Eng-
land senators, but they declined to dis-
cuss Ijhe subject of ttheir conferences. It
is believed that Mr. Chandler has some-
thing yot in store on tihe New Hamp-
shire convention. He denied himself no
newspaper coolers as far as possible.
Calls at hJs residence were met wath the
tltat;ement that he was occupied, that
he had retired, 'thalt he was engaged
wiffih. his "eort, and varied statements of
this sort. Those newspaper representa-
tives nfao were fortunate enough, to
callch him on ithe wing between tihe
jfenfate chamber and Ms home "nere no
better off. for .he declined to discuss the
New Hampshire convention, merely re-
marking that he thought this "a good
time to ke-p- qufdt."

Ndtwitlrstiindmg Mr. Chandler's ap-
parent depression; it as believed he wili
be again heard from on the subjects
which he hois so much discussed in print
of late. Those who know most about
him am.d his piaSiis say he has not yet
finished with ttlhe subject.

General Gro'venor's weekly bulletin
of McKinley dlelegates to the national
convention has been as usual the sub-
ject of considerable criticism from the
opponents of McKinley today. Repre-
sentative J. Frank Aldrlch said of Gros-veno- r's

figures:
"Thre can. be but one purpose in giv-

ing out 'this weekly bulletin, and thut to
gtuffen up the McKinley followers, who
must see tSw-- t the tide is beginning to
turn in nmotttier direction.

"Of course, there is wo law to prevent
Grosvenior giving out anything he
dhoases, and w long as he can get what
h'e says publis&ed, it will no doubt
serve his purpose it is but part of a

campaign, and I must
Eay it des credit to the orgainizoition,
Tor its purpose is .to influence public
opinion and bolster up the half-heart- ed

laid imdiffetreiit delegates who, though
broperly classed in tfce McKinley col-
umn for hA present. perhaps, cannot
be relied upon to stick unless they be
assured thatr he is xo be nominated on
the first halkvt. aaid you would be sur-
prised to know how many there are of
this kind ir their rahks.

approve, he must expect to be called to j
account nhsrefor. Tou my say in con- -
elusion tfc&t Mr. Reed's friends continue

to be ea'tfsfied with the general situa-
tion and are xeceedingly hopeful of the
outcome."

General Grosvenor took occasion to
complain thaJt tSiere was a scheme to
pack the committee on credentials
against iMcKinley and that was the se-

cret of so many contesting delegations.
Mr. ldrich said:

"The general was as much misin-
formed regarding eonitesttng delegates
as he is of McKinley figur,es,or he would
never have .made that criticism. If he
had kept track of these contests he
would have known that more than one--
half of ithe contesting delegates are Mc- -
Xmley men who bolted.' tihe regular

and set up rump conventions
'to choose delegates. I do not pretend
Ito reffect on .these men and say that
they are not Justified In their contests.
That is a question for the committee on
credentials. But Grosvenor should not
be so ready to criticise contestants and
say that they are for the purpose of de-
feating McKinley when more than one-ha-lf

of 'them are McKinley men.
"If tihe committee on credentials is to

be packed, as Grosvenor says, who
knows but .It may be in the interest of
these McKinley contestants who are
asking the Seats of the delegates select-
ed by the regular oonv-ecition- of their
states and districts? I think he ought
to know what he is talking about be-
fore he decides this very important
question which the committee on

has always decided in other
conventions and will decide In the one
at St Louis."

Grosvenor also said there were six
delegates instructed for McKinley in
Illinois and the opponents of McKinley
were trying to have .tfhem vkla!te their
instructions. Mr. Aldrich again re-
marked tlifa't it was only misinformation
that led Grosvenor to make such a
staJtemenit.

"He ought to know," said Mr. Aldrich,
"that (McKmley has four Instructed
delegates fn IlKnois 'and no more. No
one doubts that 'those four men will
vote for McKinley and obey instruc-
tions. No one in Illinois would try to
have them do otherwise. But if the
general i!s to accuse the men who are
not rnstruct'ol for McKinley, but. elect-
ed for Cullom, of violating instructions,
there fs no telling what complaint he
may have to make regarding the Illi-
nois delegates before he gats through."

A good story is told here of an inci-
dent which occurred lat the meeting of
the Republican executive committee at
St. Louis a week ago. Mr. Hahn of
Ohio a'ssured Richard Kerens of St
Loufe ithlat McKinley had personal let-
ters from nfne of (the Chicago delegates
that were not instructed, pledging their
votes for him. Mr. Kerens repeated
Jihis story to Mr. 'Manley and Mr. Man-le- y

aisked John R. Tanner about it Tan-
ner suggested that he waiit until the
committee wetfe all together and then
ask Hahn about i't

The next day fn 'the meeting Manley
drew Kerens out a"nd he assured all of
them that .the Chicago delegates had
all, wStlh onfe exception, written to Mc-
Kinley. pledging him their votes. Hahn
verified Kerens' statement and Manley
hen called Tainner to 'the witness tanld.

Tanner quietly asked Mr. Kerenls:
"This is your town, and 1 am away I

from home, and its after banking hours,
but wha't is my credit good for here?"

"Ten thtousand dollars, or perhaps
$20,000." said Kerens.

"Well, all right; thalt goes!" said Tan-
ner. "Now I'll bet you or Hahn the $10,-0-

or ?20,000, whichever you make it,
that Mr. McKinley has not received a
single letter of .'the character you de-

scribe from a single delegate In Chica-
go. The 310.000 or the $20,000 goes on
that proposition. Come up!"

ICerns .turried to Hahn, and Hahn
said Han'na had told him, but Hanna
was in Cleveland, and they declined
Mr. TaWriarls offer.

Seiraaary Carlisle's letter to the chair-
man of the Kentucky Democratic com-mrtj- te

has created little talk in Wash-
ington. It ha!s for weeks been assumed
that Mr. Carlisle would like to be a
candidate on & gold platform, and that
he would have the backing of Wall
street Democrats. He would not expect
to be eledted', but his candidacy would
give him a good opportunity to more ex-
tensively advertise himself, and be of
benefit to him when he leaves Mr.
Cleveland's cabinet and opens a law of-
fice in New York. That is about all
Chat is seen in Carlisle's caridldacy. The
silver men are not afraid of him but say
that he is the least available Demo-
cratic candidate.

Morrison or Campbell or Boies would
be stronger in the convention. Morri-
son is regarded as a gold man, but he is
not an administration man, and has not
been ajt the White House for three
years. eH would not be looked upon as
an administration man, and that in
itself wtould help him in the next Demo-cra't- ic

convention. Boies is an ut

silver man, arid We would be prefer-
able to Morrison with the silver men,
but he has not to good a record as a
oanlsisteht Democrat as Morrison.

Senator Cullom received a. letter from
J. C. Orvls of Maywood, 111., the other
day, In which tiha writer criticised Sen-
ator Hoar's epeech against the Cuban
resolutions. JMf. Orvfe ilien explained
Uhajt he was 72 years old, continuing:

"My grand father was a revolutionary
soldier, his brother was an ensign in
the same war, and my father was in
the war of 1S1"2. I have a 6nare drum
that wate made in 1770, and was played
on at Philadelphia when the liberty bell
was rung. This drum was carried all
through ih? war of the revolution, and
the war of 1S12, atnd has been played
upon at every presidential election from
Washington down, and it has not mass
ed a Fourth of July uiee ths was a
government I wish It could be played
when tthe Cubans are given thear lib-
erty. I played it when; William H. Har-
rison wtats elected, and am proud to say
that I have played It ever fiince on ev-
ery pneskdv;n.tial election and Fourth of
July. I feel proud that I am a. fre man
and I have sympathy with any one who
is trying to gam his liberty."

Mr. Orvis went on to say that if he
were tt. scholar he would Mke to express
his opinion of Hoar's speech against
the Cubans, and he closed with: "I in-
tend "ro pfciy this drum as long as I live
for all presid-enffia- elections that are
Republicans."
