'Chiefs kraal, or collection of huts,
which composed the headquarters about
vno years agoj&f the ryjer of Jlatabele- -
land." to tne TUatabeles it Is a sort of
Mecca, a .place that to their minds they

na noooay else should possess, and
Which, if recaptured, must certainly
bring them back their old historic glo-
ries.

who have everywhere been preaching
covertly, but effectually, a crusadeagainst the British. It is this crusade
which Is at the bottom of all the trouble,

"WORTH FIGHTING FOR.
Buluwayo is really a prize worth

fighting for. It has been changed in two
ears from a collection of native huts to

a modern town of brick, wood and cor
rupted iron buildings. It has an opera
nouse anu several clubs, a newspaper,
tne Buluwayo Citizen, a law court anda squad of lawyers, a stock exchange
and several hotels, a chamber of com-
merce, a polo ground and golf links,
streets and avenues and churches. The
enemy in large force is within twelve
tniles of Buluwayo. All the outlying
post which it is possible to relieve have
been relieved and men. women and chil-
dren have flocked into the place from
the surrounding country until it is be-
lieved tht about 3.000 souls are alreadv
musterea within the town, defended by
aTbout 70- - ,r R00 British South Africans,
police and volunteers. But the army is
said to number 15,000 warriors, and
some time must elapse before the rein-
forcements r.arh Buluwayo. It is be-
lieved that the arrival here of Sir Rich-
ard (Martin, the newly appointed com-
mandant general of the Chartered com-
pany's forces in South Africa, daily ex-
pected, will be the signal for an ener-
getic pushing of the campaign against
the Matabeles. Over 500 additional vol-
unteers l?ve already been enrolled, and

detachments are now on their
to Buluwayo.

ONE CHANCE FOR SAFETY.
It is sported that the volunteers and

police a Buluwayo are contemplating
r.aking j sortie to try to take the Ma- -i

tbetes by surprise. It is predicted heret.: if this be done, the British force
will almost certainly be annihilated and
that Buluwayo will fall into the hands

the nemy Tbe town's only chance
of safety is 'believed to be in remaining
strictly on the defensive until the strong
reinforcements It Is possible to send
there hae cached Buluwayo. Other-
wise, disaster stares Buluwayo in the
face.

SWIARMING LTKE ANTS.

Information
coming from the country around makes

that native women are secreting Euro-
pean clothes. The native men on the
veldt wear the native costume, while
most of those in Buluwayo wear clothes
approaching the European fashion. By
attiring the native warriors in Euro-
pean garments, the Matabeles hope they
will be enabled to enter the town un
questioned.

TO CCXME IN DISGUISE.
A native ilatabele boy has also been

caught stealing the badges and pug-gar- ie

belonging to Rhodesia horse and it
is believed that it was intended to use
these for the purpose of disguise to 'fur-
ther some treacherous project for tak-
ing Buluwayo at a disadvantage and
killing the inhabitants. It is plainly
noticeable that the natives in the town
are becoming as thick as bees. In or-
dinary times the natives come and go in
town without attracting attention. The
population is at all times a shifting one,
and a large number of the men who
make it up are not known individually
to the white people of the town or to
the authorities. The fact that the nat-
ives in the town live apart from the
whites adds to the difficulty of identify-
ing those who belong in the town. But
theie is little more confidence felt in the
natives who belong in the town than in
the hostile men, who, it is believed, are
surreptitiously to be introduced to aid
from within when an attack shall be
made from without It looks now as
though that might occur at any time.

The roads by which communication is
had from the south, both the one to Tuli
and the one to Mafeking, are felt to be
in peril. There are undoubtedly large
numbers of hostile natives between
Buluwayo and the settlements to the
south, some of them in open revolt The
situation is felt to be most serious and
threatening.

PACIFTTNG KRUGER.
The apprehension in the mind of the

British government that the dispatch
of reinforcements to South Africa may
endanger the strained relations with
the Transvaal is Indicated by a state-
ment by Governor Sir Hercules Robin-
son to President Kruger.

Governor Robinson, on behalf of Col-
onial Secretary Chamberlain, explained
to President Kruger that the British
reinforcements which are being des
patched to Cape Town and Natal do
not imply any change in the friendly
policy of the British government to-

wards the Transvaal.
Mr. Chamberlain wishes the Trans-

vaal to be Informed of the decision to
send troops, the statement continues,
because he Is aware that efforts might
be made to misrepresent the intentions
of th imperial government, in order to
prevent a satisfactory understanding
between Great Britain and the Trans-
vaal.

An interview has been published with
General Jouifbert, commander-in-chie- f
of the Transvaal military forces, in
which he denies any danger of an up-
rising in the Transvaal, as has been
reported. An official dispatch receiv-
ed here from Buluwayo reports that the
roads are still open.

BULUWIATO'S GREAT DANGER
It is felt thait the greatest danger to

Buluwayo, unless the natives should
muster in crushing forces, is that of a
possible running short of supplies 5f
food and ammunition. The food sup-
ply is reported sufficient to last for a
month, out there have been appeals for
additional supplies of ammunition,
which must come from the south and
must be two or three weeks on the way,
even if the convoy meet with no vio-
lence. The keeping open of communi-
cation Is, therefore, of first importance.

The road for twenty miles south of
Buluwayo runs through a difficult and
dangerous country, and if the Buluwa-
yo forces are shut up in the town and
unable to patrol the road from Bulu-
wayo to Mangwe, fifty miles south, It
will, it is believed, be Impossible to
keep the road open and to get through
provisions.

The official dispatch received from
Buluwayo reports 'that the Matabels
are massing not only north, but on the
east of Buluwayo, and are sending out
looting parties, which appear within a
half hour's march of the town.

London, April 17. Sir Hercules Rob-
inson, governor of Cape Colony, tele-
graphs to the government that there is
no sign that Buluwayo is endangered,
and that precautions are being taken to
keep the road to Buluwayo open in or-

der to supply it with food.

NO NEWS OK DISASTER YET

Ruluwayo Still Safe, But There Is Much to
Say of the Tntnsraal.

London, April 17. Colonial Secretary
Chamberlain has received a dispatch
from Sir Herecules Robinson, dated at
Cape Town, at 4 o'clock on Friday af-
ternoon. This dispatch contains no
mention of a disaster at Buluwayo,
which is conclusive evidence that no
news of such disaster had been received
in Cape Town up to that hour.

The Croncile (Liberal) comments up-
on the vagueness of Mr. Chamberlain's
statement and asks whether the troops
to be sent arc Intended for Matabele-lan- d

or the Transvaal.
The Cape Town correspondent of the

Times says that it is regarded as cer-

tain there that Pascoe St. Leger Gren-fel- l,

who left Gwelo for Buluwayo on
the day before the first of the murders
was reported, must be dead, as he has
not been heard of since. He was ac-
companied by "Bob White" the Amer-
ican manager of Gourlay's mines, and
a Cape boy, all well armed; but they
probably rushed into the midst of the
imp!, on the Shangani, which killed
Hammond, Farmer and others.

The Times had a letter from Johan-
nesburg this morning, bearing date of
March SO, which confirms the Intelli-
gence hitherto brought by cable that
Colonial ecretary Chamberlain had de-
manded President Kruger's reply to the
invitation to visit England within a
certain number of hours, but that Mr.
Chamberlain had granted an extension
of the time at President Kruger's re-
quest t--

"If peace is patched up now, however,
says the letter, "It seems hardly pos-
sible to avoid trouble in the future. A.

racial war would be a popular cry, and
all the Boers in South Africa would
join In the defense of the Transvaal. It
may fairly be computed that the Trans-va- al

would furnish 15.000 men, the Or-
ange Free state 20.000, and Cape Col-
ony and Natal 15.000 making altogeth-
er 50,000. The military preparations
here are quite inconsistent with any

of cannon. Maxim guns, nties and
nition are pouring into the country, and
orders, especially to German firms, are
being given for all the requirements ot
war. The people are being roused by
inflamatory speeches delivered in dif-
ferent parts of the country.

"Quite recently the Volkstem urged
the Boers not to forget how the English
had treated the Boers, and during the
trial of the reform committee prisoners
Ae beam was brought Pretoria
which the English ued fifty years ago.
during the rbeIlioa to hang the Boers.
It was thir incident which led to Mr.
Chamberlain's remonstrance (holding
the Transvaal responsible for the safety
oi the prisoners) and President
Kruger then expressed the opinion that
thr beam was intended for a museum.

HILL KEEPS GOING

C0HTINUE3 HIS SPEECH OPPOSING
' PEPPEK'S RESOLUTION

lie Goes Far Back for material Where-

Cleveland to be Honored for a Veto

Washington, April 17. The debate on
the bond resolution proceeded today,
Mr. Hill continuing in opposition his
speech which is not yet completed. Mr.
Hoar supported the proposed bond in-

vestigation. The debate is proving at-

tractive to the public, the galleries be-
ing crowded throughout the day.

At 2 o'clock the bond resolution was
brought up and 'Mr. 1H11 resumed his
speech in opposition. The galleries were
crowded in anticipation of a renewal of
the sensational features developed in
the first installment of Mr. Hill's
speech. He had before him several vol-
umes, including Senator Sherman's
memoirs.

Before Mr. Hill had risen to his feet
Mr. Walthall moved that when the sen-

ate adjourned it be until Monday, and,
despite opposition, it was carried, 35 to
28.

Referring to the Wilson bill, Mr. Hill
said he had sought to change some of
the extreme features of that measure.
It passed, however, as the great meas-
ure of tariff reform.

"That bill," he went on, "as conceded
by its friends and enemies, does not pro-
duce enough revenue to meet the ex-
penses of the government. I wish my
party had framed a bill so fair, so rea-
sonable, so conservative that no ques-
tion could have been raised as to rais-
ing revenue. It had been better if ex-
treme counsels had not prevailed then.
as they are trying to prevail now."

INSUFFICIENT REVENUES.
Mr. Hill declared that with revenues

Insufficient to meet government ex-
penses, bonds were imperative. Cer-
tainly, then, the Democratic party
should at least defend the course of the
president and the secretary of the treas-
ury in issuing bonds. It was not for the
Democratic party to join in the politi-
cal assault of PopuMst and Republican
senators against bond issues.

When at one point Mr. Hill was inter-
rupted by the remark of Mr. Allen that
the Democratic party was dead, the
New York senator paid a glowing trib-
ute to his party, declaring that it would
jive on to uphold its principles regard-
less of the action of a few misguided
men. The senator declared that if this
investigation was made, the adminis-
tration would emerge from it without a
stain and to the discomfiture of those
who voted for the investigation. He
spoke of Secretary Carlisle's conspicu-
ous abihty. The secretary had argued
the question fairly from his standpoint.
He had never descended to abuse of the
silver men. His recent great speech at
Chicago had no abuse for those against
them.

"Are the friends of silver to answer
that great speech with an offensive res-

olution having 'dishonesty' written on
Its, f.ice?"

Speaking of President Cleveland's
message concerning bonds Mr. Hill said
it was made necessary by a congress
which spent its time making speeches
against syndicates while refusing to
pass laws to end those syndicates.

llr. Hill yielded for the introduction
of a bill which, however, led to an ani-
mated debate and closed Hill's re
marks for the day.

A MUTUAL. ROAST.
Mr. Gear (Rep., la.) chairman of the

committee on Pacific railroads, present-
ed a committee substitute for all bills
proposing a settlement of the Pacific
railroad debts. Mr. Allen thereupon
called attention to the notorious fact
that Collis P. Huttington and his lobby
had been here to influence legislation,
yet no invitation had been sent to the
patrons of the roads.

Mr. Gear hotly rejoined that the sen-
ator (Allen) had no right to impugn the
motives of the committee or himself, its
chairman. It was not necessary that
the committee should send for Tom,
Dick and Harry all over the country.

Mr. Allen said he had seen Collis P.
Huttington and his lobbyists occupying
all the seats in the committee room and
"lording it over the committee."

Mr. Gear, with flushed face, said he
would not suggest whether the Nebras-
ka senator represented or misrepresent-
ed the great state of Nebraska. He had
known him for thirty years, and knew
the sort of political affiliations he was
used to.

This brought Mr. Allen forward in an
explanation of his party affiliations. He
had voted for Lincoln and Grant. When
Mr. Allen spoke of his voting In 1S92 for
General Weaver for president, a sensa-
tional episode was precipitated.

3Ir. Gear interrupted to state that
General Weaver stood for the confisca-
tion of railroad property, the telegraph
and telephone and the issuance of paper
to pay for it.

WEAVER EULOGIZED.
Mr. Allen responded with a glowing

eulogy of General Weaver, whereupon
Mr. Gear broke out In a loud laugh and
retreated to the clock room.

Mr. Allen protested against this rude
"guffaw," declaring that. while,
brought up among coyotes, he was
taught better manners than

proceeded Mr. Allen.
Mr. Hoar immediately interrupted,

calling Mr. Allen to order and demand-
ing that his words be taken down.

Few senators being present. Mr. Hoar
asked a call for a quorum, which
brought fifty-fiv- e senators to the cham-
ber. The president pro tern, Mr. Frye,
directed that the objectionable words be
read. Mr. Faulkner (Dern.. W.

appeared to be a tie. but on second vote,
the affirmative vote, mainly from the
Democratic side, prevailed. Mr. Gear
rose to say shat he took no exception to
the language of Mr. Allen, although he
regretted the altercation, feeling that it
was "impossible to touch pitch without
being defiled."

NOT WHAT. BUT HOW.
Mr. Allen rejoined that be was sur-

prised at being able to deiiie a senator
who had seen so much of the world. He
also sarcastically expressed thanks to
Mr. Hoar for keeping watchful eye on
htm to see that he did no wrong. He
again spoke highly of Geaeral Weaver
and again protested against the laugh-
ter of senators.

NOT MUCH ACTUAX. BUSHiESS

Warm Debate In tbe House on the Question
of Southern W'ur Claims.

Washington, April 17. The net re-

sult of five hours work on the private
calender in the house today was the
passage of four pension bills, one to
pension the widow of Rear Admiral
Foote, at 550 per month; the rejection
of a bill to retire a hospital steward as
a second lieutenant of cavalry, and the
passage of a war claim of less than
..G00. The latter was the first war
claim brought before the house for con-

sideration, and naturally provoked a
general debate on the policy of paying
war claims. It drew from Mr. Mahon
(Rep., Pa.) chairman of the war claims
committee, Mr. Walker (Rep., Mass.)
Mr. MoCall (Rep., Tenn.) and Mr.
Evans (Rep., Ky.) eloquent pleas for
the payment of the findings of the court
of claims. Mr. Mahon argued that
these claims should be paid or the court
abolished. Barring the cotton claims
he asserted that J20.000.000 would pay
them, while Mr. Ray (Rep., N. Y.)
thought $600,000,000 would not meet
them. Politics, of course, was injected
into the debate before it was finished
and there was a lively set-t-o between
Mr. Dockery (Dem., Mo.) and Mr.
Grosvenor (Rep., Ohio).

Mr. Dockery eulogized Speaker Crisp
and Mr. Sayers, the chairman of the
appropriations committee of the last
congress, paid a high tribute to Speaker
Reed. "I want to say here In his pres-
ence," said he, "that I honor present
speaker, Thomas B. Reed. (Applause.)
He has stood like a lion in the path of
members on both sides of the pollticas
isle who have been pressing bills car-
rying large sums."

Mr. Grosvenor ridiculed Mr. Dockery
for "attempting to vindicate the his-
tory of the Democratic party." He
said the real question at issue now was
not the honesty of these claims, but of
the ability of the government to pay at
this time.

"You are," said he, "addressing the
Democratic side, "paralyzed by your
own utter inefficiency. The great fea-
ture of the administartion of Grover
Cleveland the only feature that wiil
save him from future contumely is
that when the bill to repeal the great
revenue-producin- g, industry-propagatin- g

tariff law was presented to him he
eaid, 'My name shall never disgrace its
pages.'

"You," he continued, "are attempting
to place in contrast an administration
that paid $250,000,000 of the public debt,
with the one that borrowed 5260,000,000
and now trembles each day lest tbe
telegraph brings the news that the gold
bo borrowed is drifting across th
water." (Applause.)

At 5 o'clock the house took a recess
until S o'clock, the evening session to
be devoted to private pension bills.

The question of granting to officers
widows larger pensions than private
soldiers was discussed In the house to-

night for two hours, in connection with
a bill to pension the wodiw of Brigadier
General Ferdinand anderveer of Ohio,
at the rate, of 575 per month. The bill
was finally favorably acted upon with
an amendment making the rate 550 per
month.

Device Adopted in Evasion of the Inter-

state Commerce and Decisions
Thereunder In Reference to Cut Rates
is Somewhat Complicated Bat is Calcu-

Chicago, April 17. The lines of ihe
Western Trunk Lines association met
today in the effort to stiffen up their
rates a little. Since the Brown decision
wlo u.tota ifnn ntrt 'ne bten in ex-

istence a number of what are called set
tariffs. This is a new method of getting
around the decision, that some of the
roads have adopted. When a big ship-
per comes to a road and announces that
on a certain date he will have a lars
amount of goods to be shipper the road
agrees with him as to the rate and then
sends word to the Interstate commerce
commission th3t on a date correspond-
ing to that on which the shipper wishes
to get off his goods, the road will make
a certain rate on such and such a class
of freight. Then the road forgets to
notify its competitors of what it has
done. As soon as the goods have been
shipped the road sends word to the
commission that the rate Is cancelled
and that is the end of it until the shipper
comes around again. This sort of thing
has been done frequently of late by a
few of the roads, and some of their
competitors are very sore over the mat-
ter. The meeting today was called for
the purpose of seeing what could be
done to keep these secret tariffs out. No
definite plan had been hit upon at a
late hour this afternoon.

Western roads have agreed upon a
rate of one fare for the round trip for
the annual convention of the Society
of Christian Endeavor, which is to be
held at "Washington In July. This con-

vention usually stirs up all sorts of
trouble among the roads on account of
the competition for the business but a
determined effort will be made this year
to hold the rates within bounds. Dates
of selling and of final return will de-

pend up where the ticket is purchased.
Arrangements for the extension of the
tickets until July 31 may be made by de-

positing them with the Joint agent at
Washington at or before G p. m. on July
14. The tickets will be limited to a con-

tinuous passage In both directions and
they will be good for going only on the
date of purchase,

EHPOETANT RAILWAY SUIT FILED

Receiver McNeill's 1'etlUon In the Interest
nf Aoldlnc Lengthy LltJcaUon.

Portland, Ore., April 17. There was
filed in the United States circuit court
today by Williams, Woods and Linthl-cu-

attorneys for Edwin McNeill, re-

ceiver of the Oregon Railway and Nav-
igation company, a petition which, if
granted by the court, will put an end
to the litigation which has followed Mc-

Neill's appointment in July, 1S94.

The tltle-o- f the suit Is, the Farmers
Loan and trust company vs the Oregon
Short Line and Utah Northern, the
Union Pacific company and the receiv-
ers under the Ames causes. These re-

ceiversClark. Mink, Anderson. Coud-e- rt

and Doane, claimed that McNeill,
as their successor, should assume the
entire liabilities Incurred during the six
months of their administration prior
to the appointment of McNeill, they
asserting that the order appointing Mc-

Neill so required. McNeill petitioned to
have the clause in the order bearing
such construction eliminated.

The matter was heard by Special
Master in Chancery L. L. McAruthur,
who sustained McNeill, placing the
amount to be assessed by him at 555,122

out of a total liability of 5320.S07. The
five receivers appealed, which appeal
Is now pending.

Now comes McNeill with the state-
ment that a reorganization plan has
been prepared to which the defendant
stockholders have given consent; that
a reorganization committee has been
appointed who have arranged that

report be abrogated or set
aside. McNeill to assume as the net
liabilities the sum of 5163.557. the five
receivers to have credited to them the
sum of 523,000.

Receiver McNeill petitions for leave
tn execute the necessarv agreements
looking to the adoption of the plan,
thus avoiding protrected and expensive
litigation. Judge Bellinger has not as
yet acted on the petition.

TO AID IX REORGANIZATIONS

Compromise Effected to the Advantase of
the Northern 1'arlflc.

New York, April 17. J. Edward Sim-
mons, of the Chicago and Northern Pa-

cific reorganization committee, today
authorized the statement that a com-proi- se

agreement had been effected with
the Northern Pacific committee, by the
terms of which the Chicago and North-
ern Pacific committee Is to pay 51.7M,-00- 0

for certain holdings of Chicago and
Calumet Terminal securities, and atoo
secure the return of the 52,5M,000 Chi-
cago and Northern bonds, the title of
which has been in dispute. In consid
eration of thia payment the Northern
Pacific committee agrees to discontinue
all legal action against the Chicago
and Northern Pacific, an impediment to
the reorganization of the latter. With
these actions discontinued, tbe reor-
ganization committee of the Chicago
and Northern Pacific can proceed to
secure a decree of foreclosure without
opposition. This agreement has been
signed by both parties, but it win not be
binding until ratified by the Chicago
and Northern Pacific bondholders to tbe
amount cf 70 per cent of the bond.
These holders will shortly be called
together for formal action on the pro-
position, but Mr. Smunoas said today
that representatives of the larger hold-
ings bad already given inforsMl sanc-
tion to tbe agreement, and there was
virtually no doubt of its acceptance by
tbe entire body of the bondholders.
