ENGLISH SHIPOWNERS OUT OUT OP

A GOOD THING.

It is Explained That the Kecent Enllnsr of
the Postoffico Department Conflnln;?
the Transmission or Newspaper Mails to
American Vessels Is One in Accordance
With a Usge of All
Foreign Governments, lingland lieio
Specially Aildlcted to FaTorins fler
Ovrn Marine in Such Contracts.

Washington, April IS. The recent ac-

tion of the postofflce department in dis-

tinguishing between letter and newspa-
per mails in the transatlantic service,
by forwarding the latter only by the
once-a-we- service of the American
line, unless otherwise designated, al-

ready has created much discussion
abroad, and the matter has been
brought up in parliament. The scheme
wa3 an innovation in the United States
service and was actuated by the con- -
tract relations between the American
line and the department. The delays in
forwarding publications, which, how-ove- r,

can be avoided by especially mark-
ing "prints" are still bringing out ob-
jections which are being filed at the de-
partment The following official state-
ment was made at the department to-

day:
"Each government, as hinted by the

secretary of the English treasury de-
partment, in answer to questions asked
by members of parliament as to the
American plan of sending newspapers
to England, has tine right and does make
its own mail contracts. It has been the
practice of all foreign governments for
years, in fact ever since the mail serv-
ice was established, to patronize their
own vessels to the extent of sending the
entire mail, excepting specially addiess-e- d

letters, by their own steamers. In no
case has this move been deviated from
except the mail from the United States.
The United States not having before
any special contract with anybody, pat-
ronized everybody until she commenced
getting vessels of her own and contract-
ing witJh her own people, when she nat-
urally adopted the course pursued by
other governments so long, and is send-
ing as much mail as is consistent by her
own lines. This, of course, affects the
revenue of the English lines, who have
forme ily had a large share of this busi-
ness, and these questions simply mean
that the English steamships want all
the American mail money."

As near as can be found out. the de-
partment is trying to adjust the matter
with as little detention to mail matter
of all kinds as possible, and can be crit-
icized only for pursuing the course that
the other governments have pursued for
years.

The departments intends to give for-
eign mail the best possible attention and
dispatch and is working out tihe neces-
sary plans.

The English government has been
more marked in its handling of its own
mails by its own ships than any other.
